FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

My heart explodes with joy to report to you the
number of people in this year's OCIA (formally known as
RCIA) class. It’s the formation and catechetical classes
that non-Catholics take, in order to be received fully into
the Catholic Church. We have thirty-three! It’s the largest
class our parish has seen in the last few decades. The
Holy Spirit is proving to us again that He is active and
moving in the hearts of the people of Vacaville. To mimic
the words of St. Paul from our Second Reading today, I
want to speak directly to these thirty-three brothers and
sisters of ours: “We give thanks to God always for all of
you, remembering you in our prayers, unceasingly
calling to mind your work of faith and labor of
love....” (Cf. 1 Thessalonians 1:1-5).

There’s only one reason to be Catholic — love.
That’s it. I am Catholic because I am striving to love
Jesus Christ with all of my heart, my soul, my strength
and my mind (Cf. Matthew 22:36-40). To love Jesus
Christ, is to be faithful to all that he reveals to us. If we
live this love to the fullest potential, we will stand out in
the world. The English word “Church” is a translation
of the Greek word “ekklesia” (ékkAinoia), which means
“those who are called out.” In Spanish, we can hear the
connection more readily, “iglesia”. To be a member of the
Catholic Church, as we all are, is to be a part of this
exclusive group of people that have been freed from the
clutches of this fallen world. The price of this
membership was paid through the blood of Jesus Christ.

In the Gospel, this distinction between the world
and God’s family, the Church, is made explicitly clear as
the Pharisees and Herodians try to trap Jesus with a
provocative question: “Is it lawful to pay the census tax to
Caesar or not?” If he says yes, he will provoke the ire of
the Jewish people who hate the occupying Roman forces.
If he says no, he immediately becomes an enemy of the
state. Either way, the enemies of Jesus will finally have
cause to arrest him. Little do they realize, Our Lord sees
the dark intentions of their hearts. They have no interest
in the truth, only their own hatred. Jesus responds,
“Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar and to God
what belongs to God.” In other words, leave the world to
fight over the scraps of money, power, honor and
pleasure. We Christians have been called out of that mess;
we belong to a God who wants to give us more than what
the world can offer.

Es la clase mas grande que
nuestra parroquia ha visto en las ultimas décadas. El Es-
piritu Santo nos estd demostrando nuevamente que esta
activo y se mueve en los corazones de las personas de
Vacaville. Para imitar las palabras de San Pablo en
nuestra Segunda Lectura de hoy, quiero hablar directa-
mente a estos treinta y tres hermanos y hermanas nues-
tros: “En todo momento damos gracias a Dios por uste-
des y los tenemos presentes en nuestras oraciones. Ante
Dios, nuestro Padre, recordamos sin cesar las obras que
manifiestan la fe de ustedes, los trabajos fatigosos que
ha emprendido su amor...” (Cf. 1 Tesalonicenses 1,1-5).

So6lo hay una razén para ser catolico: el amor.
Eso es todo. Soy catdlico porque me esmero en Amar al
Sefior mi Dios con todo mi corazdn, y con toda mi alma,
y con toda mi mente. (Cf. Mateo 22,36-40). Amar a Je-
sucristo, es ser fiel a todo lo que ¢l nos revela. Si vivi-
mos este amor a su maximo potencial, destacaremos en
el mundo. La palabra inglesa "Iglesia" es una traduccion
de la palabra griega "ekklesia" (éxkAnocia), que significa
"aquellos que son llamados". En espafiol podemos escu-
char mas facilmente la conexion “iglesia”. Ser miembro
de la Iglesia Catolica, como todos nosotros lo somos, es
ser parte de este grupo exclusivo de personas que han
sido liberadas de las garras de este mundo derrotado. El
precio de esta membresia se pagd a través de la sangre
de Jesucristo.

En el Evangelio, esta distincion entre el mundo y
la familia de Dios, la Iglesia, queda explicitamente clara
cuando los fariseos y herodianos intentan atrapar a Jesus
con una pregunta provocativa: “;Es licito pagar el im-
puesto del censo al César o no?”” Si dice que si, provoca-
ra la ira del pueblo judio que odia a las fuerzas ocupan-
tes de romanos. Si dice que no, inmediatamente se con-
vierte en enemigo del Estado. De cualquier manera, los
enemigos de Jests finalmente tendran motivos para
arrestarlo. No se dan cuenta; de que Nuestro Sefior ve
las oscuras intenciones de sus corazones. No tienen nin-
gun interés en la verdad, s6lo en su propio odio. Jests
responde: “Den, pues, al César lo que es del César, y a
Dios lo que es de Dios". En otras palabras, dejar que el

mundo pelee por los restos de dinero, poder, honor y pla-
cer. Nosotros los cristianos hemos sido llamados a salir
de ese desorden; pertenecemos a un Dios que quiere dar-
nos mas de lo que el mundo puede ofrecer.
