FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

At this very moment, what does God want? It’s a
weird question to reflect upon. When we normally think of
God, we naturally do it from our perspective and need. We
worry about the many issues that leap around our minds,
like chimpanzees in a tree, keeping us awake at night. We
especially worry about our own family, our kids, our health
and ask God to help with our quagmire of problems. After
all, St. Paul reminds us in his letter to the Phillipians, “Be
anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and
supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made
known to God...” (Cf. Philippians 4:6). God is patiently
interested in what we have to say. But how about Him?
What does he, our Heavenly Father, passionately desire at
the very moment in time; here and now?

The answer is found in today’s challenging Gospel
reading: “Which Commandment in the law is the greatest?”
asked one of the Pharisees to Our Lord. He’s essentially
asking, what is the most important hunger for God? What
does he want from you and I? Out of the 613
commandments that each practicing first century Jew had to
follow, which of these is the most crucial? Jesus responded:
“You shall love the Lord your God, with all your heart, with
all your soul, and with all your mind.” (Cf. Matthew 22:37).
Here's the answer to the question we began. God wants my
heart, my soul, and my mind. That’s all! At the very
moment, God simply wants me.

In Greek, the word heart is kardia (xapdid). It can be
understood as the source of our emotions and affections. It’s
the traditional, stereotypical idea of what we think of the
heart. To love God with our kardia means to develop our
sentiments and sense of connectedness to him. The soul is
translated from psyche (yvyn). This refers to our spiritual
nature. The Catechism of the Catholic Church defines the
psyche as “The spiritual principle of human beings. The soul
is the subject of human consciousness and freedom.”
Essentially, it's the innermost core of what makes each of us
unique. And finally, God wants our mind. This word is from
dianoia (dévown), which is simply the intellectual part of
ourselves. It’s the rational aspect of the brain. God wants to
seek to understand him, to know him, to study and learn
more about him.

To give God our hearts, our minds, and souls, is what
we call the totality of the Christian life. That is why when
we take our Catholic faith seriously and live it to the full, it
will be the most radical and most noble of adventures we
can set upon. Jesus calls this path “narrow”: “Enter through
the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road
that leads to destruction, and many enter through it. But
small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and
only a few find it.” (Cf. Matthew 7:13-14). To achieve this,
we must die to ourselves and put God first.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

En este mismo momento, ;qué quiere Dios? Es una
pregunta extrafia sobre la cual reflexionar. Cuando normal-
mente pensamos en Dios, naturalmente lo hacemos desde
nuestra propia perspectiva y necesidad. Nos preocupamos
por los tantos temas que saltan por nuestras mentes, como
chimpancés en un arbol, manteniéndonos despiertos por la
noche. Nos preocupamos especialmente por nuestra propia
familia, nuestros hijos, nuestra salud y le pedimos a Dios
que nos ayude con nuestro atolladero de problemas. Des-
pués de todo, San Pablo nos recuerda en su carta a los Fili-
penses: “Por nada estéis afanosos; sino sean dadas a co-
nocer vuestras peticiones delante de Dios en toda oracion
y ruego, con accion de gracias......” (Cf. Filipenses
4,6). Dios esta pacientemente interesado en lo que tene-
mos que decir. ;Pero qué hay de EI? ;Qué es lo que El,
nuestro Padre Celestial, ;desea apasionadamente en este
preciso momento? jaqui y ahora?

La respuesta se encuentra en la desafiante lectura
del Evangelio de hoy: “;Cudl mandamiento de la ley es el
mayor?” preguntd uno de los fariseos a Nuestro Sefior. Ba-
sicamente pregunto: ;cudl es el deseo mas importante de
Dios? ;Qué quiere de ti y de mi? De los 613 mandamien-
tos que cada judio practicante del primer siglo tenia que
seguir, /cudl de ellos es el mas crucial? Jesus le respondio:
"Amaras al Serior, tu Dios, con todo tu corazon, con toda
tu alma y con toda tu mente. (Cf. Mateo 22:37). Aqui esta
la respuesta a la pregunta con la cual comenzamos. Dios
quiere mi corazon, mi alma y mi mente. jEso es todo! En
este momento, Dios simplemente me quiere.

En griego, la palabra corazon es kardia (xapoid).
Puede entenderse como la fuente de nuestras emociones y
afectos. Es la idea tradicional y estereotipica de lo que
pensamos del corazén. Amar a Dios con nuestra kardia
significa desarrollar nuestros sentimientos y nuestro senti-
do de conexion con El. El alma se traduce de psique
(yvyn). Esto se refiere a nuestra naturaleza espiritual. El
Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica define la psique como “El
principio espiritual del ser humano. El alma es el sujeto de
la conciencia y la libertad humana”. Esencialmente, es el
ntcleo mas profundo el cual nos hace tnicos a cada uno de
nosotros. Y finalmente, Dios quiere nuestra mente. Esta
palabra proviene de dianoia (51dvowa), que es simplemente
la parte intelectual de nosotros mismos. Es el aspecto ra-
cional del cerebro. Dios quiere que busquemos compren-
derlo, conocerlo, estudiarlo y aprender mas sobre EL

Darle a Dios nuestro corazén, nuestra mente y
nuestra alma es lo que llamamos la totalidad de la vida
cristiana. Por eso, cuando tomemos en serio nuestra fe ca-
tolica y la vivamos plenamente, sera la aventura mas radi-
cal y noble que podamos emprender. Jesus Illama este

camino “angosto”: “Entren por la puerta angosta, porque
ancha es la puerta y espacioso el camino que conduce a
la ruina, y son muchos los que pasan por él. Pero ;qué
angosta es la puerta y qué escabroso el camino que con-
duce a la salvacion! y qué pocos son los que lo encuen-
tran.” (Cf. Mateo 7:13-14). Para lograrlo, debemos morir
a nosotros mismos y poner a Dios en primer lugar.
