FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

What is the point of our Catholic religion? Is it
simply to be “nice”, as so many of our contemporaries think
is the point of Jesus’ teachings? Charity is an integral part of
the faith, but it is so much more; it’s literally infinitely more
glorious. The beating heart of the Christian faith is union
with God. Allow me to say that again. The entire point of
creation from the very first pages of the Book of Genesis
with Adam and Eve, to Noah and the famous ark, to Moses
freeing the Jewish people clutches of slavery in Egypt, to the
giving of the Promise Land, to the construction of Holy
Temple in Jerusalem, and finally to the coming of Jesus
Christ, God in the flesh walking among us, to choosing and
sending of the Twelve Apostles into the world, thus
establishing the Catholic Church to preach the Resurrection
of this same Jesus Christ, is to unite humanity back to God.
That is the singular cornerstone, brilliantly intense purpose
and zeal of the Christian life.

Writing long ago in the year 130AD, St. Irenaeus,
the then Catholic bishop of Lyon in modern day France,
famously said, “The glory of God gives life; those who see
God receive life. For this reason, God, who cannot be
grasped, comprehended or seen, allows himself to be seen,
comprehended and grasped by men, that he may give life to
those who see and receive him. It is impossible to live
without life, and the actualization of life comes from
participation in God, while participation in God is to see
God and enjoy his goodness.” Iranaeus here marvels at the
coming of Jesus who makes himself one of us. In other
words, God makes himself “small” so that we may approach
and try to understand him. Jesus Christ is the final
fulfillment of every human desire. He is the beginning and
the end; he is the alpha and the omega.

This Sunday we begin the new liturgical season of
Advent. The colors in the sanctuary will shift to purple. The
readings at Mass will soberly point our minds to what we
call the Four Last Things, death, judgment, Heaven and hell.
Why this somber and even melancholic note during the
beginning of the Holiday season as we ramp up the
Christmas lights and presents? It’s simply to get our
wondering minds back onto what truly matters in life.
Advent is the season we take a hard look at ourselves and
ask, “Am I ready to see God?” We return to the core of what
makes truly life worth living. St. Augustine sums it
perfectly, writing in the early 4th century, when he said,
“You have made us for yourself O Lord & our heart is
restless until it rests in you.”

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

(Cual es el sentido de nuestra religion catdlica? (Es
simplemente ser “amable”, como muchos de nuestros contem-
poréneos piensan que es el objetivo de las ensefianzas de Jestis?
La caridad es parte integral de la fe, pero es mucho mas que eso;
es literalmente infinitamente mas glorioso. El corazoén palpitante
de la fe cristiana es la unién con Dios. Permitanme decir eso de
nuevo. Todo el enfoque de la creacion desde las primeras pagi-
nas del Libro de Génesis con Adan y Eva, a Noé y la famosa
arca, a Moisés liberando al pueblo judio de las garras de la es-
clavitud en Egipto, a la entrega de la Tierra Prometida, a la
construccion del Santo Templo de Jerusalén, y finalmente a la
venida de Jesucristo, Dios encarnado caminando entre nosotros,
a la eleccion y envio de los Doce Apdstoles al mundo, institu-
yéndose asi la Iglesia Catolica para predicar la Resurreccion de
este mismo Jesucristo, es unir a la humanidad con Dios. Esa es
la piedra angular singular, el propodsito brillantemente intenso y
el fervor de la vida cristiana.

El escrito hace mucho tiempo en el afio 130 DC., San
Ireneo, el entonces obispo catdlico de Lyon en la Francia mo-
derna, dijo célebremente: “La gloria de Dios da vida; los que
ven a Dios reciben la vida. Por eso Dios, quien no puede ser
sujetado, comprendido ni visto, se deja ver, comprender y suje-
tar por los hombres, para dar vida a los que le ven y le reciben.
Es imposible vivir sin vida, y la actualizacion de la vida viene
de la participacion en Dios, mientras que la participacion en
Dios es ver a Dios y gozar de su bondad”. Ireneo aqui se mara-
villa de la venida de Jesus quien se hace uno de nosotros. En
otras palabras, Dios se hace “pequefio” para que nos acerque-
mos y tratemos de comprenderlo. Jesucristo es el cumplimiento
final de todo deseo humano. El es el principio y el fin; €l es el
alfa y el omega.

Este domingo comenzamos el nuevo tiempo litargico de
Adviento. Los colores del santuario cambiaran al color morado.
Las lecturas de la Misa sefialaran sobriamente nuestras mentes a
lo que llamamos las Cuatro Ultimas Cosas, la muerte, el juicio,
el Cielo y el infierno. jPor qué esta nota sombria e incluso me-
lancolica durante el comienzo de la temporada navidefia a medi-
da que intensificamos las luces y los regalos de Navidad? Es
simplemente para que nuestras mentes distraidas vuelvan a lo
que realmente importa en la vida. El Adviento es la temporada
en la que nos miramos detenidamente y nos preguntamos:
" Estoy listo para ver a Dios?" Volvemos al nicleo de lo que
realmente hace que valga la pena vivir la vida. San Agustin lo
resume perfectamente, escribiendo a principios del siglo IV,
cuando dijo: “Tu nos has hecho para ti, oh Sefior, y nuestro
corazon esta inquieto hasta que descanse en ti”.
