PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

On this Thanksgiving weekend, it is natural to
acknowledge that for which we are thankful. We thank
God not only for the joys of life, but also for the challenges
we have experienced when Our Lord invites us to share
more profoundly in His redemptive suffering.
