FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

“Why do Catholics call your priests ‘father’?” How
many of you have heard that before? It’s a common question
that non-Catholics will use against us. They will then point
to the Scripture passage that we just had in the Gospel
reading this Sunday, “Call no one on earth your father,; you
have but one Father in heaven.” (Cf. Matthew 23:9). See,
Catholicism 1is unbiblical! How are we to respond when
confronted with this seemingly airtight logic?

The study of interpreting Sacred Scripture is called
“exegesis.” It’s the critical analysis and explanation of a
given text in order to derive its meaning. A key principle,
for scholars and devotional readers of the bible alike, is to
keep in mind the context. Context is absolutely essential. It
is the oxygen of correct exegesis. Without context, we can
essentially take a single verse out of the bible and twist it,
forcing it to support our point of view. Oftentimes, when we
speak with non-Catholics about a certain doctrine, they will
point to a single verse in the bible in order to justify their
position. However, the context of the bible passage must be
taken into consideration. Without context, we run the risk of
pulling a single piece of lumber from a mansion and
forgetting how the house is supposed to appear. The Bible is
like a big house.

Using this contextual approach, let us now return to
the initial question of Matthew 23:9, which seems to
contradict the ancient, Catholic, practice of calling priests
“Father.” Let us put the verse in its broader context, take a
step back and look at the “house” as a whole. Jesus
continues, “As for you, do not be called ‘Rabbi.’ You have
but one teacher, and you are all brothers. Call no one on
earth your father; you have but one Father in heaven. Do
not be called ‘Master’; you have but one master, the
Christ.” Jesus also says not to use the word “rabbi,” which
translates into english as “Teacher.” We see that word used
throughout the Bible and Church history. The word “doctor”
also means teacher (translated from the Latin word docere),
yet we have no problem calling people doctor.

When it comes to the title “father,” the verse says not
to call anyone on “earth your father,” yet we constantly call
our male parents “father.” St. Paul himself, one of the
greatest Christian evangelizers we have ever seen, refers to
himself with the title “father” in 1 Corinthians 4:15, “For I
became your father in Christ Jesus through the gospel.”
Then we have the example of St. Stephen in his speech
before he is stoned to death in the Book of Acts of the
Apostles. He says, “Brethren and fathers, listen: The God of
glory appeared to our father Abraham...” (Cf. Acts 7:2). By
looking at the wider context, it is obvious to see that they
had no issue with using the term “father” to speak about
their spiritual leaders. What then, did Our Lord mean in
Matthew 23:9, when he said not call anyone on earth our
“father”? Jesus was using a common rabbinical teaching
technique in the first century by using hyperbole to under-

score his point. He did something similar a few chapters
earlier in Matthew 5:29-32, when he said, “If your eye
causes you to sin, pluck it out.” Obviously, he was not
being literal, otherwise our entire parish would be blind.
The heart of this passage is to emphasize the sovereignty
and almighty power of our Heavenly Father, from which
all fatherhood is derived. From the earliest beginnings of
the Church, Christains have reverently used the word
“father” to address their priests. That is why we still do it
today.

TRIGESIMO PRIMER DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO
5 de noviembre de 2023

DESDE EL ESCRITORIO
DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

“Por qué los catolicos llaman a los sacerdotes
“Padre™?” ;Cuantos de ustedes han escuchado eso antes?
Es una pregunta comun que los no catolicos usaran en
nuestra contra. Luego sefialaran el pasaje de las Escrituras
que acabamos de leer en la lectura del Evangelio de este
domingo: “A ningun hombre sobre la tierra lo llamen
'padre’, porque el Padre de ustedes es solo el Padre celes-
tial.”. (Cf. Mateo 23:9). jVen, el catolicismo no es biblico!
(Como debemos responder cuando nos enfrentamos a esta
logica aparentemente hermética?

El estudio de la interpretacion de la Sagrada Escri-
tura se llama “exégesis”. Es el andlisis critico y la explica-
cion de un texto determinado para derivar su significado.
Un principio clave, tanto para los eruditos como para los
lectores devocionales de la Biblia, es tener presente el con-
texto. El contexto es absolutamente esencial. Es el oxigeno
de la exégesis correcta. Sin contexto, basicamente pode-
mos tomar un solo versiculo de la Biblia y torcerlo, obli-
gandolo a respaldar nuestro punto de vista. A menudo,
cuando hablamos con no catélicos sobre una determinada
doctrina, sefialaran un solo versiculo de la Biblia para jus-
tificar su posicion. Sin embargo, se debe tener en cuenta el
contexto del pasaje biblico. Sin contexto, corremos el ries-
go de sacar un solo trozo de madera de una mansion y ol-
vidar como se supone que debe ser la casa. La Biblia es
como una casa grande.

Usando este enfoque contextual, volvamos ahora a
la pregunta inicial de Mateo 23:9, el cual parece contrade-
cir la antigua practica catélica de llamar “Padre” a los sa-
cerdotes. Pongamos el versiculo en su contexto mas am-
plio, demos un paso atrds y miremos la “casa” como un
todo. Jests continua: ” Lo que es ustedes, no se dejen lla-
mar Maestro, porque no tienen mds que un Maestro, y
todos ustedes son hermanos. No llamen Padre a nadie en
la tierra, porque ustedes tienen un solo Padre, el que estd
en el Cielo. Tampoco se dejen ustedes llamar Guia, por-
que ustedes no tienen mdas Guia que Cristo”. Jesis tam-
bién dice que no se use la palabra “rabino”, que se traduce
al inglés como “maestro”. Vemos esa palabra utilizada a lo
largo de la Biblia y la historia de la Iglesia. La palabra
“doctor” también significa maestro (traducida de la palabra
latina docere), pero no tenemos ningtn problema en llamar
doctor a las personas.

Cuando se trata del titulo “Padre”, el versiculo dice
que no llamemos a nadie en la tierra “padre”, sin embargo,
constantemente llamamos “padre” a nuestros padres varo-
nes. El mismo San Pablo, uno de los més grandes evange-
lizadores cristianos que jamas hayamos visto, se refiere a
si mismo con el titulo de “padre” en 1 Corintios 4:15: “no
pueden tener muchos padres, y he sido yo quien les trans-

miti6 la vida en Cristo Jesus por medio del Evangelio.”
Luego tenemos el ejemplo de San Esteban en su discurso
antes de ser apedreado en el Libro de los Hechos de los
Apostoles. El dice: “Hermanos y padres, escuchad. El Dios
de la gloria se aparecio a nuestro padre Abraham...” (Cf.
Hechos 7:2). Al observar el contexto mas amplio, es obvio
ver que no tenian ningin problema en usar el término
“padre” para hablar de sus lideres espirituales. Entonces,
[qué quiso decir Nuestro Sefior en Mateo 23:9, cuando dijo
que no llamemos “padre” a nadie en la tierra? Jesus estaba
usando una técnica de ensefianza rabinica comun en el pri-
mer siglo al usar hipérbole para subrayar su punto. Hizo
algo similar unos capitulos antes en Mateo 5:29-32, cuando
dijo: “Por eso, si tu ojo derecho te estd haciendo caer, saca-
telo y tiralo lejos;”. Obviamente, no estaba siendo literal,
de lo contrario toda nuestra parroquia quedaria ciega. El
corazon de este pasaje es enfatizar la soberania y el poder
todopoderoso de nuestro Padre Celestial, del cual se deriva
toda paternidad. Desde los inicios de la Iglesia, los cristia-
nos han utilizado con reverencia la palabra “Padre” para
dirigirse a sus sacerdotes. Por eso todavia lo hacemos hoy.
