TRIGESIMO-SEGUNDO DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Aquellos que son dignos de llegar a la edad futura y a la resurreccion de los muertos son hijos del Dios de los vivos
(Lucas 20:27-38 [27, 34-38]).

DESDE EL ESCRITORIO
DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Pocas ensefianzas del cristianismo son mas raras
que la Resurreccion de los muertos. Sostenemos que al
final del mundo, cuando Jesus finalmente regrese triunfal-
mente durante la Segunda Venida, los cuerpos de los di-
funtos seran resucitados y reunidos con sus almas. En otras
palabras, jrecuperamos nuestros cuerpos! ;Puede ser que
se esté rascando la cabeza con desconcierto? En nuestros
dias es comun pensar que la meta de nuestras almas es li-
berarse y volverse “como los dngeles”. No asi en la escato-
logia (el estudio sistematico de las ultimas cosas, tales co-
mo, la muerte, el juicio, el cielo y el infierno). Nos hace-
mos completos de nuevo, cuerpo y alma. Sin embargo, al-
go ha cambiado. Simplemente no volvemos a nuestro anti-
guo estado de ser. Las pocas pistas que tenemos en la Sa-
grada Escritura son del mismo Cristo. Podemos ver en los
Evangelios que después de que Jesus resucité de entre los
muertos, esta realmente presente corporalmente, no sola-
mente en sentido espiritual. Santo Tomads dijo: “Si no veo
en sus manos la sefial de los clavos, y meto mi dedo en el
lugar de los clavos y meto mi mano en su costado, no cree-
ré.” (Juan 20:25). Nuestro Sefior aparece en los siguientes
versiculos y le dice: “Pon aqui tu dedo y mira mis manos;
y acerca acéd tu mano y ponla en mi costado; y no seas in-
crédulo, sino creyente.

En otros casos, se ve a Jesus comiendo pescado
después de resucitar de entre los muertos en Lucas 24:41-
43. Al mismo tiempo, pareceria que este nuevo cuerpo su-
yo ya no esta limitado por el espacio y el tiempo como lo
estamos nosotros. En Juan 20:19 se desarrolla una escena
dramatica: “al atardecer de aquel dia, el primero de la se-
mana, y estando las puertas cerradas donde los discipulos
estaban reunidos por miedo a los judios, vino Jesus, y se
puso en medio y les dijo: jLa Paz a vosotros!”. Jesus apa-
rece de la nada, a pesar de estar encerrado en una habita-
cion segura. Por otra parte, durante el famoso encuentro
con Jesus en el Camino a Emaus en Lucas 24:13-45, nues-
tro Sefior se desvanece repentinamente ante los ojos de los
dos discipulos. Todos estos ejemplos revelan que nuestro
nuevo cuerpo resucitado es radicalmente diferente y, sin
embargo, reconocible. En teologia, llamamos a este nuevo
estado de ser, un “cuerpo espiritualizado”.

A pesar de la rareza de esta ensefianza que Nuestro
Sefor ensefa claramente en el Evangelio de este domingo,
me atrevo a decir que intuitivamente deseamos un nuevo
cuerpo “resucitado”. Todos entendemos de alguna manera
las fallas de los cuerpos que tenemos ahora, que estan de-
vastados por la enfermedad, el cancer, el dolor y el ataque

lento e implacable de la edad. Gastamos miles de millones
de dolares en productos de belleza y cirugias para lograr el
siempre evasivo "cuerpo perfecto". Independientemente de
si somos bendecidos con la buena apariencia de un/a super-
modelo o el fisico de un atleta olimpico, nuestros cuerpos
eventualmente nos traicionaran. La doctrina cristiana de la
resurreccion, aunque rara, es la esperanza de todos noso-
tros.
