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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

We live in a world in which it can be easy to forget
who we are. Many “voices” (media, advertising, other
individuals, the Evil one) try to tell us who we are. Among
the side effects of the pandemic is that we can be inclined
to forget who we are. For example, a number of my
brother priests fear that once the pandemic is over and we
have some level of normalcy, including having Mass in our
church with full capacity, that many of the folks who went
to Sunday Mass in the past will stay away. They say that
once folks get out of the habit of going to Mass, they will
not return. In other words, parishioners will have forgotten
who they are: practicing Catholics who need God’s grace
to live and thrive. I am hopeful that folks will return and I
pray they (you) do.

To be sure, it takes effort to participate in Mass
these days, whether at home via live-stream or in-person in
the church parking lot. We are used to being able to
express ourselves clearly to each other. The masks we
wear out of necessity, while they may keep our faces warm
in cold weather, tend to hide our facial expressions. Our
body longs to soar along with our spirits at Mass, but we
know that we are not allowed to sing. Our physical
distancing has kept us apart from each other, not just
physically, but also emotionally and relationally. One can
feel isolated and neglected. Through all this, we can forget
that God made us in His image and likeness and that He
sent His Son to be born among us and ultimately to die for
us, so that we might live forever.

If we are inclined to forget who we are, during
Advent, we hear a few voices that remind us who we are.
Let’s listen to a moment to those voices. John the Baptist
says of Jesus; “He must increase, I must decrease.” (Jn
3:30) The Blessed Mother says to the Archangel Gabriel:
“May it be done to me according to your word.” (Lk 1:38)
Our Lady of Guadalupe says to Juan Diego and to us:
“There is nothing to frighten and distress you. Do not let
your heart be troubled, and let nothing upset you. Is it not I,
your Mother, who is here? Are you not under my
protection?”” The prophet Isaiah reminds the Israelites: “On
this mountain the Lord of hosts will provide for all peoples
a feast of rich food and choice wines, juicy, rich food and
pure, choice wines.” (Is 25:6) Elizabeth says to Mary at the
Visitation: “Blessed are you who believed that what was
spoken to you by the Lord would be fulfilled.” (Lk 1:45)
Zechariah prophesies: “In the tender compassion of our
God the dawn from on high shall break upon us, to shine on
those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of death, and
to guide our feet into the way of peace.” (Lk 1:79)

May we ponder these voices and be reminded that
God loves us immensely and wants us to be always closer

to His Son. He wants us to be as close to Jesus as a mother
is to her child. Indeed, God is a Child who calls to us from
the poverty of the stable. May we surrender our
impoverished souls to Him so that we can receive His
message which is infinitely rich in mercy, love and truth.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Vivimos en un mundo en el que facil se nos puede
olvidar quiénes somos. Muchas "voces" (medios de comuni-
cacion, publicidad, otras personas, el Maligno) tratan de de-
cirnos quiénes somos. Entre los efectos secundarios de la
pandemia ocurre el que pudiéramos olvidar quiénes somos.
Por ejemplo, algunos de mis hermanos sacerdotes temen que
una vez que haya pasado la pandemia y tengamos cierto ni-
vel de normalidad, incluyendo tener Misa en nuestra iglesia
con plena capacidad, muchas de las personas que antes asis-
tian a la Misa dominical, se mantengan alejadas. Se dice que
una vez que las personas dejan la costumbre de asistir a Mi-
sa, ya no volveran. En otras palabras, a los feligreses se les
habra olvidado quiénes son: catolicos practicantes que nece-
sitan la gracia de Dios para vivir y prosperar. Tengo la espe-
ranza de que las personas regresen y estoy orando para que
ellos (usted) lo hagan.

Sin duda, se necesita esfuerzo para participar en la
Misa estos dias, ya sea en casa a través de transmision en
vivo o en persona en el estacionamiento de la iglesia. Esta-
mos acostumbrados a poder expresarnos claramente el uno al
otro. Los cubrebocas que usamos por necesidad, mientras
que puede que nos ayuden a mantener nuestras caras calienti-
tas en este clima frio, tienden a ocultar nuestras expresiones
faciales. Nuestro cuerpo anhela elevarse junto con nuestro
espiritu en la Misa, pero sabemos que no se nos permite can-
tar. Nuestro distanciamiento fisico nos ha mantenido separa-
dos el uno del otro, no sélo fisicamente, sino también emo-
cional y relacionalmente. Uno se puede sentir aislado y des-
atendido. Por todo esto que esta pasando, pudiéramos olvi-
dar que Dios nos hizo a Su imagen y semejanza y que envid
a Su Hijo a nacer entre nosotros y, en ultima instancia, a mo-
rir por nosotros, para que pudiéramos alcanzar la vida eterna.

Si nos inclinamos a olvidar quiénes somos, durante el
Adviento, escuchamos algunas voces que nos recuerdan
quiénes somos. Escuchemos un momento a esas voces.

Juan el Bautista dice de Jesus; "El ha de ir aumentando en
importancia, y yo disminuyendo." (Jn 3:30) La Santisima
Madre le dice al Arcangel Gabriel: "He aqui la sierva del Se-
fior; hdgase conmigo conforme a tu palabra." (Lc 1:38)
Nuestra Sefiora de Guadalupe le dice a Juan Diego y a noso-
tros: "Que nada te asuste y te aflija. No dejes que tu corazén
se inquiete y que nada te moleste. {No soy yo, tu madre,
quien esta aqui? ;No estds bajo mi proteccion?" El profeta
Isaias recuerda a los israelitas: “Y Jehova de los ejércitos
hara en este monte a todos los pueblos banquete de manjares
suculentos, banquete de vinos refinados, de gruesos tuétanos
y de vinos purificados." (Is 25:6) Isabel le dice a Maria en la

Visitacion: " Y bienaventurada la que creyd, porque se
cumplird lo que le fue dicho de parte del Senior." (Lc 1:45)
Zacarias profetiza: " Por la entrafable misericordia de
nuestro Dios, Con que nos visitd desde lo alto la aurora.
Para dar luz a los que habitan en tinieblas y en sombra de
muerte; Para encaminar nuestros pies por camino de
paz." (Lc 1:79)

Que meditemos en estas voces y se nos recuerde
que Dios nos ama inmensamente y desea que estemos
siempre mas cerca de Su Hijo. Quiere que estemos tan
cerca de Jesis como una madre esta con su hijo. En
efecto, Dios es un Nifio que nos llama desde la pobreza
del pesebre.
