FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

There is nothing more beautiful than to be at the
bedside of a faith filled Christian in the midst of dying.
The sense of the presence of God fills the room. In the
suffocating sorrow and tears that comes with death, a
tangible hope pierces the darkness like a blaze of sunlight.
The cause of our joy is not merely positive thinking or
happy thoughts. Rather, the Christian who mourns in faith
is rooted in the promise of Jesus Christ: “Do not let your
hearts be troubled. You have faith in God; have faith
also in me. “(Cf. John 14:1). When I hear these
comforting words of Jesus, I immediately think of one of
our parishioners who passed from cancer nearly a year
ago. My phone rang at 6am in the morning, waking me
from sleep. “Father, she doesn’t have much time... can
you come over?” said the voice on the other end. To my
surprise, the room was already filled when I arrived with
other faithful parishioners, the spouse, and the adult
children. We began the ancient prayers of the Last Rites,
the same prayers that you and I will hear when our own
time comes, if we’re so gifted the opportunity to call a
priest.

In the eyes of the world, this moment has no
meaning other than the loud thud of a life now snuffed.
Not us Christians. Death does not have the final word.
Jesus Christ has conquered death through the cross and is
risen from the dead. We share in this victory through our
baptism. That is why on this Third Sunday of holy
Advent, the colors have shifted from penitential purple to
glorious rose. This day we call Gaudate Sunday, in Latin,
it means “Rejoice!”

We all bear heavy crosses in our personal lives
from past traumas, broken relationships, illness and just
plain human cruelty. In fact, even in the Church itself, we
face tremendous challenges all around us, inflicted by
some of her members entrusted with her care. The storms
are daunting and relentless. It is during these times, we
need to remember our hope is founded only on the words
of Jesus Christ. He promised to be with us forever, until
the end of time. Reread the Second Reading again from
St. Paul that we have at Mass this Sunday: “Rejoice
always. Pray without ceasing. In all circumstances give
thanks, for this is the will of God for you in Christ Jesus.
“(Cf. 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18). “In all circumstances” he
tells us; not only when times are happy. We must rejoice
even when everything seems to be crashing down on our
heads. Our joy, our hope, is built on Jesus Christ. Nothing
more; nothing less.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

No hay nada mas hermoso que estar al lado de
la cama de un cristiano lleno de fe ante su muerte in-
minente. La sensacion de la presencia de Dios llena la
habitacion. En el dolor sofocante y las lagrimas que
acompanan a la muerte, una esperanza palpable atra-
viesa la oscuridad como un resplandor de luz solar. La
causa de nuestro gozo no son simplemente los pensa-
mientos positivos o los pensamientos de felicidad.
Mas bien, el cristiano que sufre su luto en la fe esta
arraigado en la promesa de Jesucristo: “/No se turben;
crean en Dios y crean también en mi.” (Cf. Juan
14:1). Cuando escucho estas reconfortantes palabras
de Jesus, inmediatamente pienso en uno de nuestros
feligreses que falleci6 de cancer hace casi un afo. Mi
teléfono sond a las 6 de la mafiana, despertandome de
mi suefio. “Padre, ella no tiene mucho tiempo...
(puedes venir?” dijo la voz al otro lado de la linea.
Para mi sorpresa, cuando llegué, la sala ya estaba lle-
na con otros fieles feligreses, su conyuge y los hijos
ya adultos. Comenzamos las antiguas oraciones de los
Satos Oleos, las mismas oraciones que usted y yo es-
cucharemos cuando llegue nuestro momento, si tene-
mos la oportunidad de llamar a un sacerdote.

Ante los ojos del mundo, este momento no tie-
ne mas significado que el fuerte ruido de una vida
ahora extinguida. No para nosotros los cristianos. La
muerte no tiene la Gltima palabra. Jesucristo ha venci-
do la muerte a través de la cruz y ha resucitado de en-
tre los muertos. Compartimos esta victoria a través de
nuestro bautismo. Por eso, en este tercer domingo del
santo Adviento, los colores han pasado del morado al
rosa glorioso. A este dia lo llamamos Domingo Gau-
date, en latin significa “jRegocijate!”

Todos llevamos pesadas cruces en nuestras vi-
das personales debido a traumas pasados, relaciones
rotas, enfermedades y simplemente la crueldad huma-
na. De hecho, incluso en la Iglesia misma, enfrenta-
mos tremendos desafios a nuestro alrededor, impues-
tos por algunos de sus miembros a quienes se les ha
confiado su cuidado. Las tormentas son desalentado-
ras e implacables. Es durante estos tiempos que debe-
mos recordar que nuestra esperanza se basa inicamen-
te en las palabras de Jesucristo. El prometio estar con
nosotros para siempre, hasta el fin de los tiempos.

Vuelva a leer la Segunda Lectura de San Pablo que
tenemos en la Misa de este domingo: “Vivan siempre
alegres, oren sin cesar, den gracias en toda ocasion,
pues esto es lo que Dios quiere de ustedes en Cristo
Jesus.” (Cf. 1 Tesalonicenses 5,16-18). “En todas las
circunstancias” nos dice; no so6lo cuando los tiempos
sean felices. Debemos regocijarnos incluso cuando to-
do parece derrumbarse sobre nuestras cabezas. Nuestro
g070, nuestra esperanza, se basa en Jesucristo. Nada
mas; nada menos.
