FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

If you’re searching for peace of mind, I
recommend you stop watching the news. It seems like
every time we read an article, watch a newscast, or see a
headline, we have something new to be worried about.
Whether it’s politics, the economy, the wars in Ukraine,
Israel and Gaza, it’s exhausting. All of this is on top of
our own personal dramas in our own families, like
sickness and tense interpersonal relationships. We only
have so much emotional bandwidth. To this flurry of
storms, it leads us Christians to ask the important
questions of life.

When Pope Benedict was elected to the papacy in
2006, he immediately embarked upon an ambitious
project that had been brewing in his heart and mind for
decades. He desired to write a comprehensive book about
the life of Jesus Christ that we encounter in the Gospels.
As a world class intellectual, he saw the havoc and
confusion that had infected modern day biblical
scholarship. He wanted to return to the beating heart of
Christianity, namely, the person of Jesus Christ. In the
beginning of his book, he asked the provocative question:
“What did Jesus truly bring, if he didn’t bring peace to
the world, well-being for all and a better world?”

Don’t we all wonder about this? Look at the mess
of the world. Behold the pain of our lives. This all
powerful and all loving God has allowed the wars to
happen? This God of ours allows our loved ones to wither
away from cancer? Pope Benedict gets to the core of our
doubts, “What did Jesus truly bring...?” Our personal
experience reminds us that our pain still persists,
regardless if we are baptized or not. “Then what is the
point of being Christian?”” Someone might logically ask.

Pope Benedict answers his own question with his
famous German precision: “The answer is very simple:
God. He brought God.” The scandal of Christianity is that
God has entered into our darkness with himself. He unites
our broken, frail, diseased humanity, with his divinity. We
call this great mystery the Incarnation. Now, I know this
answer is not emotionally satisfying, especially when we
look at our own pain. This answer is harder to accept. It
requires me to trust that God has a divine plan for reasons
I am not privy to know. He forces me to be humble and to
faith that He knows what is best.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Si buscas tranquilidad, te recomiendo que dejes
de ver las noticias. Parece que cada vez que leemos un
articulo, vemos un noticiero o vemos un titular, tene-
mos algo nuevo de qué preocuparnos. Ya sea la politi-
ca, la economia, las guerras en Ucrania, Israel y Gaza,
es agotador. Todo esto se suma a nuestros propios
dramas personales en nuestras propias familias, como
la enfermedad y las tensas relaciones interpersonales.
Solamente tenemos un tanto de banda emocional. A
esta rafaga de tormentas, nos lleva a los cristianos a
hacernos las preguntas importantes de la vida.

Cuando el Papa Benedicto X VI fue elegido pa-
pado en 2006, inmediatamente se embarcd en un am-
bicioso proyecto que se habia estado gestando en su
corazon y en su mente durante décadas. Deseaba es-
cribir un libro completo sobre la vida de Jesucristo
que encontramos en los Evangelios. Como intelectual
de clase mundial, vio los estragos y la confusion que
habian infectado la erudicion biblica moderna. Queria
volver al corazon palpitante del cristianismo, es decir,
a la persona de Jesucristo. Al comienzo de su libro,
hizo la pregunta provocadora: " ;Qué trajo realmente
Jesus, si no trajo paz al mundo, bienestar para todos
y un mundo mejor?"

(No nos lo preguntamos todos? Mira el desor-
den del mundo. He aqui el dolor de nuestras vidas.
(Este Dios todopoderoso y amoroso ha permitido que
ocurran las guerras? ;Este Dios nuestro permite que
nuestros seres queridos se marchiten por el cancer? El
Papa Benedicto llega al nucleo de nuestras dudas:
";Qué trajo realmente Jesus...?" Nuestra experiencia
personal nos recuerda que nuestro dolor atun persiste,
independientemente de si estamos bautizados o no.
"Entonces, ;cudl es el sentido de ser cristiano?" Al-
guien podria preguntar 16gicamente.

El Papa Benedicto responde a su propia pre-
gunta con su famosa precision alemana: "La respuesta
es muy simple: Dios. El trajo a Dios". El escandalo
del cristianismo es que Dios ha entrado en nuestras
tinieblas consigo mismo. El une a nuestra humanidad
quebrantada, fragil y enferma, con su divinidad. A es-
te gran misterio lo llamamos la Encarnacién. Ahora
bien, sé que esta respuesta no es emocionalmente sa-

tisfactoria, especialmente cuando miramos nuestro
propio dolor. Esta respuesta es mas dificil de aceptar.
Requiere que confie en que Dios tiene un plan divino
por razones privadas que no conozco. El me obliga a
ser humilde y a tener fe en que El sabe lo que es me-
jor.
