FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

Jesus is risen! Alleluia! Happy Easter! After 40

days of fasting from the Gospel acclamation of “Alleluia”, it

is always wonderful to once again voice those Hebrew
syllables! When we sing “Alleluia”, which means “Praise
the Lord”, it’s as if our joyful hearts cannot be contained by
our day-to-day language. Our thanksgiving for the Son’s
Resurrection is so great that normal language cannot
adequately describe it. Also, our Easter joy is more deeply
felt on account of our Lenten spiritual exercises. In this
respect, on Easter Sundayj, it is good to look back and see

from whence we came. How was Lent for you? Personally,

I can say that I could have been more faithful to the
promises I made at the beginning of Lent. There was room
for improvement, let’s just say. How was Lent lived in our
parish? Above all, I give thanks to God for your fervor and

faithfulness. Sunday Mass attendance at all of our Masses in

three languages was excellent. Our daily Masses were very
also well attended. Many faithful went to confession on
Tuesdays and Saturdays at our usual confession times, and
at other times, including at our Communal Penance Service
on March 30", when 10 priests were available to hear
confessions. Our Confirmation students enjoyed an
excellent retreat the weekend of April 1% to 3" led by the
PES sisters, our religious ed staff, catechists and our young
adult retreat team. Our weekday afternoon Eucharistic

Adoration was also well attended. Our outreach to the needy

and charitable giving was strong. No doubt, many of us
benefitted from any penitential practices that we took on
during Lent. Clearly, you want to continue to grow in the
spiritual life!

Looking back even further beyond this past Lent, |
recall to you what I wrote in the bulletin at Easter in 2020:
“Sometimes when I come into our church to pray, when
everyone is gone and it’s just Jesus in the tabernacle and
myself, I think about all the prayers that have been made in
our church. I think about all the sitting patiently and
listening of homilies, all the kneeling in adoration of Our
Lord in the Eucharist and all the standing and praising God
for His goodness that takes place in our church. As I kneel
quietly on the kneeler, I can almost hear the creaking of the
kneelers, the occasional cell phone going off, the singing of
the hymns and the little baby crying.”

You recall that in the spring of 2020, we were not
allowed to have public Mass for almost three months on
account of the pandemic. Lent in 2020 was definitely a
trying time for us. Still, it was possible that we could learn
something from our shared experience, just as we learn
something every Lent. As [ wrote in 2020: “When this is

all over, and we are able to be together again under one roof

in our church, may we remember the lessons that we have
learned: that Jesus died for us so that we could receive His
grace, that He gave us His Eucharist so that we could be in
Communion with Him and with each other and that Jesus

rose from the death and conquered death once and for all. If

there is anything that consoles us during this strange and
anxious Spring, it is that God has the final say. To
celebrate Easter means to acknowledge that Our Lord
Jesus Christ delivered us once and for all from eternal
death and that God will protect and sustain us through any
trial, as long as we surrender ourselves to Him.” Amen!
Alleluia! Jesus is risen!

On behalf of Fr. Joseph Sebastian, Deacon Rob
Vandergraaf, Deacon Phil Verba and all the staff at St.
Mary’s, I wish you a most blessed Easter Sunday and
Easter Season.

Nuestro agradecimiento por la Resurrec-
cion del Hijo es tan grande que el lenguaje normal no pue-
de describirlo adecuadamente. Ademas, nuestra alegria pas-
cual se siente més profundamente a causa de nuestros ejer-
cicios espirituales cuaresmales. En este sentido, el Domin-
go de Resurreccion es bueno mirar atras y ver de donde
venimos. (Como fue la Cuaresma para usted? Personal-
mente, puedo decir que hubiera podido ser mas fiel a las
promesas que hice al comienzo de la Cuaresma. Digamos
que hubiera podido hacer mejor ;Como se vivid la Cuares-
ma en nuestra parroquia? Sobre todo, doy gracias a Dios
por vuestro fervor y fidelidad. La asistencia a la Misa do-
minical en todas nuestras Misas en los tres idiomas fue ex-
celente. Nuestras Misas diarias también fueron muy concu-
rridas. Muchos fieles fueron a confesarse los martes y saba-
dos en nuestros horarios habituales de confesion, y en otros
horarios, incluso en nuestro Servicio de Penitencia Comu-
nal el 30 de marzo, cuando 10 sacerdotes estuvieron dispo-
nibles para escuchar confesiones. Nuestros estudiantes de
Confirmacion disfrutaron de un excelente retiro el fin de
semana del 1 al 3" de abril dirigido por las hermanas de
PES, nuestro personal de educacion religiosa, catequistas y
nuestro equipo jovenes adultos. Nuestra Adoracion Euca-
ristica por las tardes durante la semana también cont6 con
una buena asistencia. Nuestro apoyo a los necesitados y las
donaciones caritativas fue muy bueno. Sin duda, muchos
de nosotros nos beneficiamos de las practicas penitenciales
que realizamos durante la Cuaresma. jClaramente, quieren
seguir creciendo en la vida espiritual!

Mirando atin mas alla de esta Cuaresma pasada, les
recuerdo lo que escribi en el boletin de la Pascua de 2020:
“A veces, cuando vengo a nuestra iglesia a orar, cuando
todos se han ido y solo estamos Jesus en el tabernaculo y
yo, pienso en todas las oraciones que se han hecho en nues-
tra iglesia.

Como escribi en
2020: “Cuando todo esto pase, y podamos estar juntos nue-
vamente bajo un mismo techo en nuestra iglesia, recorde-
mos las lecciones que hemos aprendido: que Jesas murié.
por nosotros para que pudiéramos recibir Su gracia, que El
nos dio Su Eucaristia para que pudieramos estar en Comu-
nion con El y entre nosotros y que Jesus resucito de entre
los muertos y venci6 a la muerte de una vez por todas. Si
hay algo que nos consuela en esta extraia y angustiosa pri-
mavera es que Dios tiene la Gltima palabra. Celebrar la Pas
cua significa reconocer que Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo nos
liberd de una vez por todas de la muerte eterna y que Dios
nos protegerd y nos sostendrd en cualquier prueba, siempre
que nos entreguemos a EI”. jAmén! jAleluya! jJests ha
resucitado!
