FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

Last Sunday’s Gospel recounted Our Lord’s visit to
the disciples in the Upper Room after His Resurrection
according to St. John. As you know, Our Lord appeared to
the disciples at least twice in the Upper Room. (cf. Jn
20:19-31) The first time, on the evening of the same day
that He rose from the dead, St. Thomas was not among the
disciples. When told that Jesus had risen from the dead,
Thomas did not believe at first. From then on, he has
suffered the ignominy of being labeled “doubting
Thomas”. Thomas said to his brother apostles: “Unless I
see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my finger
into the nailmarks and put my hand into his side, I will not
believe.” (Jn 20:25b) When Jesus appeared a second time
in the Upper Room, eight days later, He invited Thomas to
touch his wounds. On this second occasion, Thomas was
convinced that Our Lord had indeed risen from the dead
and showed his belief by exclaiming and proclaiming:
“My Lord and my God!”

As I often do, I choose a sacred image for the front
of the bulletin that corresponds to one of the Sunday
readings, usually to the Gospel. For last Sunday’s bulletin,
I chose the painting by Bernardo Strozzi entitled
“Doubting Thomas”. The painting depicts Jesus showing
Thomas His wounds. In order for Our Lord to be able to
reveal the wound in His side, He needed to uncover his
upper body. In the painting, one can see the front of Our
Lord’s upper torso. For our live-stream Masses on our “St
Mary’s Vacaville” YouTube channel, Yenni Cadenas, our
main livestream coordinator, usually uses the same image
from the bulletin for the “thumbnail” image on our
livestream video. The “thumbnail” is the image that you
see when you first see the video on the computer screen.
Unfortunately, the thumbnail was removed, for a time, by
YouTube. Apparently, YouTube has a policy of blocking
images that are deemed inappropriate. While, I am glad
that YouTube blocks images that are obscene, violent or
graphic, I thought it was ironic that an image of Our
Lord’s naked chest was blocked from our YouTube
channel.

As Catholic Christians, we know and understand
that the Son came into the world as a Child in his
“birthday” suit, just like everyone else. And, yes, Jesus
was hung on a cross, without any covering at all or with
very little covering. We do not shy away from depicting
Our Lord’s “corpus” or Body on the cross. Seeing his
battered Body reminds us that not everything is as it
should be. It reminds us that we had a part in putting Him
there. It reminds us of God’s profound love for us. Jesus
loved his Body very much. After all, it was begotten by the
Father, through the power of the Holy Spirit and formed in
the womb of His blessed Mother. With His hands, feet,

eyes, mouth, ears, mind, heart and everything, Jesus
carried out His mission of revealing His Father to us and
of dying on the Cross for us. For all these reasons, we
give thanks to God for His Son’s Body and for the Blood
he shed for our salvation.

Likewise, the respect and honor we have for
Christ’s Body moves us to respect and honor all the more
the human body. We understand that our bodies
ultimately to do not belong to us. They belong to God.
God gives us bodies for His greater honor and glory. God
gave us bodies so that we could use our hands, feet, arms,
minds and every part of our bodies to be His Son’s
instruments in the world. As gifts from God, we
understand that we cannot just do whatever we feel like
with our bodies. We defend and protect the bodies of the
youngest among us in the wombs of their mothers and
care for the bodies of the oldest among us, and for bodies
of every one of all ages, for that matter. Along with a deep
respect for the Body of Jesus and our own body, we
understand and appreciate that we need a strong spirit and
soul to nurture our bodies. Just like a plant needs water to
grow, we need God’s grace to thrive. I like to think that
when St. Thomas exclaimed “My Lord and my God!” all
of these truths came together for him.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

El Evangelio del domingo pasado relato la visita de
Nuestro Sefior a los discipulos en el Cenéaculo después de
Su resurreccion segin San Juan. Como ya saben, Nuestro
Sefior se aparecio a los discipulos al menos dos veces en el
Cenaculo. (cf. Jn 20,19-31) La primera vez, en la noche del
mismo dia que resucito de entre los muertos, Santo Tomas
no estaba entre los discipulos. Cuando le dijeron que Jesus
habia resucitado de entre los muertos, Tomas no lo creyo al
principio. A partir de entonces, ha sufrido la ignominia de
ser etiquetado como " Tomads incrédulo”. Tomads dijo a sus
hermanos apdstoles: " Si no viere en sus manos la sefial de
los clavos, y metiere mi dedo en el lugar de los clavos, y
metiere mi mano en su costado, no creeré. ". (Jn 20:25b)
Cuando Jests aparecio por segunda vez en el Cenaculo,
ocho dias después, invitd a Tomas a tocar sus heridas. En
esta segunda ocasion, Tomas estaba convencido de que
Nuestro Sefior habia resucitado de entre los muertos y mos-
tr6 su creencia exclamando y proclamando: "jMi Sefior y
mi Dios!".

Como lo hago a menudo, elijo una imagen sagrada
para la portada del boletin que corresponde a una de las lec-
turas dominicales, generalmente al Evangelio. Para el bole-
tin del domingo pasado, elegi la pintura de Bernardo Stroz-
zi titulado "Tomas Incrédulo". La pintura muestra a Jesus
mostrando a Tomas Sus heridas. Para que Nuestro Sefior
pudiera mostrar la herida en Su costado, necesitaba descu-
brir la parte superior del cuerpo. En la pintura, se puede
ver la parte frontal del torso superior de Nuestro Sefor.
Para nuestras Misas transmitidas en vivo en nuestro canal
de YouTube "St Mary's Vacaville", Yenni Cadenas, nuestra
coordinadora principal de transmision en vivo, por lo gene-
ral utiliza la misma imagen del boletin para el “boceto” de
la grabacion en vivo. El "boceto" es la imagen que inicial-
mente se ve en la pantalla al ingresar al canal de YouTube
Santa Maria para la Misa de ese fin de semana. Desafortu-
nadamente, YouTube eliminé el boceto, durante un rato.
Aparentemente, YouTube tiene una politica de bloqueo de
imagenes que se consideran inapropiadas. Mientras, me
alegro de que YouTube bloquee imagenes obscenas, vio-
lentas o graficas, se me hace irénico que una imagen del
pecho desnudo de Nuestro Sefior fuera bloqueada de nues-
tro canal de YouTube.

Como Cristianos Catolicos, sabemos y entendemos que
el Hijo vino al mundo como un nifio “como Dios los trajo
al mundo", al igual que todos nosotros. Y, si, Jesus fue col-
gado en una cruz, sin estar cubierto en absoluto o

cubierto muy poco. No rehuimos representar el "corpus" o
el Cuerpo de Nuestro Sefior en la cruz. Ver su cuerpo
maltratado nos recuerda que no todo es como debe ser.
Nos recuerda que tuvimos parte en ponerlo en la cruz. Nos
recuerda el profundo amor de Dios por nosotros. Jests
amaba mucho su Cuerpo. Después de todo, fue engendra-
do por el Padre, por medio del poder del Espiritu Santo y
formado en el vientre de Su bendita Madre. Con Sus ma-
nos, pies, 0jos, boca, oidos, mente, corazoén y todo ser, Je-
sus llevo a cabo Su mision de revelar a Su Padre a noso-
tros y de morir en la Cruz por nosotros.

El Salmo Responsorial

El Salmo es parte integral de la Liturgia de la Palabra y por
lo tanto no debe omitirse. No es un “canto de meditacion” y,
como parte de la Liturgia de la Palabra, ha de cantarse o procla-
marse “desde el ambon o desde un sitio oportuno” (IGMR, 61).
En la naturaleza misma del Salmo esté el que se cante, de he-
cho, son cantos que reflejan situaciones muy concretas de la
vida del pueblo de Israel, no sélo de victoria, o de alabanza,
sino de tristeza, abandono e incluso, de enojo. Aunque la Ins-
truccion para el uso del Misal Romano permite que se recite, el
mismo documento pide que se recite “‘de manera adecuada para
que favorezca la meditacion de la Palabra de Dios”. El canto del
mismo, puede ser de dos maneras: responsorial o directa. Aun
asi, la Ordenacion General de las Lecturas de la Misa prefiere
que sea responsorial a fin de que la gente “comprenda el sentido
espiritual del Salmo”. Este momento de la liturgia no es “la hora
del aficionado”, sino un momento clave, precedido por el silen-
cio, para dejar que la palabra de Dios habite en nosotros con

toda su riqueza (Colosenses 3:16).
