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FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

Over the next eight days, we will celebrate the
“Easter Octave”. The Church gives us this special time
because the joy of the Resurrection is too big to be
contained to one day. It’s as if the Church wants to give us
more time to really savor God’s amazing gift of raising
Jesus from the dead. (It is significant that the 50 days of
the Easter season are longer than Lent’s 40 days.) Each
day during the Easter Octave, we are treated to a different
account of Our Lord’s followers meeting Him after He
rose from the dead. One of my favorites is the encounter
between Jesus and the two disciples of Emmaus in the
Gospel of Luke. (cf Lk 24:13-35)

We remember that Our Lord first encountered the
men as they were walking to Emmaus and away from
Jerusalem. So, even though they are going the wrong way,
Jesus sought them out and walked with them. This is what
Jesus does. He meets us where we are and walks with us.
Our Lord asked the disciples: “What are you discussing as
you walk along?” Jesus must have known what the two
men were talking about. After all, He is God. He must
have known that they were upset, frustrated, maybe even
angry. But Jesus gave the disciples a chance to get all
their feelings out. He encouraged them to surrender their
feelings of frustration, fear and sadness to Him.

Jesus does the same with us. When we pray, He
wants us to share with him our frustrations, our
disappointments, and, yes, our occasional anger. To be
sure, He also wants us to share our joys and our
gratefulness with him. The point is that Jesus meets us
wherever we are, just as He met the disciples on the way to
Emmaus. Jesus already knows about our loneliness, our
fears, our insecurities, our frustrations and our joyful
moments. But He wants us to tell him about them
anyway. Because in the telling of them to the Lord, we get
a better handle on them---with his help of course. So Jesus
waits for us patiently to come to Him. He longs for us to
take up his invitation to walk alongside him.

After Jesus explained the Scriptures to the men,
they invited Jesus to have a meal with them. The Emmaus
disciples wanted to remain in Jesus’ presence. And when
Jesus took bread, said the blessing and broke it, the eyes of
the disciples were opened. After Jesus vanished from their
sight, they said to each other: “Were not our hearts burning
within us while he spoke to us on the way and opened the
Scriptures to us?” It is at this point in the story that a light
went on for the disciples. Before they had the information,
but they didn’t quite grasp the meaning. Jesus had said to
them: “Was it not necessary that the Christ should suffer
these things and enter into his glory?”” The disciples
needed to see that love and suffering go together, and that
the supreme expression of love and suffering can be found

in the Cross, in Jerusalem. Jesus helped the men to see this
by celebrating the Eucharist. After seeing this, the men
returned to Jerusalem. In other words, they reversed their
course and went the way they needed to go. They returned
to Jerusalem where love and suffering go together and are
fruitful.

A most blessed Easter season to you all!

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Durante los proximos ocho dias, celebraremos la
"Octava Pascual". La Iglesia nos da este tiempo especial
porque el gozo de la Resurreccion es demasiado grande pa-
ra contenerlo a solo un dia. Es como si la Iglesia quisiera
darnos mas tiempo para saborear realmente el increible don
de Dios al resucitar a Jests de entre los muertos. (Es signi-
ficativo que los 50 dias de la temporada de Pascua sea mas
tiempo que los 40 dias de Cuaresma.) Cada dia, durante la
Octava Pascual, se nos premia con un relato diferente de los
discipulos de Nuestro Sefior al reunirse con El despues de
que El resucito de entre los muertos. Uno de mis favoritos
es el encuentro entre Jesus y los dos discipulos de Emats
en el Evangelio de Lucas. (cfLc 24, 13-35)

Recordamos que Nuestro Sefior se encontro por pri-
mera vez con los hombres mientras caminaban hacia
Emats y alejandose de Jerusalén. A pesar de que van en
direccion equivocada, Jesus los buscd y camind con ellos.
Esto es lo que Jesus hace. Se encuentra con nosotros en
donde estemos y camina con nosotros. Nuestro Sefior pre-
gunt() a los discipulos: ";Qué estan hablando al caminar?"
Jesus debia haber sabido de lo que estaban hablando los dos
hombres. Después de todo, El es Dios. Debi6 haber sabido
que estaban molestos, frustrados, tal vez incluso enojados.
Pero Jesus dio a los discipulos la oportunidad de sacar to-
dos sus sentimientos. Los anim6 a entregarle sus senti-
mientos de frustracion, miedo y tristeza.

) Jesus hace lo mismo con nosotros. Cuando oramos,
El quiere que compartamos con ¢l nuestras frustraciones,
nuestras decepciones y, si, nuestra ira ocasional. De segu-
ro, El también quiere que compartamos nuestras alegrlas y
nuestro agradecimiento con €l. El punto es que Jests nos
encuentra dondequiera que estemos, asi como El encontr6 a
los discipulos en el camino a Emats. Jesus ya sabe de nues-
tra soledad, nuestros miedos, nuestras inseguridades, nues-
tras frustraciones y nuestros momentos de gozo. Pero quie-
re que le hablemos de nuestros sentimientos de todas mane-
ras. Porque al decirselos al Sefior, los podemos manejar
mejor--- con su ayuda, por supuesto. Asi que Jesus nos es-
pera pacientemente a que lleguemos a El. Anhela que
aceptemos su invitacion para caminar junto a él.

Después de que Jests les explico las Escrituras a los
hombres, invitaron a Jesus a comer con ellos. Los discipu-
los de Emaus querian permanecer en presencia de Jesus. Y
cuando Jesus tomo el pan, lo bendijo y lo partid, se abrieron
los ojos de los discipulos. Después de que Jesus desapare-
ci6 de su vista, se dijeron el uno al otro: ";No ardian nues-

tros corazones dentro de nosotros mientras €l nos hablaba
en el camino y abria las Escrituras?" Es en este punto de
la historia que se encendid una luz para los discipulos.
Antes tenian la informacion, pero no entendian del todo el
significado. Jesus les habia dicho: ";No era necesario que
Cristo sufriera estas cosas y entrara en su gloria?" Los dis-
cipulos necesitaban ver que el amor y el sufrimiento van
juntos, y que la expresion suprema de amor y sufrimiento
se puede encontrar en la Cruz, en Jerusalén. Jests ayudo6 a
los hombres a ver esto celebrando la Eucaristia. Después
de ver esto, los hombres regresaron a Jerusalén. En otras
palabras, retrocedieron su curso y siguieron el camino co-
rrecto.

La mesa de la Palabra

De la mesa de la palabra vamos a la mesa eucaristica. La
Constitucion sobre la Sagrada Liturgia tuvo eso en mente de
forma muy clara al pedir que: “A fin de que la mesa de la pala-
bra de Dios se prepare con mas abundancia para los fieles
abranse con mayor amplitud los tesoros de la Biblia, de modo
que, en un periodo determinado de afios, se lean al pueblo las
partes mas significativas de la Sagrada Escritura”. Fue de esta
manera que no solo se reorganiz6 un nuevo Leccionario para
la Iglesia Catolica, sino que se le dio una importancia ain ma-
yor a la lectura de la Biblia, no s6lo en el contexto de la litur-
gia, sino en toda la vida de la Iglesia. Esta reforma litirgica
hizo posible que la comunidad de creyentes conociera los
evangelios de Mateo, los de Marcos, Lucas y Juan. En nime-
ros claros, antes del Concilio Vaticano II s6lo se proclamaba el
5% del Evangelio de Marcos y, del Antiguo Testamento, solo
se proclamaban 258 versiculos, de los 25,044 versiculos que lo

componen, es decir, s6lo el 1%. Un gran paso, sin duda.
