FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

The fifty days of Easter are now over. We can officially
stop saying “Happy Easter” to one another, our friends and our
dear family. Now people will stop thinking Catholics are weird,
or at least in regards to that salutation. The pope, the Blessed
Mother, relics, purgatory and all our other seemingly bizarre
practices and teachings may still keep us from winning a
popularity contest. But that’s ok. We’re not Catholic because it’s
easy. The famous 20th century English convert, G.K. Chesterton
put it best when asked why he became Catholic “The difficulty
explaining why I am Catholic is that there are 10,000 reasons
all amounting to one reason: that Catholicism is true. Let your
religion be less of a theory and more of a love affair. We do not
really want a religion that is right where we are right. We want
a religion that is right where we are wrong.”

Our mission now as 21st century Catholics in California
is the same mission that Jesus gave his first century disciples in
Jerusalem: “All power in heaven and on earth has been given to
me. Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing
them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy
Spirit.... And behold, I am with you always, until the end of the
age.” (Cf. Matthew 28:19-20) These were the last words our Lord
told us before ascending back into Heaven. Each Christian is now
tasked with this “Great Commission” to spread the faith to all the
corners of the Earth. 2,000 years later, the spread of the Church is
nothing less than remarkable. Despite our human failings, the
Church is present and alive on every continent and country. Of
the 7.88 billion people alive today, one third of humanity
professes to be Christians. One sixth of those, totaling nearly 1.36
billion (17.7%), are Catholics. Here in our own country,
Catholicism is the largest Christian body with 61.9 million
members. In the Golden State, 250 years after the first Spanish
arrived on these shores, establishing the California missions,
giving us the names of our biggest cities like Los Angeles, San
Diego, San Jose, and San Francisco, 30% are Catholics,
numbering around 10 million souls.

The “Great Commission” of Jesus Christ continues. As
impressive as these numbers are, the throbbing heart of the
Catholic Church is not simply racking up stats on a graph sheet.
The mission of the Church is to “make disciples” of Jesus Christ,
which will always be harder to accomplish. It’s a long term
process of leading people to encounter the powerful mercy and
love of Jesus Christ, forming their moral life to align with the
hard teachings of the Church and integrating them into a vibrant
Christian community. It took Jesus himself three years to do that
with his Twelve Disciples. Even then, when it mattered most,
Judas betrayed him for silly silver coins. Peter ran off as a
coward. The other disciples evaporated like mist when Jesus was
being crucified on Calvary. John, the Beloved, was the sole
faithful one. By our own strength we will fail. Luckily, we are not
alone. Jesus has been promising us throughout these last 50 days
that he will send someone to help us in our weakness. Can you
guess who it is? Spoiler Alert: He arrives on Pentecost.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Los cincuenta dias de Pascua ya han terminado.
Oficialmente podemos dejar de decirnos “Felices Pascuas”
entre unos a otros, nuestros amigos y nuestra querida fami-
lia. Ahora la gente dejard de pensar que los catélicos so-
mos raros, o al menos en lo que respecta a ese saludo. El
Papa, la Santisima Madre, las reliquias, el purgatorio y to-
das nuestras demds practicas y ensefianzas aparentemente
extrafas aun pueden impedirnos de ganar un concurso de
popularidad. Pero eso esta bien. No somos catélicos por-
que es facil. El famoso inglés del siglo XX, G.K. Chester-
ton, convertido al catolicismo, lo expresé de mejor forma
cuando le preguntaron por qué se hizo catdlico. Simple-
mente dijo: “La dificultad para explicar por qué soy cato-
lico, es que hay 10,000 razones, todas ellas sumadas a
una sola razon: el catolicismo es verdadero. Permite que
tu religion sea mds una historia de amor, que una teoria.
Realmente, no queremos una religion que esté justo don-
de nosotros estamos. Queremos una religion que tenga
razon donde nosotros estamos equivocados”.

Nuestra mision ahora como catdlicos del siglo XXI
en California es la misma mision que Jests les dio a sus
discipulos del primer siglo en Jerusalén: «Me ha sido dada
toda autoridad en el Cielo y en la tierra. Vayan, pues, y
hagan que todos los pueblos sean mis discipulos. Bauti-
cenlos en el Nombre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu
Santo, y enséiienles a cumplir todo lo que yo les he enco-
mendado a ustedes. Yo estoy con ustedes todos los dias
hasta el fin de la historia.» (Cf. Mateo 28,19-20) Estas
fueron las tltimas palabras que nos dijo nuestro Sefior an-
tes de ascender de nuevo al Cielo. Cada cristiano tiene
ahora la tarea de esta "Gran Comision" para difundir la fe
en todos los rincones de la Tierra. 2000 afios después, la
expansion de la Iglesia es nada menos que extraordinaria.
A pesar de nuestras fallas humanas, la Iglesia est4 presente
y viva en todos los continentes y paises. De los 7.88 billo-
nes de personas que viven hoy, un tercio de la humanidad
profesa ser cristiana. Una sexta parte de ellos, que suman
casi 1.36 billones (17,7%), son catolicos. Aqui en nuestro
propio pais, el catolicismo es el cuerpo cristiano mas gran-
de con 61.9 millones de miembros. En el Estado Dorado,
250 afios después de que los primeros espafioles llegaran a
estas costas, estableciendo las misiones de California, dan-
donos los nombres de nuestras ciudades mas grandes como
Los Angeles, San Diego, San José y San Francisco, el 30%
son catolicos, que suman alrededor 10 millones de almas.

La “Gran Comision” de Jesucristo continta. Tan
impresionantes como son estos numeros, el corazon palpi-
tante de la Iglesia Catolica no estd simplemente acumulan-
do estadisticas en una hoja de graficas. La mision de la
Iglesia es “hacer discipulos™ de Jesucristo, lo que siempre

sera mas dificil de cumplir. Es un proceso a largo plazo de
llevar a las personas a encontrar la poderosa misericordia y
el amor de Jesucristo, formando su vida moral para alinear-
se con las duras ensefianzas de la Iglesia e integrandolos en
una comunidad cristiana vibrante. Jesis mismo tardd tres
afnos en hacer eso con sus Doce Discipulos. Incluso enton-
ces, cuando mas importaba, Judas lo traiciond por tontas
monedas de plata. Pedro huyo como un cobarde. Los otros
discipulos se evaporaron como la niebla cuando Jesus esta-
ba siendo crucificado en el Calvario. Juan, el Amado, fue el
unico fiel. Por nuestra propia fuerza fracasaremos. Afortu-
nadamente, no estamos solos. Jesus nos ha estado prome-
tiendo a lo largo de estos ultimos 50 dias que enviara a al-
guien para ayudarnos en nuestra debilidad. ;Puedes adivi-
nar quién es? Alerta de spoiler: llega en Pentecostés.
