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Because there arose no little dissension and debate by Paul and Barnabas with them, it
was decided that Paul, Barnabas, and some of the others should go up to Jerusalem to
the apostles and elders about the question.

FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

For this week’s contribution, I would like to share
with you an interview that I conducted with Dominick
DiCarlo who has served as the Director of Music at St.
Mary’s since last summer. My questions are in italics
followed by Dominick’s answers.

How long have you been a sacred music minister?

I’ve been involved in sacred music since I was a child,
singing at St. James School and Parish in Davis. In college I
was the assistant director of the choir at St. Stephen Parish,
Sacramento where I began working with young choristers. It
was during this time that I fell in love with the liturgy and
liturgical music in particular as a powerful form of prayer. I
got my first position as church choir director when I moved
to Tampa, Florida eight years ago. Shortly after that I joined
the faculty at Jesuit High School in Tampa where I taught
theology and directed the liturgical music program. I spent
seven years at Jesuit, working with high school boys and
introducing them to the musical tradition of the Universal
Church, what the documents of Vatican II call “a treasure of
inestimable value, greater even than that of any other

art.” (SC 112 § 1) I particularly enjoyed this challenging and
rewarding experience of bringing young people to
experience and participate in the true, the good, and the
beautiful.

What kind of music training did you have? (family, school,
etc.)

I sang with the Davis High School Madrigal Choir and
played French horn in the high school band and orchestra. I
got my BA in music at UC Davis where I sang and played in
multiple ensembles. I also sang in the Sacramento Capella
Antiqua which was a semi-professional choir that performed
at the Cathedral and was the assistant director for the Louis
A. Botto choir, a youth education and outreach choir
organized by Chanticleer.

What age groups have you worked with over the years?

I have worked with children from pre-K to12th grade,
college students, amateur and professional adults. I think
that sacred music is a life-long endeavor in which the entire
community at all ages should be involved.

How do you decide what hymns to choose for the Mass?

I try to pick hymns first and foremost that are appropriate
for the liturgical season and feast. Obviously, it wouldn’t be
good to do Lenten hymns during Easter! Secondly, I try to
pick enough hymns that are familiar and repeat new hymns
so that people will be able to sing along. Thirdly, I try to
pick hymns with deep theological texts and musical tunes
from a variety of sources from Gregorian chants like
“Godhead here in hiding”, through French, German, and

English hymn tunes of the past several hundred years and
more modern American hymns. In totality the goal is to
draw from the best of the rich vernacular hymn tradition of
the Church.

How do you decide which Ordinary setting of the Mass to
use?

The tradition of the church has 18 different chant
ordinaries which have developed over the centuries. We
use these chant settings to follow the General Instruction
of the Roman Missal (GIRM 41) which states that
“Gregorian chant holds pride of place because it is proper
to the Roman Liturgy.” Some of these are traditionally
sung during different seasons (Advent, Lent, Easter,
Ordinary Time, Feasts of Mary) while other settings are
for more general use. So far, we have only used three of
these chant ordinaries in the hope to grow familiarity with
them and encourage congregational singing. Eventually
the goal is to have four or five ordinaries that are familiar
to everyone and which can be used alternately throughout
the liturgical year. Occasionally the choir may sing a
polyphonic (multiple choir parts) ordinary for a special
occasion like Christmas or Easter, but this is an exception
as the goal is to have the majority of the congregation
singing these familiar texts for the mass.

Why does the choir/cantor chant the antiphons?

The antiphons of the mass (Entrance Antiphon, Offertory
Antiphon, and Communion Antiphon) are liturgical texts
which are assigned to be sung at those times in the mass,
much like the readings, and are assigned to particular days
in the Church’s liturgical calendar. The melodies we use
are English versions of the original Gregorian chant
melodies sung for over a thousand years, though the texts
of the antiphons can certainly be sung to other melodies,
such as hymn tunes or choral settings.

Why is Latin prayed at Mass?

The documents of the Second Vatican Council, in allowing
vernacular especially for things like readings and songs
during the mass, reiterate that Latin remains the norm of
the Latin rite and say specifically regarding the Ordinary:
“steps should be taken so that the faithful may also be able
to say or to sing together in Latin those parts of the
Ordinary of the Mass which pertain to them.” (SC 54) 1
think that the Ordinary of the Mass is a particularly good
place to use Latin for two reasons: the texts don’t change
so it’s relatively easy to understand the meaning of what is
being sung, and secondly, when we come together as a
bilingual community, we can together sing the words of
the liturgy in a common tongue.

May you have a most blessed week, and Happy

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Para la columna de esta semana, me gustaria compartir
con ustedes una entrevista que realicé con Dominick DiCarlo,
quien se ha desempefiado como Director de Musica en Santa
Maria desde el verano pasado. Mis preguntas estan en cursive,
seguidas de las respuestas de Dominick.

¢ Cudnto tiempo ha sido ministro de musica sacra?

He estado involucrado en la musica sacra desde que era un nifio,
cantando en la escuela y parroquia de St. James en Davis. En la
universidad, fui asistente del director del coro en la Parroquia de
San Esteban, Sacramento, donde comencé a trabajar con coristas
jovenes. Fue durante este tiempo que me enamoré de la liturgia y
de la musica liturgica en particular como una poderosa forma de
oracion. Obtuve mi primer puesto como director del coro de la
iglesia cuando me mudé a Tampa, Florida, hace ocho afios. Poco
tiempo después me uni a la facultad de la Escuela Secundaria
Jesuita en Tampa, donde ensefié teologia y dirigi el programa de
musica litargica. Pasé siete afios en la escuela Jesuita, trabajando
con jovenes de secundaria y presentandoles la tradicion musical
de la Iglesia Universal, lo que los documentos del Vaticano II
llaman “un tesoro de valor inestimable, mayor incluso que el de
cualquier otro arte”. (SC 112 § 1) Disfruté particularmente de
esta experiencia desafiante y gratificante de llevar a los jévenes a
experimentar y participar en lo verdadero, lo bueno y lo hermo-
SO.

JQué tipo de formacion musical tuviste? (familia, escuela, etc.)
Canté con el Coro Madrigal de la Escuela Secundaria de Davis y
toqué la corneta francesa en la banda y orquesta de la escuela
secundaria. Obtuve mi licenciatura en musica en UC Davis, don-
de canté y toqué en multiples conjuntos. También canté en Cape-
lla Antiqua de Sacramento, lo cual era un coro semiprofesional
que cantaba en la Catedral y era el asistente de direccion del coro
Louis A. Botto, un coro de educacion y extension juvenil organi-
zado por Chanticleer.

JCon que edades has trabajado a lo largo de los aiios?

He trabajado con nifios desde pre-kinder hasta el grado 12, estu-
diantes universitarios, adultos aficionados y profesionales. Creo
que la musica sacra es un empefio para toda la vida en el que
debe participar la comunidad de todas las edades.

JComo decides qué himnos elegir para la Misa?

Trato de escoger himnos ante todo que sean apropiados para el
tiempo liturgico y la festividad. jObviamente, no seria bueno
hacer himnos de Cuaresma durante la Pascua! En segundo lugar,
trato de elegir suficientes himnos que sean familiares y repetir
nuevos himnos para que la gente pueda unirse en el canto. En
tercer lugar, trato de elegir himnos con textos teologicos profun-
dos y cantos musicales de diferentes recursos, desde cantos gre-
gorianos como "Te Adoro con Devocion”, de himnos en francés,

aleman e inglés de los tltimos cientos de afios e himnos estadou-
nidenses mas modernos. En su totalidad, el objetivo es extraer lo
mejor de la rica tradicion de los himnos vernaculos de la Iglesia.

(Como decides qué ajuste Ordinario de la Misa usar?

La tradicion de la iglesia tiene 18 cantos ordinarios diferentes
que se han desarrollado a lo largo de los siglos. Usamos estos
ajustes de canto para seguir la Instruccion General del Misal Ro-
mano (GIRM 41) que establece que “El canto gregoriano, en
igualdad de circunstancias, obtenga el lugar principal en cuanto
propio de la Liturgia romana.” Algunos de ellos se cantan tradi-
cionalmente durante diferentes temporadas (Adviento, Cuares-
ma, Pascua, Tiempo Ordinario, Festividades de Maria) mientras
que otros son mas de uso general. Hasta ahora, solo hemos usado
tres de estos cantos ordinarios con la esperanza de familiarizar-
nos con ellos y animar el canto congregacional. Eventualmente,
el objetivo es tener cuatro o cinco ordinarios que sean conocidos
por todos y que puedan usarse alternativamente a lo largo del
afio litirgico. Ocasionalmente, el coro puede cantar un polifoni-
co (multiples partes corales) ordinario para una ocasion especial
como Navidad o Pascuas, pero esto es una excepcion ya que el
objetivo es que la mayoria de la congregacion cante estos textos
familiares para la Misa.

Por qué el coro/cantor canta las antifonas?

Las antifonas de la Misa (Antifona de Entrada, Antifona del
Ofertorio y Antifona de la Comunion) son textos liturgicos que
se asignan para ser cantadas en esos momentos de la Misa, al
igual que las lecturas, y se asignan a dias particulares en el ca-
lendario litargico de la Iglesia. Las melodias que usamos son
versiones en inglés de las melodias originales del canto grego-
riano cantadas durante mas de mil afios, aunque los textos de las
antifonas ciertamente se pueden cantar con otras melodias, como
melodias de himnos o arreglos corales.

Por qué se reza en latin en la Misa?

Los documentos del Concilio Vaticano II, al permitir la lengua
vernacula especialmente para cosas como lecturas y cantos du-
rante la Misa, reiteran que el latin sigue siendo la norma del rito
latino y dicen especificamente con respecto al Ordinario: “se
deben tomar medidas para que los fieles también puedan decir o
cantar juntos en latin las partes del Ordinario de la Misa que les
corresponde”. (SC 54) Creo que el Ordinario de la Misa es un
lugar particularmente bueno para usar el latin por dos razones:
los textos no cambian, por lo que es relativamente facil entender
el significado de lo que se canta, y en segundo lugar, cuando
llegamos juntos como comunidad bilingiie, juntos podemos can-
tar las palabras de la liturgia en una lengua comun.
