DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

What a wonderful gathering we had last Saturday!
I think anyone who was able to come to the get-together
will agree that it was a lot of fun. Our St. Mary’s Youth
Group came up with a 50°s theme for the evening.

El Santo Evangelio

La palabra evangelio significa “Buena Nueva”. La Sagra-
da Escritura nos presenta cuatro “buenas nuevas” o evange-
lios: Mateo, Marcos, Lucas y Juan. Son cuatro estilos distintos
de presentarnos a Jesus, la Buena Nueva de Dios. Mateo nos
presenta a un Jesus nacido en el mas puro de los judaismos,
con tres conjuntos de 14 generaciones cada uno; a lo largo de
su relato nos dird una y otra vez que Jesus es el Maestro de
maestros, es el cumplimiento de la Ley, en plenitud. Marcos,
por su parte, no nos presenta ningun relato de su nacimiento,
sino que va al punto: “Esta es la Buena Nueva de Jesucristo,
el hijo de Dios”. Puesto que su comunidad cristiana en Roma
es perseguida, mediante el sufrimiento de Jesus da sentido a
su sufrimiento martirial. Lucas encarna la realidad y sufti-
miento de los pobres y desposeidos de este mundo, y para
ello, les cuenta el relato de un Dios que nace pobre entre los
pobres; mas tarde, presentara a Jesus no solo del lado de los
pobres, sino a la mesa, compartiendo ya el Reino de Dios por
adelantado.
