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FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

As we remember our own fathers on Father’s Day,
Sunday, June 20th, it is an appropriate time to reflect on
the nature of fatherhood in our country and what the
Catholic Church teaches about fatherhood. First of all, it is
clear that there is a crisis of fatherhood in our country.
Plug “fatherhood in the United States” into a search engine
and you will learn that a quarter of U.S. families live
without a father. Also, you will learn that the number of
children living with two parents has decreased from 88%
in 1960 to 69% in 2016. While 9% of children lived with
one parent in the 1960’s, that number has jumped to 28%
in the present. In the U.S., 83% of single parents are
mothers. While the number of single fathers has risen to
16% of all households, a quarter of all children in the U.S.
live without a father in the home. To be sure, the
situations behind the numbers are all different. Many
single fathers and mothers heroically provide for their
children and make amazing sacrifices to raise their
children to be responsible, beautiful, holy individuals.
Clearly, many children of single parents are loved
immensely and raised responsibly by their parents. Still,
it is clear that a father and a mother is important and that
the ideal is that a household have both.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church has
something to say about fatherhood and motherhood, of
course. One of the sections where parenting is touched
upon is in the section on the Fourth Commandment,
“Honor your father and your mother,” paragraphs 2196 to
2246. 1urge all fathers and mothers, and those who aspire
to be fathers and mothers, to review these paragraphs.
What I have always found interesting is that the Catechism
not only explains the Christian duties of parents and
children, but also clarifies that the Fourth Commandment
“enjoins us to honor all who for our good have received
authority from God”. (par. 2234) In other words, not only
are fathers important, but also fatherland is important.

In a December 2020 article in First Things, entitled
“The Fury of Fatherless,” Mary Eberstadt examined a
number of statistics and came to some conclusions. While
one may disagree with some of her points, it is hard to
disagree that there is a crisis in our country when it comes
to filial attachment. Eberstadt calls this a three-fold crisis
of filial attachment. First, many young adults lack the
presence of a real father in their lives. Second, they are
detached from the Father in heaven, that is, they have no
faith in God and do not practice a religion. Third, they lack
a connection to their fatherland. Indeed, they not only lack
patriotism, but also manifest a distrust of “both political
and non-political institutions (the military, the police,
organized religion, the media)”. Ms. Eberstadt
summarized:

What is happening to America is an excruciatingly
painful truth that life without father, Father, and
filial piety toward country are not the socially
neutral options that contemporary liberalism holds
them to be. The sinkhole into which all three have
collapsed is now a public hazard. The threefold
crisis of paternity is depriving many young
people—especially young men—of reasons to live
as rational and productive citizens. As the Catholic
theologian Deborah Savage put it recently,
reflecting on America’s youth: “They have been
left alone in a cosmos with nothing to guide them,
not even a firm grasp of what constitutes their
basic humanity, and no means of finding the way
home.” (Mary Eberstadt, “The Fury of the
Fatherless,” First Things, December 2020)
“Left alone....with no means of finding the way home.”
How do we find a way home? The Solemnities of
last weekend and this weekend remind us where our true
homeland is and how to make our way there. The Holy
Trinity---Father, Son and Holy Spirit---is always inviting
us to share in the love that is lived between the Divine
Persons. God loves us immensely and wants us to share in
His life! And, one of the main ways that we Catholics
share in God’s life is to faithfully receive His Body and
Blood in Holy Communion during Mass. To faithfully
receive Him, means that we are well-disposed to receive
Him. Thus, if we need to bring something to Him in the
Sacrament of Confession for His pardon, we do so. That
is how we find our way home! Faithfulness to God,
frequent Confession and regular reception of the Body and
Blood of Jesus. Blessed Solemnity of Corpus Christi!

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Al recordar a nuestros propios padres en el Dia del Pa-
dre, el domingo 20 de junio, es un momento apropiado para re-
flexionar sobre la indole de la paternidad en nuestro pais y lo que
la Iglesia Catolica ensefia sobre la paternidad. En primer lugar, es
evidente que hay una crisis de paternidad en nuestro pais. Escri-
ba "paternidad en los Estados Unidos" en un motor de busqueda
en internet y se dara cuenta de que una cuarta parte de las fami-
lias estadounidenses viven sin un padre. Ademads, aprendera que
el numero de nifios que viven con dos padres ha disminuido del
88% en 1960 al 69% en 2016. Mientras que el 9% de los nifios
vivian con uno de los padres en el afio 1960, ese nimero ha salta-
do al 28% en el presente. En los Estados Unidos, el 83% de los
padres solteros son madres. Mientras que el nimero de padres
solteros ha aumentado al 16% de todos los hogares, una cuarta
parte de todos los nifios en los Estados Unidos viven sin un padre
en el hogar. Sin duda, las situaciones detras de los nimeros son
todas diferentes. Muchos padres y madres solteros proveen he-
roicamente a sus hijos y hacen sacrificios asombrosos para que
sus hijos crezcan a ser individuos responsables, hermosos y san-
tos. Claramente, muchos hijos de padres solteros son amados
inmensamente y criados responsablemente por sus padres. Aun
asi, esta claro que un padre y una madre son importantes y que lo
ideal es que un hogar tenga ambos.

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica tiene algo que decir
sobre la paternidad y la maternidad, por supuesto. Una de las
secciones donde se toca la crianza de los hijos es en la seccion
sobre el Cuarto Mandamiento, "Honrar a tu padre y a tu madre",
parrafos 2196 a 2246. Los animo a todos los padres y madres, y a
aquellos que aspiran a ser padres y madres, a que repasen estos
parrafos. Lo que siempre me ha parecido interesante es que el
Catecismo no solo explica los deberes cristianos de padres e hi-
jos, sino que también aclara que el cuarto mandamiento de Dios
“nos ordena también honrar a todos los que, para nuestro bien,
han recibido de Dios una autoridad en la sociedad. Este manda-
miento determina tanto los deberes de quienes ejercen la autori-
dad como los de quienes estan sometidos a ella.” (parrafo 2234)
En otras palabras, no solo son importantes los padres, sino que
también /a patria es importante.

En un articulo de diciembre de 2020 en First Things,
titulado "La Furia de No Tener Padres", Mary Eberstadt examin6
una serie de estadisticas y llego a algunas conclusiones. Si bien
uno puede estar en desacuerdo con algunos de sus puntos, es difi-
cil no estar de acuerdo en que hay una crisis en nuestro pais
cuando se trata de apego filial. Eberstadt llama a esto una triple
crisis de apego filial. En primer lugar, muchos jovenes adultos
carecen de la presencia de un verdadero padre en sus vidas. Se-
gundo, estan alejados del Padre celestial, es decir, no tienen fe en
Dios y no practican una religion. En tercer lugar, carecen de una
conexion con su patria. De hecho, no s6lo carecen de patriotis-
mo, sino que también manifiestan una desconfianza hacia “las

instituciones politicas y no politicas (el ejército, la policia, la
religion organizada, los medios de comunicacion)". La Srta.
Eberstadt resumio:
Lo que le estd sucediendo a Estados Unidos es una verdad
insoportablemente dolorosa de que la vida sin padre, sin el
Padre y piedad filial hacia el pais no son las opciones so-
cialmente neutrales que el liberalismo contemporaneo las
sostiene. El sumidero en el que se han derrumbado los tres
es ahora un peligro publico. La triple crisis de la paternidad
esta privando a muchos jovenes, especialmente a los hom-
bres jovenes, de razones para vivir como ciudadanos racio-
nales y productivos. Como dijo recientemente la tedloga
catolica Deborah Savage, reflexionando sobre la juventud
de Estados Unidos: "Se les ha dejado solos en un cosmos
sin nada que los guie, ni siquiera una comprension firme de
lo que constituye su humanidad basica, y sin medios para
encontrar el camino a casa". (Mary Eberstadt, " La Furia de
No Tener Padres ", First Things, diciembre de 2020)
"Dejado solo....sin medios de encontrar el camino a casa."
(Como encontramos un camino a casa? Las Solemni-
dades del fin de semana pasado y de este fin de semana nos re-
cuerdan donde est4 nuestra verdadera patria y como llegar a
ella.
