THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

There are few places on earth as majestic and mysterious as the
monastery of Mont Sant-Michel in Normandy, France. Built on a
small rocky islet, the abbey is perched on its peak, with its stone
bell tower pointing upwards like a finger towards Heaven. During
high tide, the ocean rises around it, creating a natural island
fortress. The sight is breathtaking. It looks more like a movie set
from the Lord of the Rings than a real place. Visitors enter
beneath a giant archway made out of hand-chiseled bricks into a
medieval village. Built in the 9™ century, the small city seems
frozen in time, as if modernity had forgotten all about it and went
on its merry way. The main cobblestone road winds around the
rock towards the top, where the Romanesque church sits. The
higher you go, the stronger the gale winds become. It’s wise, say
the guides, to wear a jacket even in the middle of summer.

While still a seminarian in Rome, a few of my classmates decided
to take a trip to this famed place during our Easter vacation in
2016. Since we lived in Europe, we wanted to take advantage of
the cheap flights. A round trip between Paris and Rome could be
had for less than $100 US dollars at the time. Once in Paris,
Normandy would only be a few hours train ride away. When we
got to the top of Mont Sant-Michel, the ocean views to the north
stretched out over the horizon. To the south, green farm fields
dotted the coastline, each separated by the meddlesome
hedgerows that slowed the Allied advance during D-Day in World
War II. We then made our way through the wooden doors of the
old church. As a novice student of architecture, I marveled at the
sweeping archways of stained glass and the solid mass pillars that
has held this church upright for over a thousand years. It told the
story of Christianity as the Church moved from the Romanesque,
to Gothic, to the renaissance.

As I continued my walk through the Church, to my surprise, I
came upon a tranquil sight in a small side chapel. A lone nun,
dressed in a long white religious habit, knelt silently still (the
image on the cover of this bulletin is a picture I took of this
moment). At first, she startled me. Then I realized she was
kneeling there in quiet adoration before the Blessed Sacrament.
She was as still as one of the marble statues that dotted the
church. But she was alive, breathing, and most importantly, she
was praying. Like Mary in the Gospel reading, this nun had
chosen “the better part” (Cf. Luke 10:42). Each of us has the
opportunity to be like this nun. We don’t have to fly all the way to
Normandy to do it. In fact, we can find it right here at our own
beautiful parish in the heart of Vacaville. Each weekday, the same
Lord that this nun adored, can be found between 3pm — 6:30pm,
exposed in the monstrance. I invite you to come to spend a few
quiet moments with Jesus Christ. It will change your life.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Hay pocos lugares en la tierra tan majestuosos y misteriosos como el
monasterio de Mont Sant-Michel en Normandia, Francia. Construido
sobre un pequeifio islote rocoso, el monasterio esta posado sobre su
cima, con su campanario de piedra apuntando hacia arriba como un
dedo hacia el Cielo. Durante la marea alta, el océano sube a su alrede-
dor, creando una isla natural como fortaleza. Es una vista impresionan-
te. Parece mas un set de la pelicula El Sefior de los Anillos que un lugar
real. Los visitantes entran por debajo de un arco gigante hecho de ladri-
llos cincelados a mano convertido a un pueblo medieval. Construida en
el siglo IX, la pequefia ciudad parece congelada en el tiempo, como si
la modernidad se hubiera olvidado de ella y siguiera su alegre camino.
El camino principal empedrado serpentea alrededor de la roca hacia la
cima, donde se encuentra la iglesia Romanica. Cuanto més alto subas,
mas fuertes se vuelven los vientos huracanados. Es prudente, dicen los
guias, usar una chamarra incluso en pleno verano.

Cuando todavia era seminarista en Roma, algunos de mis compafieros
de clase decidieron hacer un viaje a este famoso lugar durante nuestras
vacaciones de Semana Santa en 2016. Como viviamos en Europa, que-
riamos aprovechar los vuelos baratos. Un viaje redondo entre Paris y
Roma se podia conseguir por menos de 100 dolares en ese tiempo. Una
vez en Paris, Normandia estaria a solo unas horas de viaje en tren.
Cuando llegamos a la cima del Mont Sant-Michel, las vistas del océano
hacia el norte se extendian sobre el horizonte. Al sur, verdes campos de
cultivo salpicaban la costa, cada uno separado por los entrometidos
setos que frenaron el avance aliado durante el Dia D en la Segunda
Guerra Mundial. Luego nos abrimos paso a través de las puertas de
madera de la antigua iglesia. Como estudiante novato de arquitectura,
me senti maravillado por los amplios arcos de vidrieras y los s6lidos
pilares que han sostenido esta iglesia en posicion vertical durante mas
de mil afios. Contaba la historia del cristianismo a medida que la Igle-
sia pasaba del Romanico al Gético y al Renacimiento.

Mientras continuaba mi caminar por la iglesia, para mi sorpresa, me
encontré con una vista tranquila en una pequeia capilla lateral. Una
monja solitaria, vestida con un largo habito religioso blanco, se arrodi-
Ilaba en silencio (la imagen de la portada de este boletin es una foto
que tomé de ese momento). Al principio, me sobresalte. Entonces me
di cuenta de que estaba arrodillada alli en silenciosa adoracion ante el
Santisimo Sacramento. Estaba tan quieta como una de las estatuas de
marmol que se encontraban en la iglesia. Pero ella estaba viva, respi-
rando y, lo mas importante, estaba orando. Como Maria en la lectura
del Evangelio, esta monja habia elegido “la mejor parte” (cf. Lc 10,42).
Cada uno de nosotros tiene la oportunidad de ser como esta monja. No
tenemos que volar hasta Normandia para hacerlo. De hecho, podemos
encontrarlo aqui mismo en nuestra hermosa parroquia en el corazon de
Vacaville. Cada dia de la semana, el mismo Sefior que esta monja ado-
raba, se puede encontrar de lunes a viernes entre las 3pm y las 6:30pm,
expuesto en la custodia. Los invito a que vengan a pasar unos momen-
tos de tranquilidad con Jesucristo. Cambiara tu vida.
