' FROM THE PASTOR’S
y DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

If tomorrow morning you saw headlines on the news,
“Pastor of St. Mary’s Arrested For Bank Robbery”, many of
you would be rightfully shocked. Some of you may even
think, “I knew that priest was weird!” or “It doesn’t surprise
me. Something was always off about that guy”. Many
Catholics and non-Catholics may even say, “See! That’s
why the Church and religion is horrible.” While all these
sentiments are understandable, it reveals a great mystery
about the nature of faith and the question we all intuitively
wonder about: How can people do evil things while they
profess to be Christian? It’s an age-old question reaching all
the way back to the Old Testament and even to our very day,
especially here in the United States. As you’re well aware
by now, the failures of priests and other leaders in the
Church are laid bare for all to see. This blatant hypocrisy
can scandalize the faithful and at worst, keep those who
would otherwise convert, away from Jesus Christ.

Last Sunday in the English Masses, I recounted the
story of my old college roommate. We had become great
friends while we were undergraduates at UC Davis. We
were the only two Catholics in a three bedroom apartment,
shared with seven other male students. We’d go to the 7pm
evening Sunday Mass every weekend at St. James. We’d go
on Catholic retreats and sing praise and worship songs with
the guitar in our living room. While other college students
got drunk and partied, we stayed up late and prayed. Senior
year, however, things slowly started to change. He began to
drift away from the practice of his faith. We stopped going
to Mass together. We no longer prayed and the guitar that
used to fill the air in our apartment fell silent. What
happened? I heard through mutual friends of ours that he
began to notice the fake Christian lives of some of the other
people in our group. He saw them going to Church, making
the Sign of the Cross at Mass, receiving the Holy Eucharist
on Sunday’s, but on the other days of the week, their moral
lives were the complete opposite of what they professed
with their lips. Seeing this contradiction created a deep
resentment in his young heart. It’s been over twenty years
since we graduated and my old college roommate hates the
Catholic Church with passion. How are we to make sense of
this?

The Gospel reading this Sunday tells us how. It
comes from Matthew 13, where Jesus tells seven parables
about the nature of the Church and Heaven itself. They are
important for us to ponder because they can teach us how to
respond to life’s difficulties. My old roommate grew to
despise the Church due to the presence of sinners in her
ranks. In the Parable of the Weeds and the Wheat, Jesus
explains that our Heavenly Father allows the good, the
“wheat” in this analogy, to grow alongside the bad, the
“weeds”. In other words, in the Church you will always
have saints and sinners sitting next to each other in the
pews. He does this to give us sinners a chance to change our

lives and repent. Our Father is patient with his stubborn
children. We should not be surprised when people in the
Church fail to live up to the high standard of Jesus Christ.
As the great Fulton Sheen once said, “Judge the Catholic
Church not by those who barely live by its spirit, but by
the example of those who live closest to it.” Let’s continue
to hold one another up in prayer. Pray especially, that none
of us end up as a news headline.

DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Si mafiana por la mafana usted viera titulares en las noti-
cias, "El Parroco de Santa Maria Arrestado por Robo a un Banco",
muchos de ustedes legitimamente se sorprenderian. Algunos de
ustedes incluso pensarian: "jYo sabia que el sacerdote era raro!" o
"No me sorprende. Habia algo diferente en ese tipo". Muchos cato-
licos y no catodlicos pueden incluso decir: "{Ven! Por eso es que la
Iglesia y la religion es horrible". Todos estos sentimientos son
comprensibles, revela un gran misterio sobre la naturaleza de la fe
y la pregunta que todos nos preguntamos intuitivamente: ;Como
pueden las personas hacer cosas malas mientras profesan ser cris-
tianas? Es una pregunta antigua que se remonta al Antiguo Testa-
mento e incluso a nuestro dia de hoy, especialmente aqui en los
Estados Unidos. Como ya saben, los fracasos de los sacerdotes y
otros lideres en la Iglesia quedan al descubierto para que todos los
vean. Esta flagrante hipocresia puede escandalizar a los fieles y, en
el peor de los casos, pudiera mantener alejados de Jesucristo a
aquellos que de otro modo se convertirian.

El domingo pasado, en las misas en inglés, conté la histo-
ria de mi antiguo compaiero de cuarto de la universidad. Nos ha-
biamos convertido en grandes amigos mientras €ramos estudiantes
universitarios en UC Davis. Eramos los Unicos dos catdlicos en un
apartamento de tres habitaciones, compartido con otros siete estu-
diantes varones. Ibamos a la Misa dominical vespertina de las 7 pm
todos los fines de semana en St. James. Ibamos a retiros catolicos y
cantabamos canciones de alabanza y adoracion con la guitarra en
nuestra sala. Mientras otros estudiantes universitarios se emborra-
chaban y festejaban, nosotros nos quediabamos despiertos hasta
tarde y orabamos. En el ultimo afio, sin embargo, las cosas comen-
zaron a cambiar lentamente. El comenz6 a alejarse de la practica de
su fe. Dejamos de ir a Misa juntos. Ya no rezdbamos y la guitarra
que solia llenar el aire de musica en nuestro apartamento se quedo
en silencio. {Qué pasd? Escuché a través de amigos mutuos nues-
tros, que el comenzd a notar las falsas vidas cristianas de algunas
de las otras personas en nuestro grupo. Los vio ir a la Iglesia, hacer
la sefial de la cruz en Misa, recibir la Sagrada Eucaristia los domin-
gos, pero en los otros dias de la semana, sus vidas morales eran
completamente opuestas a lo que profesaban con sus labios. Ver
esta contradiccion credé un profundo resentimiento en su corazon
joven. Han pasado més de veinte afios desde que nos graduamos y
mi antiguo compafero de cuarto de la universidad odia a la Iglesia
Catolica con pasion. ;Como es que damos sentido a esto?

La lectura del Evangelio de este domingo nos dice cémo.
Viene de Mateo 13, donde Jesus cuenta siete parabolas sobre la
naturaleza de la Iglesia y del Cielo mismo. Es importante que las
meditemos porque pueden ensefiarnos cémo responder a las difi-
cultades de la vida. Mi antiguo compaiiero de cuarto llegd a des-
preciar a la Iglesia debido a la presencia de pecadores en su rango.
En la pardbola de la cizafia y el trigo, Jests explica que nuestro
Padre Celestial permite que el bien, el "trigo" en esta analogia,
crezca junto con lo malo, la "cizafia". En otras palabras, en la Igle-
sia siempre habra santos y pecadores sentados uno al lado del otro
en las bancas. El hace esto para darnos a los pecadores la oportuni-
dad de cambiar nuestras vidas y arrepentirnos. Nuestro Padre es
paciente con sus hijos obstinados. No debemos sorprendernos
cuando las personas fallen vivir el alto nivel de estandar de Jesu-
cristo. Como dijo una vez el gran Fulton Sheen: "Juzguen a la Igle-
sia Catolica no por aquellos que apenas viven por su espiritu, sino

por el ejemplo de aquellos que viven mas cerca de él". Sigamos
sosteniéndonos unos a otros en oracion. Ore especialmente, para
que ninguno de nosotros termine en un titular de noticias.
