Vemos esto consistentemente manifestado en el
Antiguo Testamento. Cada vez que Israel se extraviaba,
usaba a sus vecinos paganos para hacerlos retroceder.
";Una espada! jUna espada!" proclama el profeta Ezequiel
al pueblo judio. “;La espada, la espada esta afilada, y
también pulida! Para degollar victimas estd afilada, puli-
da esta para que relumbre. ... Jerusalén caerda”. (Cf. Eze-
quiel 21) Luego otra vez con el mismo Moisés en el Libro
del Exodo. Dios usa al faradn egipcio para manifestar su
cercania al Pueblo Elegido. ;Como olvidar el ejemplo de
Adan y Eva en el Libro del Génesis? Por el “Pregén” de
nuestros primeros padres, como exclamamos en el antiguo
himno que cantamos durante la Vigilia Pascual, surge
nuestro redentor, Jesucristo. Su muerte en la misma cruz
viciosa lo demuestra de la manera mas perfecta. Tomara la
inmundicia vil de la humanidad sobre su mismo cuerpo y
sera crucificado.

Gracias a la ayuda de feligreses expertos en
tecnologia, hicimos que mis homilias estuvieran disponi-
bles en linea a través de un sitio web y todas las aplicacio-
nes de podcast. Esto facilito el acceso en un formato con-
