FROM BROTHER
BRYAN’S DESK

Dear Beloved St. Mary’s Parishioners,

I am deeply grateful to Fr. Soliven for granting me
the privilege to share with you through his "From the
Pastor's Desk" column. For those who may not yet know
me, [ am Br. Bryan Esquivias. My journey began in Jalisco,
Mexico on November 21, 2000. A few years later, at the age
of 5, my family relocated to Vacaville, California, which
became my home until early 2019. It was within these
cherished walls of St. Mary’s that I received my first
communion, undertook catechism classes, and ultimately
received the sacrament of confirmation.

Through my early years, I followed Catholic
practices, yet primarily due to their place in our tradition
rather than from a place of personal piety. Attending Mass
on Sundays and periodic confessions were routine, largely
due to my mother's insistence. However, at the age of 12, I
faced a diagnosis that told me it was going to be almost
impossible for me to be able to walk as an adult. It was
during a "healing mass" in the Bay Area that the Lord
miraculously healed my back through the personal blessing
of a priest with the blessed sacrament. And thanks be to
God, now as an adult, I have not suffered from any back
problems since then.

Several years passed, and I was invited by then-

Pastor Fr. Eric Flores to attend the Steubenville youth |

conference in San Diego with our parish youth group. While
my initial motive was to be able to travel and visit San
Diego, divine intervention redirected my path. Amidst
50,000 youth, I discovered that our Faith was so much more
than what I could see or understand at our Sunday Mass.
And it was at this impactful youth conference that I received
a clear sign that the Lord had set me apart for his service.
And it was thanks to the combination of all of these events
mentioned above, along with many of you who would often
ask me if I felt the call to the priesthood, that I eventually
came to realize that God was calling to religious life.

Presently, I am a religious brother with Pro Ecclesia
Sancta, the same religious community as the sisters that are
at St. Mary’s. Following a blessing from Fr. Berg at a
Sunday Mass at St. Mary’s, I embarked on my religious
journey in January of 2019. After a year in St. Paul,
Minnesota, I continued my formation in the novitiate in
Lima, Peru. In June 2021, I was sent to Mitchell, South
Dakota, where I currently reside.

Having completed my initial formation, and have
taken first vows (as seen in the front cover picture), I am
now pursuing Philosophy studies at Franciscan University as
part of my seminary training in preparation for the
priesthood. Concurrently, I am actively involved with the
youth in our local parish here in Mitchell, as well as taking
part in the campus ministry team of a Catholic School in
Sioux Falls, South Dakota.

Beyond the narratives shared, my heartfelt gratitude

goes out to all of you. Your support, often unbeknownst to
you, played a pivotal role in my journey. To those who
asked me the question "Have you considered becoming a
priest or religious?" — your words were the seeds that bore
fruit. I implore you to continue to pray for vocations and
don't be afraid to challenge any young man or woman to
ponder the possibility of becoming a priest or religious.
And if you yourself are a young man or woman doubting if
God has called you, don't be afraid and be generous with
the Lord. He won't allow himself to be outdone in
generosity.

My gratitude extends to the numerous memories
formed at St. Mary’s, for all of you who helped form those
memories, and to the holy pastors who have guided me
throughout my teenage years. Please know that you are all
in my prayers, and I hope to one day return to St. Mary’s
to personally express my gratitude to each of you.

Estimados y queridos feligreses de la Parroquia de

Deseo expresar mi profunda gratitud al Padre Soli-
ven por otorgarme esté privilegio de dirigirme a ustedes a
través de su columna "Desde el Escritorio del Pérroco".
Para aquellos que ain no me conocen, soy el Hermano
Bryan Esquivias. Naci en Jalisco, México, el 21 de no-
viembre de 2000. Unos anos mas tarde, a los 5 afios de
edad, mi familia se traslad6 a Vacaville, California, que
fue mi hogar hasta los principios de 2019. Fue dentro de
estas entrafiables paredes de Santa Maria que recibi mi pri-
mera comunidn, tomé clases de catecismo y finalmente,
recibi el sacramento de la confirmacion.

Durante mi adolescencia, practicaba mi fe, pero
principalmente debido a su lugar en nuestra tradicion co-
mo mexicano, en lugar de surgir de una devocién personal.
La asistencia regular a la Misa los domingos y las confe-
siones periodicas eran una rutina, en gran parte debido a la
insistencia constante de mi mama. Sin embargo, a la edad
de 12 afios, enfrenté un diagnostico que me advertia que
seria casi imposible que pudiera caminar como adulto. Fue
durante una "misa de sanacion" en el area de la bahia que
el Sefior sand milagrosamente mi espalda a través de una
bendicion personal de un sacerdote con el santisimo sacra-
mento. Y gracias a Dios, ahora de adulto, no he sufrido
ningun problema de espalda desde entonces.

Pasaron varios afios, y fui invitado por el entonces
parroco Padre Eric Flores a asistir a la conferencia de jove-
nes de Steubenville en San Diego, con el grupo de jovenes
de nuestra parroquia. Aunque mi motivo inicial era poder
viajar y visitar San Diego, la intervencion de Dios rediri-
gi6 mi camino. En medio de 50,000 jovenes, descubri que
nuestra fe era mucho mas de lo que podia ver o entender
en nuestra Misa dominical. Y fue en esta impactante con-
ferencia juvenil donde recibi una clara sefal de que el Se-
for me habia apartado para su servicio. Fue gracias a la
combinacion de todos estos acontecimientos mencionados,
junto con muchos de ustedes que a menudo me pregunta-
ban si sentia el llamado al sacerdocio, que finalmente lle-
gué a darme cuenta de que Dios me llamaba a la vida reli-
giosa.

Actualmente, soy un hermano religioso de Pro Ec-
clesia Sancta en la misma comunidad religiosa de las her-
manas que estan en Santa Maria. Después de recibir una
bendicion del Padre Berg en una Misa dominical en Santa
Maria, comencé mi vida religiosa en enero de 2019. Pasé
un afio en St. Paul, Minnesota, y continué mi formacion en
el noviciado en Lima, Pert. En junio de 2021, fui enviado
a Mitchell, Dakota del Sur, donde resido actualmente.

Después de haber acabado mi formacion inicial, y

haber hecho mis primeros votos, estoy actualmente estu-
diando Filosofia en la Universidad Franciscana, como parte
de mi formacién en preparacion para el sacerdocio. Al mis-
mo tiempo, estoy liderando en el ministerio juvenil en
nuestra parroquia local aqui en Mitchell y a la vez apoyan-
do en el equipo de ministerio del campus de la escuela Ca-
tolica en Sioux Falls, Dakota del Sur.

Mas alld de las historias compartidas, mi sincera
gratitud se dirige a cada uno de ustedes. Su apoyo, a menu-
do desconocido para ustedes, ha desempefiado un papel
integral en mi discernimiento y aceptacion al entrar a la
vida religiosa.
