Jestis vino a purificar la tierra con su santo fuego y a sembrar division y no paz (Lucas 12:49-53).

DESDE EL ESCRITORIO
DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Uno de los aspectos hermosos de nuestra didcesis
es su diversidad geografica. Cubrimos una gran franja del
norte de California, desde los centros urbanos de Sacra-
mento hasta pequefias parroquias rurales en las montafas.
Es precisamente en uno de estos pueblos donde fui parro-
co. Con una poblacion total de apenas 2,100 personas, el
campanario de nuestra iglesia es la estructura mas alta de
la ciudad. El precio de su belleza, sin embargo, es el siem-
pre inminente peligro de los incendios forestales. Solo el
afio pasado, tres incendios provocados por rayos en los
bosques cercanos amenazaron a nuestra pequefia comuni-
dad (la foto en la portada del boletin es uno de estos incen-
dios). Durante semanas, el humo sofoco el aire fresco y
literalmente bloqueo el sol. El mediodia parecia mas como
el anochecer. Junto con la Cruz Roja Americana, nuestro
salon parroquial se convirtié en el centro de evacuacion
para los condados de Sierra y Plumas, con casi cien eva-
cuados pasando por nuestras puertas. Nuestros fieles cato-
licos estuvieron a la altura de la ocasion, recaudando mas
de $40,000 para ayuda directa a las victimas del incendio.
Muchos de los evacuados y voluntarios de la Cruz Roja
comentaron coémo la Iglesia Catolica se convirtio en un
oasis de paz en medio de las llamas.

Esa experiencia nos dio un respeto nuevo y profun-
do por el poder de un incendio forestal embravecido. A
pesar de toda nuestra tecnologia moderna de satélites y
aviones, los bomberos que lucharon contra las llamas te-
nian poco control. El fuego se iba por donde quiera. A ve-
ces, todo lo que podian hacer era simplemente mirar con
impotencia como las llamas arrasaban pueblos y vecinda-
rios enteros en minutos. Cuando lei la lectura del Evange-
lio de este domingo de Lucas, inmediatamente recordé mi
antigua parroquia: “Yo he venido para echar fuego sobre la
tierra; y jcOmo quisiera que ya estuviera encendido!” (Cf.
Lc 12,49). Jests es incontrolable, como un incendio fores-
tal. El va a donde quiere, sin importar cuanto tratemos de
poner a Dios en una caja. El consumira la mala hierba del
pecado que crece en nuestras vidas cuando le permitamos
entrar. Pero a diferencia de un incendio forestal, el amor
de Dios no destruye, sino que transforma. Toma a los pe-
cadores débiles, pecadores mundanos y los convierte en
poderosos santos. El discipulo cristiano es aquel que se
lanza a las “llamas”.

" Santa Maria se convirtié en parroqula en
~ 1947. Anteriormente era una mision de
Suisun, hasta 1877, y posteriormente
una mision de Dixon. Esto significaba
que no habia ningtn sacerdote residente
_en Vacaville hasta 1947.

I Las personas mayores tienen gratos re-
cuerdos de los sacerdotes que venian de
Dixon en carretas para celebrar las Mi-
sas dominicales a principios de siglo.
Las familias pioneras los recogian en la
estacion de Elmira y los llevaban a la
iglesia. También recuerdan como nuestra gente venia del campo
en carretas, en cochecitos o a caballo y amarraba sus caballos al
potro que habia junto a la huerta de goma junto al antiguo ayun-
tamiento.

Vacaville ha tenido cinco iglesias catdlicas a lo largo de
los afios. La primera fue en Elmira y se llam6 “Estacion Vaca”,
construida en 1867. Luego vino la pequeiia iglesia pintoresca en
la calle Wilson. Esta fue reemplazada por una estructura mas
grande, cerca de la calle Catherine en 1900. Esta tercera iglesia
se incendio en 1924 y fue reemplazada por una hermosa iglesia
de estilo espaiiol en la esquina de las calles Merchant y Walnut.
Es interesante notar que, a pesar de la Gran Depresion, esta igle-
sia estaba libre de toda deuda cuando fue la dedicatoria el 24 de
agosto de 1930. Asi que los feligreses de Santa Maria tienen una
larga historia de generosidad. Continuara......
