THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

How to Make a Good Confession?

With Fr. Reji being away on vacation for the next few
weeks, I thought now would be a good opportunity to offer
some helpful tips to make a good confession. We’ll be down to
just me in the confessional, so I want to ensure everyone who
wants and needs to go has the chance. I’'m amazed that many
of you take advantage of Christ’s gift of this Sacrament here at
St. Marys. There is no sin too big nor too heinous that is
beyond God’s mercy. No matter how many times we’ve fallen
or keep repeating the same sins over and over, God will always
forgive us. We need only to be truly contrite and strive to never
do it again. Before walking into a confessional, some prayerful
reflection is extremely helpful. If you go online, there are many
“Examination of Conscience” available to choose from. The
best ones use the Ten Commandments as a template to guide
you through a series of questions to help you. Invoke the Holy
Spirit before you do so, to help you bring up those areas in
your life that are in most need of God’s healing.

Once you’re ready, now it’s time to approach the
confessional in the church. You can either choose anonymous
(behind the grill) or face to face. I ask that only one person be
in one or the other at a time. I want to ensure that no one else
can hear what is being said. After the priest says “In the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and the Holy Spirit,” you begin
immediately with the traditional format: “Bless me father, for
I have sinned. It has been... (now say how long it's been since
your last confession). This helps give the priest some context
of the penitent’s spiritual state.

Now begin to say the sins that came up during your
reflection. Simply state the kind of sin and how many times it
was committed. For example, if you’ve violated the Seventh
Commandment of “Thou shall not steal”, simply say, “Father
I've stolen from work three times.” Sometimes in this moment,
there’s a tendency to share unnecessary details or the frame of
mind of the people involved. While it’s laudable to analyze
your actions, minimal details are ideal in the confessional. If
the priest sees a need to delve deeper, he will probably ask for
context in order to help him formulate the proper counsel. As a
general rule, keeping the details to a minimum is best. If you
need more time with particular issues, a meeting outside of the
confessional might be more appropriate.

Nothing brings more joy to my heart when I see a long
line outside of the confessional. It means people are desiring to
encounter the mercy of Jesus in a deeper way. If you see this as
well, it can be an act of charity to keep the confession concise,
in order that everyone has a chance to be cleansed of their sins.
I will make similar efforts on my end. As I close, I'm
extremely humbled every time you come to me for confession,
as a fellow sinner. God’s love never ceases to amaze me.

St. Mary’s Parish History Tidbits

The present St. Mary’s church came into being in 1956.
The rapid post-war population growth necessitated a larger
place of worship. Thus 10 acres were acquired “out in the
country” and St. Mary’s parishioners set about the task of
building their fifth church in less than a century. The interior of
this church was renovated and beautified in 1975 to bring it into
conformity within the liturgical changes of Vatican Council 11.

A spacious youth center and kitchen was added in 1972
and now serves as a catechetical center for the young people and
as a meeting place for all parishioners. It is still a very busy
place.

The people of St. Mary’s celebrated their most glorious
achievement of all on August 30, 1987 with the dedication of
Notre Dame School. The church is indeed alive and well in
Vacaville — 2,000 years later.

However, people, not structures are the real definition
of parish. Structures merely help us meet our spiritual goals.
The spiritual bonding of people in faith and in love creates the
Mystical Body of Christ. Our parish is this extension of Christ
in space and in time.

We are eternally grateful to the many faithful priests
and parishioners who have created the visible expression of
Christ in Vacaville that is St. Mary’s parish. Many have since
gone to their rest and now live in the company of Mary, the
Mother of God, the apostles and all the saints. May they all —
living and deceased — reap the rewards of their goodness.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

(Como hacer una buena confesion?

Con el padre Reji de vacaciones durante las proximas
semanas, pensé que ahora seria una buena oportunidad para
ofrecerle algunos consejos que le ayuden para hacer una bue-
na confesion. Estaré solo yo en el confesionario, asi que quie-
ro asegurarme de que todos los que quieran y necesiten ir
tengan la oportunidad. Me fascina que muchos de ustedes
aprovechen el regalo de Cristo de este Sacramento aqui en
Santa Maria. No hay pecado demasiado grande ni demasiado
cruel que esté mas alla de la misericordia de Dios. No impor-
ta cuantas veces hayamos caido o sigamos cometiendo los
mismos pecados una y otra vez, Dios siempre nos perdonara.
Solo necesitamos estar verdaderamente contritos y esforzar-
nos por nunca mas volver a hacerlo. Antes de entrar a un
confesionario, una reflexion en oracion ayuda extremada-
mente. Si se conecta en linea, hay muchos "Exdmenes de
conciencia" disponibles para elegir. Los mejores usan los
Diez Mandamientos como patrén para guiarlo a través de una
serie de preguntas que lo ayudaran. Invoca al Espiritu Santo
antes de hacerlo, para que le ayude a relucir aquellas areas de
tu vida que mas necesitan la sanacion de Dios.

Una vez que esté listo, entonces es el momento de
acercarse al confesionario en la iglesia. Puede elegir confe-
sion anonimamente (detras de la rejilla) o cara a cara. Pido
que solo una persona esté en uno u otro confesionario a la
vez. Quiero asegurarme de que nadie mas pueda escuchar lo
que se esta diciendo. Después de que el sacerdote dice “En el
nombre del Padre, y del Hijo, y del Espiritu Santo”, co-
mience inmediatamente con el formato tradicional:
“Bendigame padre, porque he pecado. Ha pasado...
(ahora diga cuanto tiempo ha pasado desde su ultima confe-
sion). Esto ayuda a darle al sacerdote un contexto del estado
espiritual del penitente.

Ahora comience a decir los pecados que surgieron
durante su reflexion. Simplemente confiese el tipo de pecado
y cuantas veces se cometio. Por ejemplo, si ha violado el
Séptimo Mandamiento de "No robaras", simplemente diga:
"Padre, he robado del trabajo tres veces". A veces, en este
momento, hay una tendencia a compartir detalles innecesa-
rios o el estado de animo de las personas involucradas. Si
bien es loable analizar sus acciones, los detalles minimos son
ideales en el confesionario. Si el sacerdote ve la necesidad de
profundizar més, probablemente pedird contexto para ayudar-
lo a formular el consejo adecuado. Como regla general, lo
mejor es mantener los detalles al minimo. Si necesita mas
tiempo con asuntos particulares, una cita fuera del confesio-
nario podria ser mas apropiada.

Nada me trae mas alegria a mi corazén que cuando

veo una larga fila fuera del confesionario. Significa que la
gente desea encontrar la misericordia de Jesiis de una manera
mas profunda. Si también ve esto, puede ser un acto de cari-
dad mantener la confesion concisa, para que todos tengan la
oportunidad de limpiarse de sus pecados. Haré esfuerzos simi-
lares por mi parte. Para terminar, como un compatfiero peca-
dor, me siento extremadamente honrado cada vez que viene a
mi para confesarse. El amor de Dios nunca deja de sorpren-
derme.

1956. El rapido crecimiento demografico de la
posguerra hizo necesario un lugar de culto mas grande.
Asi, que se adquirieron 10 acres “en el campo” y los
feligreses de Santa Maria se dieron a la tarea de
construir su quinta iglesia en menos de un siglo. El
interior de esta iglesia fue renovado y embellecido en
1975 para adaptarlo a los cambios litargicos del
Concilio Vaticano 11.

En 1972 se agregd un espacioso centro juvenil y
cocina que ahora sirve como centro de catequesis para
los jovenes y como lugar de reunion para todos los
feligreses. Sigue siendo un lugar muy concurrido.

La gente de Santa Maria celebro6 su logro mas
glorioso el 30 de agosto de 1987 con la dedicatoria de la
Escuela Notre Dame. De hecho, la iglesia estd viva 'y
bien en Vacaville, 2000 afios después.

Sin embargo, las personas, no las estructuras, son
la verdadera definicion de parroquia. Las estructuras
simplemente nos ayudan a alcanzar nuestras metas
espirituales. La unién espiritual de las personas en la fe
y en el amor crean el Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo. Nuestra
parroquia es esta extension de Cristo en el espacio y en
el tiempo.

Muchos desde entonces se
han ido a su descanso eterno y ahora viven en compaiia
de Maria, la Madre de Dios, los apostoles y todos los
santos. Que todos ellos, vivos y difuntos, cosechen las
recompensas de su bondad.....
