FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

If someone asked you, “Why are you Catholic?”
How would you respond? It’s an important question for us
to reflect upon. Why are we Catholic, as opposed to another
religion? If you drive around Vacaville, there are plenty of
other options to go to on a Sunday. If you go down the
street, there will probably be a better, more exciting
preacher. Another church may have a livelier youth group or
play more catchy contemporary music. You may even find
funner activities, more comfortable chairs instead of hard,
wooden pews, and even a coffee shop when you walk in.
Why do you keep coming to the Catholic Church each
Sunday? After all, the Catholic Church can seem strange.
The moment you walk through the front doors, the inside
smells of incense. The choir chants strange words in ancient
languages, like Latin and Greek. And most bizarrely, their
priests wear strange flowing colorful vestments, rather than
a suit and tie, muscle t-shirts or skinny jeans.

Growing up in a Filipino household, if someone
were to ask me that question, “Why are you Catholic?” I
probably would have simply shrugged my shoulders and
said, “My parents”. For most of us, the faith was passed on
to us by our family. We’re Catholic because generations
before us were Catholic or we come from cultures and
countries that have been profoundly shaped by the Catholic
Church for centuries. For that, we must be grateful. In our
current climate of options, our answer to the question of
“Why are you Catholic?”, must be deepened. It has to be
stronger than “Because I was raised Catholic.”

Today’s Gospel provides us with one such response
to this important question. I am Catholic because Jesus
founded the Catholic Church. Talking directly to Simon son
of Jonah (the name of St. Peter before Jesus changed it), Our
Lord said to him, “Blessed are you... For flesh and blood
has not revealed this to you, buy my heavenly Father. And
so I say to you, you are Peter, and upon this rock I will
build my church, and the gates of the netherworld shall
not prevail against it. I will give you the keys to the
kingdom of heaven.” (Cf. Matthew 16:18). From that
moment on, Peter would become the first pope. Our current
pope, Pope Francis is the direct, 266th successor of this
moment in Scripture. No one else can lay claim to an
unbroken line of succession. Just on human standards alone,
2,000 years of continuous pedigree is impressive and
unparalleled. For the first century Jewish person, hearing the
words of Jesus Christ to the new Peter, they immediately
understood the profound meaning. He’s evoking Isaiah 22,
the only passage of the Old Testament where the word “key”
is mentioned. The key to “binding and loosing” have very
specific, technical significance in the Bible. He who has the
keys has the authority to determine matters of halakha (in
Hebrew, it means “behavior” or “how one behaves”), which
is the practical application of divine law. In other words,
Jesus gives Peter and his successors his authority on earth to
guide the Church. Without the “keys", everyone becomes an

authority in and of themselves. I determine what is true.
What is correct. Eventually what we’re left with is a
confusing plethora of options. Why am I Catholic?
Because Jesus Christ founded the Catholic Church. He
promised this Church will never be destroyed. Why would
I go anywhere else?

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Si alguien te preguntara: ";Por qué eres catdlico?"
(Como responderias? Es una pregunta importante sobre la
cual debemos reflexionar. ;Por qué somos catdlicos y no
de otra religiéon? Si conduces por Vacaville, hay muchas
otras opciones para asistir a servicios el domingo. Si vas
por la calle, probablemente habra un predicador mejor y
mas divertido. Otra iglesia puede que tenga un grupo de
jovenes mas animado, o que toque musica contemporanea
mas pegajosa. Incluso puede ser que encuentres activida-
des mas divertidas, sillas mas comodas en lugar de las du-
ras bancas de madera e incluso, hasta una cafeteria cuando
entres. Por qué sigues viniendo a la Iglesia Catolica todos
los domingos? Después de todo, la Iglesia catdlica puede
parecer extrana. En el momento en que cruzas la puerta
principal, el interior huele a incienso. El coro canta pala-
bras extrafias en idiomas antiguos, como el latin y el grie-
go. Y lo mas extraio es que sus sacerdotes visten extrafas
vestimentas coloridas y fluidas, en lugar de traje y corbata,
camisetas ajustadas o jeans ajustados.

Al crecer en un hogar filipino, si alguien me hiciera
esa pregunta: ";Por qué eres catdlico?" Probablemente
simplemente me habria encogido de hombros y habria di-
cho: “Mis padres”. Para la mayoria de nosotros, nuestra
familia nos transmiti6 la fe. Somos catdlicos porque gene-
raciones anteriores a nosotros eran catolicas o venimos de
culturas y paises que han sido profundamente moldeados
por la Iglesia Catdlica durante siglos. Por eso debemos es-
tar agradecidos. En nuestro actual clima de opciones, de-
bemos profundizar nuestra respuesta a la pregunta “;Por
qué eres catdlico?”. Tiene que ser mas fuerte que “Porque
fui criado como catélico”.

El Evangelio de hoy nos proporciona una de esas
respuestas a esta importante pregunta. Soy catélico porque
Jests fund¢ la Iglesia Catdlica. Hablando directamente con
Simon, hijo de Jonds (el nombre de San Pedro antes de que
Jests lo cambiara), Nuestro Sefior le dijo: «Feliz eres, Si-
mon Barjona, porque esto no te lo ha revelado la carne
ni la sangre, sino mi Padre que esta en los Cielos. Y aho-
ra yo te digo: Tu eres Pedro (o sea Piedra), y sobre esta
piedra edificaré mi Iglesia; los poderes de la muerte ja-
mds la podrdan vencer. Yo te daré las llaves del Reino de
los Cielos: lo que ates en la tierra quedard atado en el
Cielo, y lo que desates en la tierra quedara desatado en el
Cielo.» (Cf. Mateo 16:18). A partir de ese momento, Pedro
se convertiria en el primer Papa. Nuestro Papa actual, el
Papa Francisco, es el sucesor directo nimero 266 de este
momento en las Escrituras. Nadie mas puede reclamar una
linea de sucesion ininterrumpida. Sélo desde el punto de
vista humano, 2,000 afios de pedigri continuo son impre-
sionantes e incomparables. Para los judios del primer si-

glo, al escuchar las palabras de Jesucristo al nuevo Pedro,
inmediatamente entendieron el significado profundo. Esta
evocando Isaias 22, el tinico pasaje del Antiguo Testamen-
to donde se menciona la palabra “llave”. La clave para
“atar y desatar” tiene un significado técnico muy especifico
en la Biblia. Quien tiene las llaves, tiene la autoridad para
determinar los asuntos de la halakah (en hebreo significa
“comportamiento” o “coOmo se comporta uno”), que es la
aplicacion practica de la ley divina. En otras palabras, Jests
da a Pedro y a sus sucesores su autoridad en la tierra para
guiar a la Iglesia. Sin las “llaves”, cada uno se convierte en
una autoridad en si mismo. Yo determino lo que es verdad.
Que es correcto. Al final lo que nos queda es una plétora
confusa de opciones. ;Por qué soy catdlico? Porque Jesu-
cristo fundo la Iglesia Catolica. Prometio que esta Iglesia
nunca serd destruida. ;Por qué iria yo a otro lugar?
