FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

From time to time, I take a gander at my book:
“Why Do Catholics Eat Fish on Friday? The Catholic
Origin To Just About Everything” by Michael P. Foley. It
is a fun book because it goes into the origins of many
things in our everyday lives that we may not think of as
religious but whose origins are traced to Catholicism. For
example, one learns that the origins of the word
“quarantine” are traced to the Middle Ages as a time of
atonement leading up to Lent. Folks who had committed
especially notorious and scandalous sins were required to
perform public penance. Beginning on Ash Wednesday,
they would not bathe, shave, wear shoes, talk to others,
remain with their families or sleep on a comfortable
mattress. Moreover, they would not be allowed to receive
the sacraments until they were formally absolved of their
sins by the bishop on Holy Thursday. Thus, after a period
of about forty days, which was called
“quarentena” (meaning forty days), the penitents would be
able to return to normal life. Later, physicians began to use
the term “quarantine” to describe the isolation of those
suffering physical ailments. Indeed, the term “quarantine”
was used in a medical way in Venice during the Plague
(1347-1351). (cf. pp. 12-13)

Regarding the vestments that the priest wears for
Mass, Dr. Foley notes that, although they are taken from
everyday Roman dress, each article points to something
that Our Lord wore during his Passion. For example, the
chasuble, the outer vestment, that the priest wears when
celebrating Mass, signifies the purple cloak that soldiers
placed on the shoulders of Jesus to mock Him. The stole,
which the priest wears underneath the chasuble and is
draped over his shoulders, represents the cross that Jesus
carried. The cincture, which is the rope-like belt that the
priest or deacon wears around his waist symbolizes the cord
that bound Our Lord to the pillar as he was scourged. As
Dr. Foley points out: “Such symbolism powerfully
reminds the faithful that the priest is acting in persona
Christi, or in the [person] of Christ, and that the Mass
sacramentally makes present the actual crucifixion and
resurrection of Our Lord.” What about the funny hat that
the bishop wears called the “miter”? The two tips of the
miter represent the two Testaments the bishop is tasked
with preaching and defending. They also point to the horns
of glory that Moses sported on his head after he descended
Mount Sinai. (p. 106)

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

De vez en cuando, le echo un vistazo a mi libro: “Why
Do Catholics Eat Fish on Friday? The Catholic Origin To Just
About Everything” o ";Por qué los Catolicos Comen Pescado el
Viernes? El Origen Catolico Para Casi Todo" de Michael P. Fo-
ley. Es un libro divertido porque entra en el origen de muchas
cosas en nuestra vida cotidiana que tal vez no pensemos como
algo religiosos pero cuyos origenes se remontan al catolicismo.
Por ejemplo, uno aprende que los origenes de la palabra
"cuarentena" se remontan a la Edad Media como un tiempo de
redencion que conduce a la Cuaresma. Las personas que habian
cometido pecados especialmente notorios y escandalosos debian
realizar penitencia publica. A partir del Miércoles de Ceniza, no
se bafiaban, no se afeitaban, no usaban zapatos, no hablaban con
nadie mas, se quedaban con sus familias 0 dormian en un colchén
comodo. Ademas, no se les permitia recibir los sacramentos has-
ta que el obispo los absolviera formalmente de sus pecados el
Jueves Santo. Asi, después de un periodo de unos cuarenta dias,
que se llamo "quarentena" (que significa cuarenta dias), los peni-
tentes podrian volver a la vida normal. Mas tarde, los médicos
comenzaron a utilizar el término "cuarentena" para describir el
aislamiento de aquellos que sufren dolencias fisicas. De hecho,
el término "cuarentena" se utiliz6 de manera médica en Venecia
durante la peste (1347-1351). (cf. pp. 12-13)

En cuanto a las vestimentas que el sacerdote usa para la
Misa, el Dr. Foley sefiala que, aunque son tomadas del atuendo
romano cotidiano, cada articulo apunta a algo que Nuestro Sefior
uso6 durante su Pasion. Por ejemplo, la casulla, la vestimenta exte-
rior, que el sacerdote usa al celebrar la Misa, significa el manto
color purpura que los soldados colocaron sobre los hombros de
Jesus para burlarse de €l. La estola, que el sacerdote lleva debajo
de la casulla y la cual lleva sobre sus hombros, representa la cruz
que Jesus cargo. El cordon, que es como cinturdn similar a una
cuerda que el sacerdote o diacono lleva alrededor de su cintura
simboliza la cuerda que ataba a Nuestro Sefior al pilar mientras
era azotado. Como sefiala el Dr. Foley: "Tal simbolismo recuerda
poderosamente a los fieles que el sacerdote esta actuando en per-
sona Christi, o en la [persona] de Cristo, y que la Misa sacramen-
talmente hace presente la crucifixion y resurreccion real de Nues-
tro Sefior." ;Qué hay del sombrero gracioso que lleva el obispo
llamado "mitra"? Las dos esquinas de la mitra representan los
dos Testamentos que el obispo tiene la tarea de predicar y defen-
der. También sefialan los cuernos de gloria que Moisés lucio so-
bre su cabeza después de descender del monte Sinai. (pag. 106)
