FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

We are blessed to have many marriages take place
here in our parish. Not just our own parishioners, but
people from neighboring cities as well. It’s a very
photogenic church, from the fountain courtyard in the
front, the long aisle, and the Spanish-style sanctuary. It
makes a beautiful backdrop to any wedding. As anyone
who has been involved in the planning of a wedding, they
know it takes a lot of effort to make sure the ceremony
and the reception go smoothly. Even after the big day is
over, the hard work of building a family together now
begins. How do we create a happy marriage? This is a
huge question for any married couple. We first need to
appreciate that marriage will always be hard. Always.
Even if you have the greatest couple on earth, it will
always be difficult. Marriage brings a man and a woman
together, with different life experiences and upbringings,
different values and outlooks on life, attempting to weave
their lives into one. Even more so, they are both broken in
some way. Like all of us, we are “fallen.” We have the
stain of Original Sin in our hearts that we hear about in
the Book of Genesis, when Adam and Eve ate of the fruit
of good and evil (Cf. Genesis 3). From that moment on, I
have a proclivity to choose the bad.

If this is the starting point, is it any wonder that
relationships are hard? How then, are we called to live?
First of all, we must respect the traditional wisdom of
generations before us. We used to have more of a courting
culture. If you were interested in someone romantically,
you had to take the time to woo them and the family.
Nowadays, it’s become more common to live together
before they marry. They will attempt to live the fruits of
married life before the lifelong commitment. However,
this will only increase the likelihood of failure, despite the
common erroneous belief that living together increases
marital success. Study after study shows that if a couple
lives together before marriage, the rate of divorce
increases.

We must return to a biblical view of marriage if
we want to see healthier families. In 1983, Sister Lucia,
the last surviving visionary of the Marian apparition of
Fatima in Portugal, famously wrote in a letter to an Italian
cardinal, “a time will come when the decisive battle
between the kingdom of Christ and Satan will be over
marriage and the family. And those who will work for the
good of the family will experience persecution and
tribulation. But do not be afraid, because Our Lady has
already crushed his head.” Forty years later, her words
have become true. How are we called to build a
“Civilization of love”? The answer is in today’s Gospel
reading: “Whoever wishes to come after me must deny
himself, take up his cross, and follow me. For whoever

wishes to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his

life for my sake will find it.’

> We must kill our ego. That

is the secret to love. We must lay down our lives for our
loved ones. Put their needs before our own. If we do
this, we will be following the path of Jesus Christ.

No solamente de nues-
tros feligreses, sino también de personas de ciudades veci-
nas. Es una iglesia muy fotogénica, empezando con la
fuente en frente, el pasillo largo y el santuario estilo espa-
nol. Es un hermoso telon de fondo para cualquier boda.
Como cualquiera que haya estado involucrado en la plani-
ficacion de una boda, saben que se necesita mucho esfuer-
zo para asegurarse de que la ceremonia y la recepcion
transcurran sin problemas. Incluso después de que termina
el gran dia, comienza el arduo trabajo de construir una fa-
milia juntos. ;Coémo creamos un matrimonio feliz? Esta es
una gran pregunta para cualquier pareja casada. Primero
debemos apreciar que el matrimonio siempre sera dificil.
Siempre. Incluso si tienes la mejor pareja del mundo,
siempre serd dificil. El matrimonio une a un hombre y una
mujer, con diferentes experiencias de vida y educacion,
diferentes valores y puntos de vista sobre la vida, tratando
de tejer sus vidas en una sola.

Sin embargo, esto solo aumenta-
ra la probabilidad de fracaso, a pesar de la creencia erronea
comun de que vivir juntos aumenta el éxito conyugal. Es-
tudio tras estudio muestra que, si una pareja vive junta an-
tes del matrimonio, el porcentaje de divorcio aumenta.

Debemos volver a una vision biblica del matrimo-
nio si queremos ver familias mas saludables. En 1983, la
Hermana Lucia, la tltima vidente sobreviviente de la apa-
ricion Mariana de Fatima en Portugal, escribié en una car-
ta a un cardenal italiano: "llegara un momento en que la
batalla final entre El Serior y el reino de Satands serd
sobre el matrimonio y la familia. Y quien trabaje por la
santidad del matrimonio y la familia siempre sera comba-
tido. Pero no temas, porque Nuestra Serora ya le ha
aplastado la cabeza". Cuarenta afos después, sus palabras

se han hecho realidad. ;Como estamos llamados a construir
una "civilizacién de amor"? La respuesta estd en la lectura
del Evangelio de hoy: "El que quiera venir conmigo, que
renuncie a si mismo, que tome su cruz y me siga. Pues el
que quiera salvar su vida, la perderd, pero el que pierda su
vida por mi la encontrara". Debemos matar nuestro ego.
Ese es el secreto del amor. Debemos dar nuestras vidas por
nuestros seres queridos. Anteponer sus necesidades a las
nuestras. Si hacemos esto, estaremos siguiendo el camino
de Jesucristo.
