THE PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

On the evening of September 30, 1897, a group of
Carmelite nuns gathered in a crowded room of the convent
infirmary where one of their own was nearing her very
end. “For more than two hours, a terrible rattle tore her
chest.” Wrote one of the sisters in the room that night. “Her
face was blue, her hands purplish, her feet were cold, and
she shook in all members. Perspiration stood out in
enormous drops on her forehead and rolled down her
cheeks. Her difficulties in breathing were always in-
creasing, and in order to breathe she made little involuntary
cries.” The pitiful sight was painful for those in the room.
All they could do was watch in silence as her last remaining
breaths exited her young but diseased lungs. Then suddenly,
she grasped the crucifix with her remaining strength and
looked intently on the image of the nailed Jesus; she cried
out her last declaration of praise, “My God, I love
you!” Then she was gone. Her head fell back against the
pillow and limped lifeless toward the right.

The person was none other than St. Thérese of
Lisieux. Her last words could not have been more fitting.
She strived to love God as best as she could. As simple as
they were, “These last words of the saint are the key to her
whole doctrine, to her interpretation of the Gospel; the act of
love, expressed in her last breath was as it were the con-
tinuous breathing of her soul, the beating of her heart.” Her
life revolved around seeking him more fervently, through
tremendous acts of love that were shown through even the
tiniest of gestures. Pope John Paul II, in his apostolic letter
Novo Millennio Ineunte, referred to her as an “expert in the
scientia amoris.” (Science of love)

St. Thérese’s life story has enthralled peoples across
the world, with her autobiography undergoing eighty-nine
editions and its availability in over sixty languages. In the
French, The Story of a Soul ranks only second to the Holy
Bible, in its dispersion. The broad appeal the Little Way has
achieved over the last century is in large part due to its
striking applicability and utter simplicity. One does one not
need to escape into the isolation of the Egyptian desert like
the Desert Fathers of old, or behind the cloistered walls of a
medieval monastery to embrace her spirituality. One does
not even need to practice radical poverty, like St. Francis
and St. Clare. Nor is it required to traverse the countryside
preaching the power of Christ on street corners, as St.
Dominic and his early followers did. Nor does it require a
towering intellect, like St. Augustine or St. Anselm, in order
to pierce its depths. All Thérese asks is a willingness to love
God in all aspects of life. And this love can be practiced
anywhere, behind walls of a convent, on the mission fields,
in the family, in the workplace, and in any time period or
age. As the name suggests, the Little Way does not need
grand gestures or great heroic deeds. It can be applied in the

normal, everyday circumstances that are part of the human
condition, irrespective of the unique vocation that each of
us are called to follow. The spirituality of the Little Way is
not merely one single direct path to sanctity, but rather, a
composition of critical parts united by a single

motivation. As a grand orchestra is made up of a legion of
musicians, the Little Way has love as its central composer.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

En la noche del 30 de septiembre de 1897, un grupo de
monjas carmelitas estaban reunidas en un cuarto lleno de gente
de la enfermeria del convento donde una de ellas llegaba a su
fin. “Durante mas de dos horas, un terrible ruido le desgarr6 el
pecho”. Escribié una de las hermanas que estuvo en la habita-
cion esa noche. “Tenia la cara azul, las manos moradas, los pies
frios y temblaba en todos los miembros. El sudor se destacaba
en enormes gotas en su frente y rodaba por sus mejillas. Sus
dificultades para respirar seguian aumentando, y para respirar
emitia pequefios gemidos involuntarios”. Era un cuadro lamen-
table y doloroso para los que estaban en la habitacion. Todo lo
que podian hacer era observar en silencio mientras los altimos
respiros que le quedaban salian de sus pulmones jovenes pero
enfermos. Entonces, de repente, agarrd el crucifijo con las fuer-
zas que le quedaban y mir6 fijamente la imagen de Jesus clava-
do; exclam6 su ultima declaracion de alabanza: “iDios mio, te
amo!” Entonces ella se fue. Su cabeza cayo hacia atras contra la
almohada y suelta sin vida hacia la derecha.

La persona no era otra que Santa Teresa de Lisieux. Sus
ultimas palabras no podrian haber sido mas adecuadas. Se esfor-
z6 por amar a Dios lo mejor que pudo. Tan simples como fue-
ron, “Estas Gltimas palabras de la santa son la clave de toda su
doctrina, de su interpretacion del Evangelio; el acto de amor,
expresado en su ultimo suspiro, era como la respiracion conti-
nua de su alma, el latido de su corazon.” Su vida giraba en alre-
dedor de buscarlo con mas fervor, a través de tremendos actos
de amor que se manifestaban hasta en los mas minimos gestos.
El Papa Juan Pablo II, en su carta apostélica Novo Millennio
Ineunte, se refirio a ella como una “experta en la scientia amo-
ris”. (Ciencia del amor)

La historia de vida de Santa Teresa ha cautivado a per-
sonas de todo el mundo, con su autobiografia en ochenta y nue-
ve ediciones y su disponibilidad en mas de sesenta idiomas. En
francés, La Historia de un Alma ocupa el segundo lugar después
de la Sagrada Biblia, en su dispersion. El gran atractivo que E/
Caminito ha logrado durante el ultimo siglo se debe en gran par-
te a su sorprendente aplicabilidad y absoluta simplicidad. Uno
no necesita escapar al aislamiento del desierto egipcio como los
Padres del Desierto de antafio, o detras de los muros enclaustra-
dos de un monasterio medieval para abrazar su espiritualidad.
Ni siquiera necesitamos practicar la pobreza radical, como San
Francisco y Santa Clara. Tampoco es necesario recorrer el cam-
po predicando el poder de Cristo en las esquinas de las calles,
como lo hicieron Santo Domingo y sus primeros seguidores.
Tampoco requiere un intelecto imponente, como San Agustin o
San Anselmo, para penetrar en sus profundidades. Todo lo que
Santa Teresa pide es la voluntad de amar a Dios en todos los
aspectos de la vida. Y este amor se puede practicar en cualquier
lugar, detras de los muros de un convento, en los campos misio-
neros, en la familia, en el trabajo, y en cualquier época o edad.
Como su nombre indica, El Caminito no necesita grandes gestos

ni grandes hazafas. Puede aplicarse en las circunstancias norma-
les y cotidianas que forman parte de la condiciéon humana, inde-
pendientemente de la vocacidn tinica que cada uno de nosotros
estamos llamados a seguir. La espiritualidad de El Caminito no
es solo un unico camino directo a la santidad, sino mas bien una
composicion de partes criticas unidas por una tinica motivacion.
Asi como una gran orquesta esta formada por una legion de mi-
sicos, El Caminito tiene al amor como su compositor central
