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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

For twenty years, I have been meeting with a group of
brother priests once a month for prayer, fraternity and dinner.
The format is simple. Usually, the gathering takes place at a
parish; we take turns hosting the meeting. We meet on a
Monday afternoon at 4p for an hour of Eucharistic Adoration
and we finish up the hour praying Vespers (Evening Prayer).
Then we retire to the rectory for visiting and dinner. We are
usually done by 7p or 7:30p. Sometimes, there are only 3 of
us priests. Other times, there as many as 8 or 9 of us. The
members of the group have changed some over the years. As
brother priests get assigned further away from the southern
part of the diocese, the long travel distance to the meeting can
be prohibitive. I have really enjoyed these priests’ gatherings
over the years. It is good to pray with my brother priests and
it is good to visit and check in with each other on a monthly
basis.

As you can imagine, we talk about our priestly
ministry, about world affairs and sports. And we talk about
issues that touch on the universal Church, as well as, the local
Church. A topic that came up at our gathering this week was
our vocations poster for the Diocese of Sacramento. The
vocations poster features the young men who are in formation
to be priests for the Diocese of Sacramento. You can see the
most recent poster in the vestibule of our church. This year,
there are only 7 men on the poster because we presently only
have 7 seminarians. As you can imagine, we priests lamented
that we don’t have more seminarians. We worried that there
will not be enough priests to staff our parishes. And, we
worried that because of the lack of ordained priests, the priests
still young enough to carry out active ministry will be
stretched even thinner.

That the Church needs vocations to the priesthood and
religious life is a no-brainer. I have always been impressed by
all of you who hunger for the grace of the sacraments. You
want to go to Mass and receive the Eucharist. You want to
receive the Anointing of the Sick when you are ill and you
want to be forgiven of your sins in Confession. You want to
be confirmed and you desire to be married in the Church.
And, you want to have your children baptized. For all of this,
we need priests. To respond to the needs of our Diocese, we
should really have 30 or 40 or 50 young men on our vocations
poster.

As you have heard me say before, [ don’t believe that
God is calling fewer men to the priesthood than, say, a
century ago or even 50 or 25 years ago. It’s just that fewer
are responding to His call. Why are fewer responding to the
call? To be sure, there are a number of factors. One factor is
that parents are not as generous as they once were when it
comes to bringing children into the world. Without getting
into the reasons for this, it is clear that families are smaller
than they used to be. And, my hunch is that parents don’t talk
about the beauty and the goodness of the priesthood or
religious life much with their children, maybe because they

prefer their children to marry so that they can grandchildren.
Who knows? You tell me. Another factor would be the
secularization of society. While it is true that fewer young
people are intentionally discerning a vocation to the
priesthood or religious life, it is also true that they are not
thinking much about marriage. Fewer young people are not
only not marrying in the Church, but also they are just not
getting married at all.

What can we do about this at St. Mary’s Parish? One
thing we can do is follow the direction of the Office of
Vocations for the Diocese of Sacramento. On the Sacramento
Vocations website ( https://www.scd.org/vocations/fostering-
vocations ), three major tasks are identified for promoting
vocations to the priesthood and religious life. First, we need
to intentionally pray and fast for vocations. We can pray for
vocations during Mass at the Prayers of the Faithful. We can
have a holy hour for vocations, which we do once a month.
We can personally pray for vocations and even fast for
vocations. Second, we can promote vocations awareness by
talking about vocations and in other ways. I think that you
can see that Fr. Steven and I are very happy being priests. We
find the priesthood to be very fulfilling. If you were to ask
us, we’d say that we could not see ourselves doing anything
else in life that would make us so happy and that we are so
glad that God called us to be priests. But, it’s true, perhaps
we need to talk more explicitly about our love for the
priesthood. Finally, third, we can invite young men in our
parish, who we think have the qualities that would make a
good priest, to consider that God might be calling them to the
priesthood. In my case, I’'m pretty sure that God was calling
me all along to be a priest. But I really liked the idea of
marriage and I struggled to give a possible calling to the
priesthood the more serious consideration it demanded. But
once I realized that if God wanted me to be a priest, it was
because He had a plan for me and that His plan was going to
make me happier than any other plan that I might have come
up with on my own. Thankfully, God was patient with me
and I got around to answering His call eventually.

As we embark on this new year, we pray for the
young people of our parish that they know God’s will for
them. We pray for those who, in God’s design, are meant to
be marry that they find holy spouses who help them get to
heaven. And, we pray for those whom God calls to the
priesthood and religious life that they may respond
generously to His call. During 2021, may we as a parish
commit ourselves even more to fostering God’s call to the
priesthood and religious life. After all, it’s a matter of life
and death. And, as faithful who want life, especially eternal
life, we know that without the grace of the sacraments and
without priests to minister the sacraments, it will be all the
more difficult to prepare ourselves well for heaven.

T eres mi Hijo, el Amado, al que miro con carifio (Marcos 1:7-11).

DESDE EL ESCRITORIO
DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Durante veinte afios, me he reunido con un grupo de her-
manos sacerdotes una vez al mes para orar, por fraternidad y para
cenar. El formato es simple. Por lo general, la reunion se lleva a
cabo en una parroquia; tomamos turnos para organizar la reunion.
Nos reunimos un lunes por la tarde a las 4p durante una hora de
Adoracién Eucaristica y terminamos la hora rezando Visperas
(Oracion vespertina). Luego nos vamos a la rectoria para convivir
y cenar. Por lo general, terminamos a las 7p o 7:30p. A veces,
solo somos 3 sacerdotes. Otras veces, hay hasta 8 0 9 de nosotros.
Los miembros del grupo han cambiado a lo largo de los afios. A
medida que los hermanos sacerdotes son asignados a una parro-
quia mas lejos de la parte sur de la didcesis, el viaje tan a larga
distancia para la reunion puede prohibir la particion. He disfrutado
mucho de estas reuniones de sacerdotes a lo largo de los afios. Es
bueno orar con mis hermanos sacerdotes y es bueno visitarlos y
comunicarse entre nosotros mensualmente.

Como pueden imaginar, hablamos de nuestro ministerio
sacerdotal, de los asuntos mundiales y de los deportes. Y habla-
mos de temas que conciernen la Iglesia universal, al igual que la
Iglesia local. Un tema que surgi6 en nuestra reunion de esta sema-
na fue nuestro cartel de Vocaciones de la Didcesis de Sacramento.
El cartel de vocaciones presenta a los jovenes que estan en forma-
cion para el sacerdocio de la Didcesis de Sacramento. Se puede
ver el cartel mas reciente en el vestibulo de nuestra iglesia. Este
afio, s6lo se muestran 7 hombres en el cartel porque actualmente
solo tenemos 7 seminaristas. Como se pueden imaginar, los sacer-
dotes nos lamentamos de que no tenemos mas seminaristas. Nos
preocupa que no habra suficientes sacerdotes para servir en nues-
tras parroquias. Y nos preocupa que, debido a la falta de sacerdo-
tes ordenados, los sacerdotes que son suficientemente jovenes para
llevar a cabo un ministerio activo seran estirados atin mas.

Que la Iglesia necesita vocaciones sacerdotales y a la vida
religiosa es algo obvio. Siempre me han impresionado todos uste-
des que tienen sed por la gracia de los sacramentos. Quieren asis-
tir a Misa y recibir la Eucaristia. Quieren recibir la Uncion de los
Enfermos cuando estan enfermos y quieren ser perdonados de sus
pecados a través de la Confesion. Quieren ser confirmados y
desean casarse por la Iglesia. Y, quieren que sus hijos sean bauti-
zados. Para todo esto, necesitamos sacerdotes. Para responder a
las necesidades de nuestra Didcesis, realmente deberiamos de te-
ner 30 o0 40 o 50 jovenes en nuestro cartel de vocaciones.

Como me han escuchado decir antes, no creo que Dios
esté llamando a menos hombres al sacerdocio que, digamos, hace
un siglo o incluso hace 50 o 25 afios. Es s6lo que menos estan
respondiendo a Su llamado. ;Por qué menos responden al llama-
do? Sin duda, hay una serie de factores. Un factor es que los pa-
dres no son tan generosos como antes cuando se trata de traer hijos
al mundo. Sin entrar en las razones de esto, esta claro que las fa-
milias son mas pequefias de lo que solian ser. Y, mi sospecha es
que los padres no hablan mucho sobre la belleza y la bondad del
sacerdocio o de la vida religiosa con sus hijos, tal vez porque pre-

fieren que sus hijos se casen para que puedan tener nietos.
(Quién sabe? Diganme ustedes. Otro factor podria ser la
secularizacion de la sociedad. Si bien es cierto que hay menos
jovenes discerniendo intencionalmente una vocacion al
sacerdocio o a la vida religiosa, también es cierto que no estan
pensando mucho en el matrimonio. Menos jovenes no s6lo no
se casan en la Iglesia, sino que no se casan en absoluto.

(Qué podemos hacer al respecto en la Parroquia de
Santa Maria? Una cosa que podemos hacer es seguir la
direccion de la Oficina de Vocaciones de la Didcesis de
Sacramento. En el sitio web de las Vocaciones de Sacramento
(https://www.scd.org/vocations/fostering-vocations) se
identifican tres tareas principales para promover las vocaciones
al sacerdocio y a la vida religiosa. Primero, debemos orar
intencionalmente y ayunar por las vocaciones. Podemos orar
por las vocaciones durante la Misa en las Oraciones de los
Fieles. Podemos tener una hora santa por las vocaciones, la cual
ya hacemos una vez al mes. Podemos orar personalmente por
las vocaciones e incluso ayunar por las vocaciones. En segundo
lugar, podemos promover las vocaciones hablando sobre
vocaciones y de otras maneras. Creo que ustedes pueden ver
que el Padre Steven y yo somos felices de ser sacerdotes.
Consideramos que el sacerdocio es muy gratificante. Si nos
preguntaran, diriamos que no podriamos vernos haciendo otra
cosa en la vida que nos hiciera tan felices y que estamos
contentos de que Dios nos llamo a ser sacerdotes. Pero, es
cierto, tal vez necesitamos hablar méas abiertamente sobre
nuestro amor por el sacerdocio. Finalmente, tercero, podemos
invitar a los jovenes de nuestra parroquia, que creemos que
tienen las cualidades para ser un buen sacerdote, a considerar
que Dios podria estar llamandoles al sacerdocio. En mi caso,
estoy seguro de que Dios me llamaba para ser sacerdote. Pero
me gustaba la idea del matrimonio y luché para darle a un
posible llamado al sacerdocio la consideracion mas seria que
requeria. Pero una vez que me di cuenta de que, si Dios queria
que yo fuera sacerdote, era porque tenia un plan para mi y que
Su plan me iba a hacer mas feliz que cualquier otro plan que se
me hubiera ocurrido por mi cuenta. Afortunadamente, Dios fue
paciente conmigo y eventualmente respondi a Su llamado.

Al embarcarnos en este nuevo afio, oremos por los
jovenes de nuestra parroquia para que entiendan la voluntad de
Dios para ellos. Oremos por aquellos que, en el designio de
Dios, estan destinados al matrimonio para que encuentren
conyuges santos que los ayuden a llegar al cielo. Y oremos por
aquellos a quienes Dios llama al sacerdocio y a la vida religiosa
para que respondan generosamente a Su llamado. Durante el
2021, que nosotros, como parroquia, nos comprometamos aun
mas a fomentar el llamado de Dios al sacerdocio y a la vida
religiosa. Después de todo, es una cuestion de vida o muerte. Y,
como fieles que quieren la vida, especialmente la vida eterna,
sabemos que sin la gracia de los sacramentos y sin sacerdotes
para ministrar los sacramentos, sera aun mas dificil prepararnos
bien para el cielo.
