'# FROM THE PASTOR’S
‘ DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

By now, many of you have heard of the sad news of
the death of Pope Benedict XVI last Saturday. He was pope
before stepping down in 2013, ushering the way for our
current pope, Pope Francis, to follow after him. The name of
Pope Benedict may be vaguely familiar to many because for
the last ten years, he was quietly living a life of prayer in a
little monastery inside Vatican City. He stayed out of the
public view. For us Catholics, the office of the papacy is
absolutely critical for us. Recall back when Jesus was
establishing the Church, he famously said to St. Peter, in the
Gospel of Matthew 16:18, “And I also say to you that you
are Peter, and upon this rock I will build My church; and the
gates of Hades will not overpower it.”” Jesus built the Church
on Peter, as we clearly see. Since that moment, we’ve had
one continuous line of successors, all the way down through
2,000 years of history, to Benedict and now to Pope Francis.
The Catholic Church is the oldest, worldwide, institution in
human history. We see firsthand the promise of Jesus to
sustain his Church until he comes again. The purpose of the
pope is a simple one — to make Jesus known.

This Sunday, we celebrate the Epiphany, as the wise
men go and give homage to the Baby Jesus with infamous
gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. That word,
“Epiphany” means a manifestation of God to the world. The
role of the pope is to take this “manifestation” of God in
Christ, to all the nations. As we all know and see around us
if we have eyes to see, proclaiming Jesus Christ is a great
challenge in our culture today, which studies show is
growing more and more godless with each passing year.
Some sectors of society are growing blatantly hostile to
traditional Christian teaching. Spreading the Good News of
Jesus Christ, takes courage to stand against the storm. Jesus
knows this. In the Gospel of Luke, our Lord takes Peter
aside and speaks to him from the heart. He knows he’s about
to send Peter out into the world on an impossible mission,
where many Christian’s will not be strong enough to
persevere: ““Simon, Simon (another name for Peter),
behold, Satan has demanded to sift you men like wheat; but
I have prayed for you, that your faith will not fail; and you,
when you have turned back, strengthen your brothers.” (Cf.
Luke 22:31-32).

This reveals the other purpose of the pope —
strengthen the faith of his people. When I was studying to be
a priest, I was honored with the opportunity to be sent to
Rome for my theological studies at the Pontifical North
American College. It is the seminary of the United States. It
sits only a few blocks away from Vatican City. It’s so close
to the Vatican, you can poke your head out of the window
and see the Apostolic Palace, which is the residence of the
pope. If he is home, they turn on the light in the window. As
young seminarians, we would often look at the window and
say to ourselves, “Look Pope Benedict is still awake.” We

were blessed to be in Rome during his reign as pope. For
my generation of priests, he taught us to never be afraid to
proclaim Jesus Christ, no matter how unpopular it is.
Afterall, we are not Christians to win friends. We are
Christian’s because God has broken into our world and
revealed himself. It’s our job to witness to the joy of the
Gospel. Pray for the soul of Pope Benedict XVI.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Para ahora, muchos de ustedes han escuchado ha-
blar de la triste noticia de la muerte del Papa Benedicto
XVI el sdbado pasado. El fue Papa antes de dejar el cargo
en el 2013, haciendo camino para que nuestro Papa actual,
el Papa Francisco, le siguiera. El nombre del Papa Bene-
dicto puede resultar vagamente familiar para muchos por-
que durante los ultimos diez afos, ¢l vivid tranquilamente
una vida de oracién en un pequefio monasterio dentro de la
Ciudad del Vaticano. Se mantuvo fuera de la vista del pa-
blico. Para nosotros los catdlicos, el oficio del papado es
absolutamente critico. Recuerde que cuando Jesus estaba
estableciendo la Iglesia, le dijo a San Pedro, en el Evange-
lio de Mateo 16:18, “Y yo también te digo, que tu eres Pe-
dro, y sobre esta roca edificaré mi iglesia; y las puertas
del Hades no prevaleceran contra ella.” Jesus edifico la
Iglesia sobre Pedro, como vemos claramente. Desde ese
momento, hemos tenido una linea continua de sucesores, a
lo largo de 2000 afios de historia, hasta Benedicto y ahora
hasta el Papa Francisco. La Iglesia Catolica es la institu-
cion mundial mas antigua en la historia de la humanidad.
Vemos de primera mano la promesa de Jesus de sostener
su Iglesia hasta que vuelva. El propdsito del Papa es sim-
ple: dar a conocer a Jesus.

Este domingo celebramos la Epifania, mientras los
reyes magos van y rinden homenaje al Nifio Jestis con ob-
sequios de oro, incienso y mirra. Esa palabra, “Epifania”
significa una manifestacion de Dios al mundo. El papel del
Papa es llevar esta “manifestacion” de Dios en Cristo, a
todas las naciones. Como todos sabemos y vemos a nues-
tro alrededor si tenemos ojos para ver, proclamar a Jesu-
cristo es un gran desafio en nuestra cultura actual, en lo
cual los estudios muestran que se esta volviendo cada vez
mas pagana con cada afio que pasa. Algunos sectores de la
sociedad se estan volviendo descaradamente hostiles a la
ensefianza cristiana tradicional. Difundir la Buena Nueva
de Jesucristo, requiere coraje para resistir la tormenta. Je-
sus sabe esto. En el Evangelio de Lucas, nuestro Sefior lle-
va a Pedro a un lado y le habla desde el corazon. El sabe
que estd a punto de enviar a Pedro al mundo en una misioén
imposible, donde muchos cristianos no seran lo suficiente-
mente fuertes para perseverar: “Simon, Simon, he aqui Sa-
tands os ha pedido para zarandearos como a trigo, pero
vo he rogado por ti, que tu fe no falte; y tu, una vez vuelto,
confirma a tus hermanos.” (Cf. Lc 22, 31-32).

Esto revela el otro proposito del Papa: fortalecer la
fe de su pueblo. Cuando yo estaba estudiando para ser sa-
cerdote, tuve el honor de ser enviado a Roma para mis es-
tudios teologicos en el Colegio Norteamericano Pontificio.
Es el seminario de los Estados Unidos. Se encuentra a solo

unas cuadras de la Ciudad del Vaticano. Esta tan cerca del
Vaticano que puedes asomar la cabeza por la ventana y ver
el Palacio Apostolico, el cual es la residencia del Papa. Si
¢l esta en casa, encienden la luz de la ventana. Como jove-
nes seminaristas, a menudo mirdbamos por la ventana y
nos deciamos a nosotros mismos: “Mira, el Papa Benedicto
todavia esta despierto”. Fuimos bendecidos de estar en Ro-
ma durante su mandato como Papa. Para mi generacion de
sacerdotes, nos ensefio a nunca tener miedo de proclamar a
Jesucristo, sin importar cudn impopular sea. Después de
todo, no somos cristianos para ganar amigos. Somos cris-
tianos porque Dios ha penetrado en nuestro mundo y se ha
revelado. Es nuestro deber dar testimonio de la alegria del
Evangelio. Rueguen por el alma Papa Benedicto XVI.
