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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

As always, we conclude the Christmas season with
the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. The Baptism of Our
Lord should move us to reflect upon our own Baptism. The
Catechism explains the following: “The baptized have
become ‘living stones’ to be ‘built into a spiritual house, to
be a holy priesthood.” (cf. 1 Peter 2:5) By Baptism they
share in the priesthood of Christ, in his prophetic and royal
mission.” (CCC, 1268) In other words, through Baptism,
one is made priest, prophet and king.

Through Baptism, one becomes priest. Of course,
this does not mean the ministerial priesthood where one is
ordained a deacon, priest or bishop. Rather, this points to the
“common” or “royal priesthood” of all the baptized. To live
fully one’s royal priesthood, one must be a prayerful person.
Do you pray every day? Parents, do you pray with and for
your children? Children, do you pray for your parents?
Spouses, do you pray for each other? Families, do you pray
before meals, whether you are in the privacy of your own
home or whether you are out in public? Single people, do
you pray for God’s will to be done in your lives? Do you
pray to be God’s instrument in everything that you do?
Parents, do you bless your children before they go to bed at
night or leave for school? Do you attend Mass? Do you
participate in the Mass?

Through Baptism, one becomes a prophet. As
prophet, the baptized person is called to witness publicly to
Christ in his or her life. As a baptized Christian, if someone
were to meet you for the first time, would he or she be able
to sense that you are a person of faith? Do you wear a sign
of faith on our person or carry something with you, like a
rosary, that is a sign of your Catholic faith? When you eat
in a public place, do you make the sign of the cross and pray
grace asking God to bless your meal? At work or at home,
do people know you are a Catholic? Perhaps, you have a
small crucifix or a prayer card in your workspace. If you
don’t have explicit signs that you are a Catholic in your life
then you are not being prophetic. A prophet is one who
preaches through the beauty of one’s life.

Also, prophets are readers of theology. A prophet
should be capable of articulating the teachings of the faith.
The daily news and current events give us ample
opportunities to witness to the truth. Would you be able to
articulate Catholic teaching on topics such as capital
punishment, the perpetual virginity of Mary, contraception,
same-sex unions, the ministerial priesthood, the permanence
of marriage, religious life and the divinity and humanity of
Christ? If not, why not? There are many tools available to
help one grow in the knowledge of the faith, such as the
Catechism, Catholic radio, formed.org, to name a few.
Parents, do you actively teach the faith to your children? Do
you teach your children how to pray? Do you introduce
them to the lives of the saints? Single people, do you read

edifying writings by Catholic authors? Do you make an
effort to meet with other friends who support you and
encourage you to be a saint? If you are not witnessing to
the faith and actively growing in your knowledge and
understanding of the faith, you are not exercising the
privilege of being a part of the prophetic office of Christ.

Finally, Baptism incorporates us into the Kingship
of Christ. A king is someone who leads others to God.
What does it mean for a baptized Catholic to live one’s
kingship? For parents, it means that you are given the very
important task of helping your children find their mission
in life. Parents teach their children about the states of life:
marriage and the consecrated state, which includes
priesthood and religious life. Parents teach their children
that each of these states is good and beautiful and that the
true happiness of their child is found in choosing the state
of life that God has in mind for him or her. One who lives
one’s kingship, leads others by leading a prayer group,
facilitating a bible study, reaching out to the poor and
defending the unborn and the marginalized.

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord reminds us
that through Baptism, each of us is incorporated into the
life of Christ. We are baptized not to watch the game from
the sidelines. Rather, we participate in the life of Christ
and the life of His Church as priest, prophet and king.
Exercising these roles in our daily lives is the best way to
give honor to Our Lord Jesus Christ.

EL BAUTISMO DEL SENOR
9 de enero de 2022

Después del bautismo de Jesus, el cielo se abrio (Lucas 3:15-16, 21-22).

DESDE EL
ESCRITORIO DEL
PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Como siempre, concluimos la temporada Navidefia
con la Festividad del Bautismo del Sefior. EI Bautismo de
Nuestro Sefior deberia motivarnos a reflexionar sobre nues-
tro propio Bautismo. El Catecismo explica lo siguiente:
“Los bautizados vienen a ser "piedras vivas" para
"edificacion de un edificio espiritual, para un sacerdocio
santo" (1 P 2,5). Por el Bautismo participan del sacerdocio
de Cristo, de su mision profética y real.” (CCC 1968) En
otras palabras, a través del bautismo uno se hace sacerdote,
profeta y rey.

A través del Bautismo, uno se convierte en sacerdo-
te. Por supuesto, esto no significa al sacerdocio ministerial
donde uno es ordenado didcono, presbitero u obispo. Mas
bien, esto se refiere al “sacerdocio comuin” o “real” de to-
dos los bautizados. Para vivir plenamente el sacerdocio real
de uno, uno debe ser una persona devota a la oracion. ;Ora
todos los dias? Padres, jrezan con y por sus hijos? Hijos,
Jrezan por sus padres? Esposos, ¢rezan el uno por el otro?
Familias, ;rezan antes de las comidas, ya sea que estén en
la privacidad de su propia casa o en publico? Solteros,
[rezan para que se haga la voluntad de Dios en sus vidas?
(Oran para ser el instrumento de Dios en todo lo que ha-
cen? Padres, ;bendicen a sus hijos antes de que se vayan a
la cama por la noche o se vayan a la escuela? ;Asisten a
Misa? ;Participan en la Misa?

A través del bautismo, uno se convierte en profeta.
Como profeta, la persona bautizada esta llamada a testificar
publicamente a Cristo en su vida. Como Cristiano bautiza-
do, si alguien se encontrara con usted por primera vez,
(podria sentir que usted es persona de fe? ;Lleva una senal
de fe en su persona o lleva consigo algo, como un rosario,
el cual es una sefial de su fe Catolica? Cuando come en un
lugar publico, ;hace la sefial de la cruz y da gracias pidien-
do a Dios que bendiga sus alimentos? En el trabajo o en
casa, ;la gente sabe que es Catdlico? Quizas, tenga un pe-
quefio crucifijo o una tarjeta de oracion en su espacio de
trabajo. Si no tiene sefales explicitas en su vida de que es
ser Catolico, entonces no estd siendo profético. Un profeta
es aquel que predica a través de la belleza de su propia vi-
da.

Ademas, los profetas son lectores de teologia. Un
profeta debe ser capaz de articular las ensefianzas de la fe.
Las noticias diarias y los acontecimientos actuales nos
brindan amplias oportunidades para dar testimonio de la
verdad. ;Pudiera articular la ensefianza Catolica sobre te-
mas como la pena capital, la virginidad perpetua de Maria,
la anticoncepcion, las uniones entre personas del mismo

sexo, el sacerdocio ministerial, la permanencia del matri-
monio, la vida religiosa y la divinidad y humanidad de
Cristo? ¢ Si no, porque no? Hay muchas herramientas dis-
ponibles para ayudar a uno a crecer en el conocimiento de
la fe, como el Catecismo, la radio Catdlica, Form.org, por
nombrar algunas. Padres, ;ensefian activamente la fe a sus
hijos? ;Ensefian a sus hijos a orar? ;Les presentan la vida
de los santos? Solteros, ;leen escritos edificantes de autores
Catolicos? ;Se esfuerza por encontrarse con amistades que
le apoyan y le animan a ser santo? Si no esta dando testi-
monio de fe y creciendo activamente en su conocimiento y
comprension de la fe, no esta ejerciendo el privilegio de ser
parte del oficio profético de Cristo.

Finalmente, el Bautismo nos incorpora al Reinado
de Cristo. Un rey es alguien que conduce a los demas hacia
Dios. (Qué significa para un Catolico bautizado vivir su
propio reinado? Para los padres, significa que se les ha en-
comendado la muy importante tarea de ayudar a sus hijos a
encontrar su mision en la vida. Los padres ensefian a sus
hijos sobre los diferentes estados en la vida: el matrimonio
y el estado consagrado, lo cual incluye el sacerdocio y la
vida religiosa. Los padres ensefian a sus hijos que cada uno
de estos estados son buenos y hermosos y que la verdadera
felicidad de su hijo se encuentra en elegir el estado de vida
que Dios tiene en mente para €l o ella. Alguien que vive su
propio reinado, conduce a otros dirigiendo un grupo de ora-
cion, facilitando un estudio biblico, ayudando a los pobres
y defendiendo a los no nacidos y marginados.
