If we lost this battle, Western Europe would have been conquered, just as Constantinople did a
century before. Knowing what hung in the balance, Pope Pius V asked the Catholic faithful to take up one of our most
powerful weapons -- the holy rosary. We won.

FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

We fear many things, don’t we? We worry about
our families, our health, politics, the list is endless. Each
day can seem to bring us new challenges, to the point it is
difficult to breathe. To all with heavy hearts, St. Paul
speaks directly to us in our Second Reading this Sunday.
Hear it again in all its power: “Have no anxiety at all, but
in everything by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving,
make your requests known to God. Then the peace of
God that surpasses all understanding will guard your
hearts and minds in Christ Jesus.” (Cf. Philippians 4:6-
7). He commands us to have no “anxiety” at all. These
words are coming from a man who has experienced
tremendous suffering in his life. He was beaten numerous
times to the point of nearly dying. He was shipwrecked,
homeless, starving, arrested, and rejected by his friends
and family. If anything, St. Paul had every reason to feel
anxious. Yet, he tells us boldly, “Have no anxiety at
all....”

The “peace of God” of which he speaks is
supernatural. It cannot be conjured up from thin air or
acquired by simply thinking positive thoughts. Rather, the
“peace” at offer to us comes directly from an encounter
with the risen Jesus Christ. The entire Christian life is
built upon this. The Christian is one who places all hope
and trust in the hands of Our Lord. Nothing else. This
peace can only come through a deep, daily prayer life. St.
Therese of Lisieux, the famous 19th century French
Carmelite nun summed up prayer this way: “For me,
prayer is a surge of the heart; it is a simple look turned
toward heaven; it is a cry of recognition and of love,
embracing both trail and joy.” She entrusts the core, the
heart of her very being, towards heaven. She gives God
everything, even her pain. As we begin to pray in this
trusting way, our relationship with God is strengthened
and solidified like concrete, rebarred with the Holy
Spirit.

The more we pray in this trust, the more we will
see our love begin to grow. This must be a daily endeavor
of the Christian. I must ask, do you pray every day from
the heart? Remember, when I say the word “heart”, I am
using a biblical notion of the word. In English, heart can
simply mean fuzzy feelings. In Hebrew, ‘“heart” is
translated as “leb.” It means the innermost core of the
human person. It’s much more intense. From this heart,
the Christian prays. St. Teresa of Avila, another spiritual
giant, put it this way, “prayer in my opinion is nothing
else than an intimate sharing between friends; it means
taking time frequently to be alone with Him who we
know loves us. The important thing is not to think much

but to love much and so do that which best stirs you to
love.” That is why, starting this weekend, we’re adding
another opportunity to grow in love. From this point
forward, I want to provide an opportunity to pray
together with one of the most potent, and strongest
spiritual weapons given to us — the holy rosary. Each
Sunday at 9:30am in English and 11:30am in Spanish,
we lift up our hearts to the Lord with a Family rosary.
After all, our parish is named after the Blessed Mother. I
want us to be known as a powerhouse of prayer.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Tememos a muchas cosas, ;jno es asi? Nos preo-
cupamos por nuestras familias, nuestra salud, la politica,
la lista es interminable. Cada dia puede parecer que nos
trae nuevos desafios, hasta el punto de que nos cuesta
respirar. A todos aquellos con el corazén apesadumbra-
do, San Pablo nos habla directamente en nuestra Segun-
da Lectura de este domingo. Escuchalo de nuevo con
todo su poder: “No se inquieten por nada; mds bien
presenten en toda ocasion sus peticiones a Dios en la
oracion y la suplica, llenos de gratitud. Y que la paz de
Dios, que sobrepasa toda inteligencia, custodie sus co-
razones y sus pensamientos en Cristo Jesus.”. (Cf. Fili-
penses 4:6-7). El nos ordena que no tengamos ninguna
“inquietud” en absoluto. Estas palabras provienen de un
hombre que ha experimentado un sufrimiento tremendo
en su vida. Fue golpeado numerosas veces hasta el pun-
to de casi morir. Naufragd, se quedo sin hogar, paséd
hambre, fue arrestado y rechazado por sus amigos y fa-
miliares. En todo caso, San Pablo tenia todos los moti-
vos para sentirse inquieto. Sin embargo, nos dice con
valentia: “No se inquieten por nada ...”.

La “paz de Dios” de la que habla es sobrenatural.
No puede surgir de la nada ni adquirirse simplemente
con pensamientos positivos. Mas bien, la “paz” que se
nos ofrece, proviene directamente de un encuentro con
Jesucristo resucitado. Toda la vida cristiana se basa en
esto. El cristiano es aquel que pone toda esperanza y
confianza en manos de Nuestro Sefior. Nada mas. Esta
paz so6lo puede llegar a través de una vida de profunda
oracion y diariamente. Santa Teresa de Lisieux, la famo-
sa monja carmelita francesa del siglo XIX, resumi6 la
oracion de esta manera: “Para mi, la oracidén es un im-
pulso del corazon; es una simple mirada dirigida al cie-
lo; es un grito de reconocimiento y de amor, que abarca
tanto el camino como la alegria”. Ella confia el ntcleo,
el corazdn de su ser, al cielo. Ella le da todo a Dios, in-
cluso su dolor. Cuando comenzamos a orar de esta ma-
nera, con confianza, nuestra relacion con Dios se forta-
lece y solidifica como concreto, reforzada con el Espiri-
tu Santo.

Cuanto mas oremos con esta confianza, lo mas
que veremos cOmo nuestro amor comienza a crecer. Es-
te debe ser un esfuerzo a diario del cristiano. Debo pre-
guntar, joran todos los dias desde el corazon? Recuer-
den, cuando digo la palabra “corazon”, estoy usando una
nocion biblica de la palabra. En espafiol, corazon puede

significar simplemente sentimientos confusos. En he-
breo, "corazén" se traduce como "leb". Significa el na-
cleo mas intimo de la persona humana. Es mucho mas
intenso, Desde este corazon, el cristiano ora. Santa Tere-
sa de Avila, otro gigante espiritual, lo expresd de esta
manera: “la oracion, en mi opinion, no es mds que un
compartir intimo entre amigos; significa tomarse tiem-
po frecuentemente para estar a solas con El, quien sa-
bemos que nos ama. Lo importante es no pensar mucho
sino amar mucho y hacer lo que mejor te impulse a
amar”. Por eso, a partir de este fin de semana, sumamos
a una oportunidad mas para crecer en el amor. De ahora
en adelante, quiero brindarles la oportunidad de orar jun-
tos con una de las armas espirituales mas potentes y fuer-
tes que se nos ha dado: el santo rosario. Cada domingo a
las 9:30am en inglés y a las 11:30am en espanol, eleva-
mos nuestro corazon al Sefior con un rosario en Familia.
Después de todo, nuestra parroquia lleva el nombre de la
Santisima Madre. Quiero que seamos conocidos como
una potencia de oracion.
