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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

As we know, the month of November is set aside
for us to more intentionally pray for the faithfully departed.
Praying for each other, whether one is alive or has passed
to eternal life, is what we Christians do. Our Lord himself
reminded us to pray for each other, when he said: “But |
say to you, love your enemies and pray for those who
persecute you.” (Mt 5:44) In his encyclical, “In Hope We
Are Saved” (Spe Salvi) Pope Benedict X VI taught:

The belief that love can reach into the afterlife, that

reciprocal giving and receiving is possible, in which

our affection for one another continues beyond the
limits of death—this has been a fundamental
conviction of Christianity throughout the ages and it
remains a source of comfort today. Who would not
feel the need to convey to their departed loved ones

a sign of kindness, a gesture of gratitude or even a

request for pardon? Now a further question arises: if

“Purgatory” is simply purification through fire in

the encounter with the Lord, Judge and Savior, how

can a third person intervene, even if he or she is

particularly close to the other? When we ask such a

question, we should recall that no man is an island,

entire of itself. Our lives are involved with one
another, through innumerable interactions they are
linked together. No one lives alone. No one sins

alone. No one is saved alone. (Spe Salvi, 48)

In other words, in Spe Salvi, Pope Benedict was re-
affirming the important practice of praying for our
faithfully departed.

“No one lives alone. No one sins alone. No one is
saved alone.” One of the main ways that we pray for the
faithfully departed is to remember them at Mass on All
Souls Day or to pray for them at the cemetery where they
are buried. Traditionally, one may receive a full indulgence
if one were to visit a cemetergl and pray for the dead
between November 1% and 8. Upon visiting one’s
deceased loved one, one should pray one “Our Father” and
one “Hail Mary” for the intentions of the Pope, receive
Holy Communion worthily (ideally on the same day but
also this may precede or follow by our visit by several
days) and make a sacramental Confession within 20 days
before or after All Souls Day. The Catechism reminds us
that one of the ways that we can help the faithful departed
is “to obtain indulgences for them, so that the temporal
punishments due for their sins may be remitted”. (CCC,
1479) (As we know, when we confess our sins and receive
Absolution, our sins are forgiven. However, after our sins
are forgiven, there are still residual effects of sin on our
souls. A plenary indulgence removes the residual effects or
punishment.)

This year, on account of the pandemic, the Vatican
has extended the possibility of fulfilling the conditions to
receive the plenary indulgence throughout the month of
November. The Decree of the Apostolic Penitentiary on
Plenary Indulgences notes that for those who are infirm or
homebound or who cannot leave their homes or residence
for “serious reasons” (which include government
restrictions during a pandemic) can receive a plenary
indulgence by praying “before an image of Jesus or the
Blessed Virgin Mary, recite pious prayers for the deceased,
for example, Lauds and Vespers of the Office of the Dead,
the Marian Rosary, the Chaplet of Divine Mercy, other
prayers for the deceased dearest to the faithful, or occupy
themselves in considered reading of one of the Gospel
passages proposed by the liturgy of the deceased, or
perform a work of mercy by offering to God the sorrows
and hardships of their own lives.” The decree can be
found on our vestibule bulletin board and at this link:

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Como sabemos, el mes de noviembre se reserva para
que oremos con mas intencién por los fieles difuntos. Orar
el uno por el otro, ya sea por los vivos o por quienes han
pasado a la vida eterna, es lo que hacemos nosotros los Cris-
tianos. Nuestro Sefior mismo nos record6 que oremos el
uno por el otro, cuando dijo: “Pero yo os digo: Amad a
vuestros enemigos, bendecid a los que os maldicen, haced
bien a los que os aborrecen, y orad por los que os ultrajan y
os persiguen". (Mt 5:44) En su enciclica, "En la esperanza
somos salvos" (Spe Salvi) el Papa Benedicto XVI ensefio:

Que el amor pueda llegar hasta el més alla, que sea

posible un reciproco dar y recibir, en el que estamos

unidos unos con otros con vinculos de afecto mas
alla del confin de la muerte, ha sido una conviccion

fundamental del cristianismo de todos los siglos y

sigue siendo también hoy una experiencia consola-

dora. ;Quién no siente la necesidad de hacer llegar a

los propios seres queridos que ya se fueron un signo

de bondad, de gratitud o también de peticion de per-
don? Ahora nos podriamos hacer una pregunta mas:
si el « purgatorio » es simplemente el ser purificado
mediante el fuego en el encuentro con el Senor, Juez

y Salvador, ;como puede intervenir una tercera per-

sona, por mas que sea cercana a la otra? Cuando

planteamos una cuestion similar, deberiamos darnos
cuenta que ningun ser humano es una monada cerra-
da en si misma. Nuestras existencias estan en pro-

funda comunion entre si, entrelazadas unas con otras

a través de multiples interacciones. Nadie vive solo.

Ninguno peca solo. Nadie se salva solo. (Spe Salvi,

48)

En otras palabras, en Spe Salvi, el Papa Benedicto
estaba reafirmando la importante practica de orar por nues-
tros fieles difuntos.

"Nadie vive solo. Nadie peca solo. Nadie se salva
solo." Una de las principales formas en que oramos por los
fieles difuntos es recordarlos en la Misa el Dia de Todas las
Almas u orando por ellos en el cementerio donde estan se-
pultados. Tradicionalmente, uno puede recibir una indulgen-
cia completa si uno va a visitar un cementerio y reza por los
difuntos entre el 1 y el 8" de noviembre. Al visitar a su ser
querido fallecido, uno debe rezar un "Padre Nuestro" y un
"Ave Maria" por las intenciones del Papa, recibir la Santa
Comunion dignamente (idealmente en el mismo dia, pero
también lo puede hacer unos dias después de la visita al ce-
menterio) y hacer una Confesion sacramental 20 dias antes
o después del Dia de Todas las Almas. El Catecismo nos

recuerda que una de las maneras en que podemos ayudar a
los fieles difuntos es "obteniendo para ellos indulgencias,
de manera que se vean libres de las penas temporales
debidas por sus pecados.". (CCC, 1479) (Como sabemos,
cuando confesamos nuestros pecados y recibimos la
Absolucion, nuestros pecados son perdonados. Sin
embargo, después de que nuestros pecados son
perdonados, todavia hay efectos residuales del pecado en
nuestras almas. Una indulgencia plenaria elimina los
efectos residuales o el castigo.)

Este afio, debido a la pandemia, el Vaticano ha
ampliado la posibilidad de cumplir las condiciones para
recibir la indulgencia plenaria durante todo el mes de
noviembre. El Decreto de la Penitenciaria Apostolica
sobre Indulgencias Plenarias sefiala que los ancianos, los
enfermos y todos aquellos que por motivos graves no
puedan salir de casa, (por ejemplo a causa de las
restricciones impuestas por la autoridad competente por
tiempo de la pandemia, con el fin de evitar que numerosos
fieles se aglomeren en los lugares sagrados), podran
obtener la indulgencia plenaria siempre que se unan
espiritualmente a todos los demas fieles, completamente
desapegados del pecado y con la intencidén de cumplir
cuanto antes las tres condiciones habituales (confesion
sacramental, comunidn eucaristica y oracion segln las
intenciones del Santo Padre), ante una imagen de Jesus o
de la Santisima Virgen Maria, recen oraciones piadosas
por los difuntos, por ejemplo, laudes y visperas del Oficio
de Difuntos, el rosario mariano, la corona de la Divina
Misericordia, otras oraciones por los difuntos més
apreciadas por los fieles, o se dediquen a la lectura
meditada de alguno de los pasajes del Evangelio
propuestos por la liturgia de los difuntos, o realicen una
obra de misericordia ofreciendo a Dios los dolores y las
dificultades de su propia vida..." El decreto se puede
encontrar en nuestro tablon de anuncios de vestibulo y en
este enlace:
