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FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

Recently, I received in the mail the “Project Xavier
Newsletter”. Project Xavier (PX, www.projectxavier.org)
represents a small group of Catholic faithful who are trying to

evangelize, catechize and teach in China. PX is named after St.

Francis Xavier, an original member of the “Society of Jesus”
otherwise known as the Jesuits. During the last years of his

relatively brief life, St. Francis Xavier (1506-1552) served as a
missionary in India, Japan and China. The saint’s right arm is

kept and venerated in a reliquary in the Church of the Gesu in
Rome. It was with his right arm that St. Francis Xavier

baptized some 700,000 people. In a letter to St. Ignatius, that is

the Second Reading for the Office of Readings on December
3", St. Francis Xavier’s feast day, the baptizing saint wrote:
“The native Christians have no priests. They know only that
they are Christians. There is nobody to say Mass for them;

nobody to teach them the Creed, the Our Father, the Hail Mary
and the Commandments of God’s law. I have not stopped since

the day I arrived....Many, many people hereabouts are not
becoming Christians for one reason only: there is nobody to
make them Christians. Again and again, I have thought of
going round the universities in Europe, especially Paris, and
everywhere crying like a madman, riveting the attention of
those with more learning than charity: ‘What a tragedy: how
many souls are being shut out of heaven and falling into hell,
thanks to you!”” (Office of Readings, Dec 3)

The lay missionaries of Project Xavier have the zeal of

their namesake. I found about PX a few years ago when I met
Shannon who has over 20 years of experience evangelizing in
China. Sadly, on account of the present crackdowns on
religious education in China, Shannon and the other PX
missionaries are not able to physically work in China right
now. Still, they do what they can via the internet and they stay

in touch with Chinese Catholics whom they helped to form and

who are continuing to spread the Gospel in China. In the PX

newsletter (I am finally arriving at the story that I want to tell),

Shannon describes a time of year in China called “Spring
Festival, the Chinese New Year”. During Spring Festival, it is
customary for the Chinese to make special visits to relatives
and friends. In some cases, it is the only time of year that they
would visit a particular relative or friend. Every year,
Shannon’s friend, Mei would visit a woman that she did not
see any other time of year. When she was little, Mei would be

brought by her mother to visit the woman. As a young girl, Mei

did not realize why her mother would take her to visit the
woman. Later, as an adult, Mei came to learn that her mother
took her to visit the woman as an act of gratitude. It was only

in a roundabout way that Mei learned the reason for the annual

visits. Mei’s mother wanted her daughter to know the reason
why she was visiting the woman, but she could not bring

herself to tell her daughter directly. So, she told the reason to a

neighbor, in a room in the house next to a room that Mei was
in, knowing that Mei would be able to overhear the
conversation.

As background to the story, for years, China has

enforced the “One Child Policy” which means that a family
can only have one child. If another child were to be
conceived, the mother would be forced to abort the child.
When Mei’s mother conceived her, she had already had a
son. She knew that she would not be able to keep Mei. But
she went to the abortion clinic to comply with the law. The
nurse caring for the pregnant mother at the clinic could sense
the mother’s reluctance to have the abortion. When the
doctor came in to perform the abortion, the nurse told the
physician: “I don’t think she should have abortion today. She
has a bit of a cold. It would be better to wait for another day.”
Without verifying the nurse’s assessment, the doctor left the
room. The nurse told Mei’s mother to leave and return
another time when she was feeling better. Mei’s mother
never returned to that clinic.

To show her gratitude to the nurse, annually during
Chinese New Year, Mei’s mother took Mei to see the nurse
so that she could see the girl whose life she had helped to
save. In her article, Shannon points out how there are no pro-
life organizations in China. Yet, Mei’s mother and the nurse,
neither of whom is a Christian, had the intuition and incli-
nation that “this was a person who needed to be protected,
not killed”. This is one example of many who have found
their way around the One Child Policy in China over the
years. Mei eventually grew into adulthood and in college she
met a Christian missionary. Mei became a Christian and is
now a religious sister. Please pray for the success of Project
Xavier and for the conversion of China.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Recientemente, recibi por correo el "Circular del
Proyecto Xavier". El Proyecto Xavier (PX,
WwWw.projectxavier.org) representa a un pequeiio grupo de
fieles catolicos que estan tratando de evangelizar, catequi-
zar y ensefiar en China. PX lleva el nombre de San Francis-
co Javier, un miembro original de la "Sociedad de Jests",
también conocida como los Jesuitas. Durante los Gltimos
anos de su relativamente breve vida, San Francisco Javier
(1506-1552) sirvi6 como misionero en la India, Japon y
China. El brazo derecho del santo se guarda y venera en
un relicario en la Iglesia del Gesu en Roma. Fue con su
brazo derecho que San Francisco Javier bautizo a unas
700,000 personas. En una carta a San Ignacio, la cual es la
segunda lectura para el Oficio de Lecturas el 3 de diciem-
bre, dia de San Francisco Javier, el santo bautizador escri-
bio: "Los cristianos nativos, privados de sacerdotes, lo uni-
co que saben es que son cristianos. No hay nadie que cele-
bre para ellos la misa, nadie que les ensefie el Credo, el Pa-
drenuestro, el Avemaria o los mandamientos de la ley de
Dios. Por esto, desde que he llegado aqui, no me he dado
momento de reposo..... Muchos, en estos lugares, no son
cristianos, simplemente porque no hay quien los haga tales.
Muchas veces me vienen ganas de recorrer las universida-
des de Europa, principalmente la de Paris, y de ponerme a
gritar por doquiera, como quien ha perdido el juicio, para
impulsar a los que poseen mas ciencia que caridad, con es-
tas palabras: «jAy, cudntas almas, por vuestra desidia, que-
dan excluidas del cielo y se precipitan en el infierno!»".
(Oficina de Lecturas, 3 de diciembre)

Los misioneros laicos del Proyecto Xavier tienen el
celo del mismo entusiasmo. Me entere de PX hace unos
afios cuando conoci a Shannon, quien tiene mas de 20 afios
de experiencia evangelizando en China. Lamentablemente,
debido a las actuales medidas represivas contra la educa-
cion religiosa en China, Shannon y los otros misioneros de
PX no pueden trabajar fisicamente en China en este mo-
mento. Aun asi, hacen lo que pueden a través del Internet
y se mantienen en contacto con los catolicos chinos a quie-
nes ayudaron a formar y que continian difundiendo el
Evangelio en China. En el boletin de PX (finalmente estoy
llegando a la historia que quiero contar), Shannon describe
una época del afio en China llamada "Festival de Primave-
ra, el Afio Nuevo Chino". Durante el Festival de Primave-
ra, es costumbre que los chinos hagan visitas especiales a
familiares y amigos. En algunos casos, es la Ginica época
del afio en que visitarian a un pariente o amigo en particu-

lar. Cada afio, la amiga de Shannon, Mei, visitaba a una
mujer que no veia en ninguna otra época del afio. Cuando
era pequeia, la madre de Mei la llevaba con ella a visitar a
la mujer. Cuando era nifia, Mei no se percataba por qué su
madre la llevaba a visitar a la mujer. Més tarde, como adul-
ta, Mei se enter6 de que su madre la llevaba visitar a la mu-
jer como un acto de gratitud. Fue solo de una manera indi-
recta que Mei aprendio la razén de las visitas anuales. La
madre de Mei queria que su hija supiera la razon por la que
estaba visitando a la mujer, pero no se atrevia a decirselo
directamente. Entonces, le cont6 la razén a un vecino, en
un cuarto de la casa al lado de una habitacion en la que es-
taba Mei, sabiendo que Mei podria escuchar la conversa-
cion.

Como origen de la historia, por afios, China ha apli-
cado la "Reglamento de un Solo Hijo", lo que significa que
una familia puede tener un hijo solamente. Si se concibiera
otro nifio, la madre se veria obligada a abortar al nifio.
Cuando la madre de Mei la concibio, ella ya habia tenido
un hijo. Sabia que no podria quedarse con Mei. Pero fue a
la clinica de aborto para cumplir con la ley. La enfermera
que cuidaba a la madre embarazada en la clinica pudo sen-
tir la indecision de la madre a abortar. Cuando el médico
vino a realizar el aborto, la enfermera le dijo al médico:
"No creo que deba abortar hoy. Ella tiene un leve resfriado.
Seria mejor esperar otro dia". Sin verificar la evaluacion de
la enfermera, el médico salié de la habitacion. La enfer-
mera le dijo a la madre de Mei que se fuera y regresara en
otro momento cuando se sintiera mejor. La madre de Mei
nunca regreso a esa clinica.

Para mostrar su gratitud a la enfermera, anualmente
durante el Ano Nuevo Chino, la madre de Mei llevaba a
Mei a ver a la enfermera para que pudiera ver a la nifia cu-
ya vida habia ayudado a salvar. En su articulo, Shannon
sefiala como no hay organizaciones pro-vida en China. Sin
embargo, la madre de Mei y la enfermera, ninguna de las
cuales es cristiana, tenian la intuicion y la inclinacion de
que "esta era una persona que necesitaba ser protegida, no
asesinada". Este es un ejemplo de muchos que han encon-
trado su camino alrededor del Reglamento de Un Solo Hijo
en China a lo largo de los afios. Mei eventualmente crecio
hasta la edad adulta y en la universidad conoci6 a un misio-
nero cristiano. Mei se hizo cristiana y ahora es una herma-
na religiosa. Por favor, oren por el éxito del Proyecto Xa-
vier y por la conversion de China.
