'# FROM THE PASTOR’S
‘ DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

When you grow up in a Filipino-American
household, there are few things which will always be
commonplace; we take off our shoes before entering into a
house. We eat rice for breakfast, lunch, dinner, and even
dessert. And most of all, the majority of us are baptized
Catholic. If you asked me growing up, why I was Catholic, I
would have shrugged my shoulders, “I don’t know.” It’s
probably the same reason why my people eat rice - because
we’re Filipino. It’s just something you do. Such an attitude
makes complete sense when you realize that the Philippines
has the largest Christian population in all of Asia.
Catholicism has been intertwined with our culture's DNA
since the first Spanish missionaries brought the faith to the
islands in 1521. Like with anything else that is passed down
from generation to generation, I took my Catholic faith for
granted. Growing up, we always attended Sunday Mass. If
someone asked me if I believed in God, I would have
effortlessly said yes. Yet, I still did not understand the
precious gift this Catholic thing my parents gave me. It
would take me eighteen years before my eyes were open to
the power and beauty of our Catholic Faith!

“You are the salt of the earth,” Jesus tells us in
today’s Gospel reading. “You are the light of the world. A
city set on a mountain cannot be hidden.” (Cf. Matthew 5:13
-15). He is reminding us of our high, noble calling. To be
Christian is to be a lightbearer, leading the world out of
darkness back to our Heavenly Creator, back to our Father.

The image of “salt” and “light” that he uses is often
lost on us as modern readers but for the first century Jewish
audience that was listening to him, they would have
immediately understood its complex significance. “Salt” is
connected to the Holy Temple in Jerusalem, where the
Jewish priests would pour on the meat of the animal
sacrifices as sign of purity and flavor for consumption. It is
also used for Jewish religious worship as seen in the Book
of Chronicles and Numbers (Cf. 2 Chr. 13:5; see also Num
18:19). Salt, therefore, is about true worship and holiness of
life.

Being the ‘light”, as Jesus tells us to be, also has a
strong relationship with the Temple again. The Jews
believed that when the End of the World came, the Temple
would be a miraculous and continual source of light for all
those who stayed faithful to God. Each year, during what
they called the Festival of Tabernacles, the Jews would light
huge candles for 24 hours a day. These practices of salt and
light, was only a practice run for the true salt and the true
light. It is Christ. We Christians are called to share in his
power. Now do you see why we must embrace and fully live
our Catholic faith? The world needs holy Christians.
Without us, everything would be bland and dreary.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Cuando creces en un hogar filipino estadounidense,
hay algunas cosas que siempre seran comunes; nos quita-
mos los zapatos antes de entrar en una casa. Comemos
arroz para el desayuno, el almuerzo, la cena e incluso para
el postre. Y, sobre todo, la mayoria de nosotros somos
bautizados catolicos. Si me hubieran preguntado cuando
era niflo por qué era catolico, me habria encogido de hom-
bros, "No lo s¢". Probablemente sea la misma razon por la
que mi gente come arroz: porque somos filipinos. Es solo
algo que se hace. Tal actitud tiene mucho sentido cuando
te das cuenta de que Filipinas tiene la poblacion cristiana
mas grande de toda Asia. El catolicismo ha estado entrela-
zado con el ADN de nuestra cultura desde que los prime-
ros misioneros espafioles trajeron la fe a las islas en 1521.
Como todo lo que se transmite de generacidon en genera-
cion, no valoraba mi fe catolica. Mientras crecia, siempre
asistiamos a la misa dominical. Si alguien me hubiera pre-
guntado si creia en Dios, habria dicho que si sin pensarlo.
Sin embargo, todavia no comprendia el precioso regalo, de
lo catdlico, que mis padres me dieron. jMe tomaria dieci-
ocho afios antes de que mis 0jos se abrieran al poder y la
belleza de nuestra fe catélica!

“Ustedes son la sal de la tierra” nos dice Jests en
el Evangelio de hoy. "Ustedes son la luz del mundo. No se
puede ocultar una ciudad construida en lo alto de un mon-
te”. (Cf. Mateo 5, 13-15). El nos esta recordando nuestro
alto y noble llamado. Ser cristiano es ser un portador de
luz, sacando al mundo de las tinieblas de regreso a nuestro
Creador celestial, de regreso a nuestro Padre. Cuando ob-
servo nuestra cultura moderna, veo un campo de batalla
plagado de corazones y almas rotas, de mis queridos her-
manos y hermanas, quienes buscan la felicidad y el gozo
infinito en las cosas finitas de este mundo. Sin embargo,
nunca se encontrara alli. Esta solo en Jesus.

La imagen de "sal" y "luz" que usa a menudo se
nos escapa como lectores modernos, pero para la audiencia
judia del primer siglo que lo escuchaba, habrian entendido
de inmediato su significado complejo. La “sal” esta conec-
tada con el Templo Sagrado de Jerusalén, donde los sacer-
dotes judios vertian la carne de los animales sacrificados
como sefial de pureza y sabor para consumir. También se
usa para el culto religioso judio como se ve en el Libro de
las Cronicas y Numeros (cf. 2 Cronicas 13:5; véase tam-
bién Numeros 18:19). La sal, por lo tanto, se trata de la
verdadera adoracion y santidad de vida.

Ser la 'luz', como Jesus nos dice que seamos, tam-
bién tiene una fuerte relacion con el Templo. Los judios
creian que cuando llegara el Fin del Mundo, el Templo
seria una fuente de luz milagrosa y continua para todos
aquellos que se mantuvieran fieles a Dios. Cada afo, du-

rante lo que llamaban la Fiesta de los Tabernaculos, los ju-
dios encendian enormes velas durante las 24 horas del dia.
Estas practicas de sal y luz, eran sélo una practica desem-
pefiada por la verdadera sal y la verdadera luz. Es Cristo.
Nosotros los cristianos estamos llamados a participar de su
poder. ; Ven ahora por qué debemos aprovechar y vivir ple-
namente nuestra fe catdlica? El mundo necesita cristianos
santos. Sin nosotros, todo seria aburrido y triste.
