FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

In his book “Jesus of Nazareth, Part II, Holy Week,”
Pope Benedict XVI explains that the cleansing of the temple
was a pivotal point in the decision of the authorities to do
something about Jesus. In the Gospel of Mark, when the
chief priests and the scribes heard our Lord’s words (“Is it
not written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer for
all the nations? But you have made it a den of robbers’.”
Mk 11:17), they “sought a way to destroy him”. (Mk 11:18)
Indeed, within a week, Jesus was dead. What was it about
the cleansing of the temple that made the authorities want to
kill Jesus?

To answer this question, it is good to understand first
why Jesus did what he did. One of the reasons Jesus
cleansed the temple, was to show who he was. In the
Gospels, we see how Jesus spoke with authority. For
example, he forgave sins. He calmed the wind and waves.
He casted out demons. He healed. Through these actions,
Jesus was announcing and demonstrating who he was. He
was acting in the person of God and manifesting his
authority over all of creation. He has authority over creation
because He is God and God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit
brought all of creation into being. Secondly, through the
cleansing of the temple, Jesus was instituting a new temple.
He said: “I will destroy this old temple which has become
corrupt and I will replace it with a new one.” With his
words that “in three days he will raise up” the temple, Jesus
wanted his listeners to understand that he would be
constructing a new temple. And this new temple would be
his own Body. Through his Death and Resurrection, Jesus’
own Body became the sacred dwelling place of God. And,
by dying and rising, Our Lord created the Mystical Body,
which is the Church. And from the Church, we receive the
grace of the sacraments that unite us more closely to each
other, to the Church and to God.

In the Gospel of John, Jesus says: “Destroy this
temple, and in three days I will raise it up.” (Jn 2:19) The
Jewish leaders interpreted Our Lord’s actions as akin to
what the worst enemies of the Israelites did in the Old
Testament. The enemies of the Israelites destroyed the
physical temple. And that’s what the Jewish leaders
interpreted Jesus to saying that he was going to do. He was a
major threat to their way of living and thinking. Yet, by
cleansing the temple in the way that he did, Jesus was trying
to move the Jewish authorities to think in a new way.

In the Gospels, Jesus said that the temple is meant to
be a house of prayer. Our bodies and souls are meant to be
temple where God can dwell in us. This Lent, each of us
can ask ourselves: Is the temple of my body a place where
God dwells? Is the temple of my person a place of holiness,
a place of prayer? Or has my temple become a den of
thieves? What forces, tendencies or attitudes have found
their way into my temple? Is there greed, pride, lust,
gluttony, anger, the deadly sins that need to be thrown out?
This Lent, let us invite Jesus into our lives, our bodies, our

souls and our minds. As he walks into my heart, and looks
around, what does he see? What tables does he need to
overturn in my life? What thieves does he need to cast out
of my soul? What are the things that I need to bring to
Our Lord in sacramental confession so the he can purify
me, heal me and forgive me? (Our Communal Lenten
Penance Service is this Wednesday, March 30", at 7p.)

As we enter into the stretch run of Lent, we pray
that Jesus may carry out his merciful and spiritual surgery
on us so that we can more and more become the pure, holy
dwelling place of prayer, purity and holiness and where
the Father, Son and Holy Spirit live and reign.

(Lucas 15:1-3, 11-32) o Juan 9: 1-41 [1, 6-9, 13-17, 34-38].

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

En su libro “Jesus de Nazaret, Parte 1I, Semana San-
ta”, el Papa Benedicto XVI explica que la limpieza del templo
fue un punto fundamental en la decision de las autoridades de
hacer algo por Jesus. En el Evangelio de Marcos, cuando los
principales sacerdotes y los escribas escucharon las palabras
de nuestro Sefior (“;No esta escrito: 'Mi casa, casa de oracion
sera llamada para todas las naciones? Pero vosotros la habéis
hecho cueva de ladrones'. ” Mc 11,17), “buscaron la manera
de destruirlo”. (Marcos 11:18)

De hecho, dentro de una semana, Jests estaba muerto. ;Qué
habia en la limpieza del templo que hizo que las autoridades
quisieran matar a Jesus?

Para contestar esta pregunta, es bueno entender pri-
mero por qué Jests hizo lo que hizo. Una de las razones por
las que Jesus limpi6 el templo fue para mostrar quién era. En
los Evangelios, vemos cémo Jesus hablo con autoridad. Por
ejemplo, perdono los pecados. Calmo el viento y las olas. Ex-
puls6 demonios. El san6. A través de estas acciones, Jesus
estaba anunciando y demostrando quién era. Estaba actuando
en la persona de Dios y manifestando su autoridad sobre toda
la creacion. El tiene autoridad sobre la creacion porque El es
Dios, y Dios, Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo cre6 toda la crea-
cion. En segundo lugar, a través de la limpieza del templo,
Jesus estaba instituyendo un nuevo templo. El dijo: “Destruiré
este templo que se ha corrompido y lo reemplazaré por uno
nuevo”. Con sus palabras de que “en tres dias levantard” el
templo, Jests queria que sus oyentes entendieran que estaria
construyendo un nuevo templo. Y este nuevo templo seria su
propio Cuerpo. A través de su Muerte y Resurreccion, el pro-
pio Cuerpo de Jesus se convirtid en la morada sagrada de
Dios. Y, muriendo y resucitando, Nuestro Sefior cre6 el Cuer-
po Mistico, que es la Iglesia. Y de la Iglesia recibimos la gra-
cia de los sacramentos que nos unen mas entre nosotros, con
la Iglesia y con Dios.

En el Evangelio de Juan, Jesus dice: “Destruid este
templo, y en tres dias lo levantaré”. (Jn 2:19) Los lideres ju-
dios interpretaron las acciones de Nuestro Sefior como simila-
res a lo que hicieron los peores enemigos de los israelitas en
el Antiguo Testamento. Los enemigos de los israelitas destru-
yeron el templo fisico. Y eso es lo que los lideres judios inter-
pretaron que Jesus dijo que iba a hacer. Era una gran amenaza
para su forma de vivir y pensar. Sin embargo, al limpiar el
templo de la manera que lo hizo, Jests estaba tratando de mo-
ver a las autoridades judias a pensar de una forma nueva.

En los Evangelios, Jesus dijo que el templo esta
destinado a ser una casa de oracion. Nuestros cuerpos y almas
estan destinados a ser un templo donde Dios pueda morar en
nosotros. Esta Cuaresma, cada uno de nosotros puede pregun-
tarse: ;Es el templo de mi cuerpo un lugar donde mora Dios?
(Es el templo de mi persona un lugar de santidad, un lugar de

oracion? ;O se ha convertido mi templo en cueva de ladro-
nes? ;Qué fuerzas, tendencias o actitudes han llegado a mi
templo? ;Existe la codicia, el orgullo, la lujuria, la glotoneria,
la ira, los pecados capitales que necesitan ser desechados?
Esta Cuaresma, invitemos a Jesus a nuestras vidas, nuestros
cuerpos, nuestras almas y nuestras mentes. Cuando entra en
mi corazén y mira a su alrededor, ;qué ve? ;Qué tablas nece-
sita volcar en mi vida? ;A qué ladrones necesita echar de mi
alma? ;Cuales son las cosas que debo llevar a Nuestro Sefor
en la confesion sacramental para que me purifique, me sane y
me perdone? (Nuestro Servicio de Penitencia Comunal de
Cuaresma es este miércoles 30 de marzo a las 7 p.m.)

Al entrar en el tramo final de la Cuaresma, oremos
para que Jesus pueda llevar a cabo su cirugia misericordiosa y
espiritual en nosotros para que podamos convertirnos cada
vez mas en el lugar puro y santo de la oracion, la pureza y la
santidad, y donde el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo vivan y
reinen.
