FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK
Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

A couple of years ago, I contributed the following to the monthly newsletter of the Council 4901 of the Knights of Columbus for which
I am honored to serve as chaplain. I thought I might also share it with you. For as long as I can remember, I have wanted to ride, drive or operate
things with wheels. When I was 8 or 9 years old, I longed for a five-speed stingray-type bike. When I
was gifted with one, I rode it all over our backyard and countryside where my family grew up in the
fields and orchards in Sutter County. As I grew into my teens, I begged my father to let me drive tractor
in the nursery row for the nursery that he founded and ran for five decades. I wanted a break from the _
hard work of being on one’s hands and knees in the nursery row weeding and “suckering” which was the |§
term that is used to describe the removal of the lower limbs of a young tree. Finally, when I got my |
driver’s license to drive a car at the age of 16, my father allowed me to jump on a tractor. I drove
everything from a Farm-All, which straddled the nursery trees to a crawler-type “Caterpillar” tractor |
discing in the open field. The summer after my senior year of high school, I got my Class A driver’s &
license so that I could drive semi-trucks and deliver the bare-root trees in the winter to customers in £ ==
California, Oregon, Washington and Colorado. I delivered trees all through college during the tree
harvest season which ran from December through April. Fortunately, I attended a university where we
had a six week break at Christmas time so I could drive truck. I couldn’t get enough of the truck driving.  Driving for Sierra Gold Nurseries.
When I was in graduate school at Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo, studying for an MBA, I drove tomato truck At a truck stop in Utah in 1983
for two summers. It was good money for a young man in his mid-twenties.
Still, I had always wanted to drive cross-country, so when I was 27 years old, I drove for the better part of the year for JB Hunt
Transportation based in Lowell, Arkansas. Although I would start from a JB Hunt Terminal in Los Angeles, typically my first load would take
A me back east. Then, for three weeks I would be hauling between cities east of the Mississippi River where
most of the country’s cities are bunched together. At the end of three weeks, I would get a load to take me
back to L.A. where I would get a day off for each week that I was away. Iloved it. It gave me a chance to
see the country, albeit mostly from the elevated vantage point of a tractor-trailer and the smooth sailing of
| { the freeway. In eight months of 1988, I drove some 90,000 miles through 46 states, missing the Dakotas
| and obviously Alaska and Hawaii. I drove 500 miles in a typical day’s work and 2,500 to 3,000 miles a
week. I hauled anything that you can think of that didn’t need refrigeration: toys from L.A. to a Walmart
distribution center in Bentonville, Arkansas, rags from the Bronx, New York to the naval ship yard in
Jacksonville, Florida, video tapes from L.A. to Chicago, styrofoam cups from Sacramento to Spokane,
= | Washington, and potatoes from Clovis, New Mexico to Springdale, Arkansas. For that potato trip, I had to
et s 8 take back roads all the way through Texas and Oklahoma, since my truck was overloaded by 10,000
Tauling tomatoes Vorn: pounds and I wanted to avoid the truck scales on the freeway. JB Hunt was, and still is, I imagine, for the
Star Trucking in 1985 most part, an “irregular-route” trucking company, which means that you drive from point A to B to C to D,
and so forth. Typically, the irregular-route truck driver is not driving back and forth between the same two
cities. It kept life interesting, to say the least, and allowed me the opportunity to visit family and friends throughout the country.
On Sundays, it was a sometimes challenging to find a Catholic church where I could attend Mass [
(especially in the southern states known as the “Bible Belt”). Way before the internet and GPS, I would )
pull my rig over and find a telephone book in a phone booth (remember those?) and look up the nearest
Catholic church in the yellow pages. Parking the truck was somewhat of a challenge also. Sometimes, I
had to drop the trailer so that I could just drive the truck tractor to the church. In any case, [ don’t
remember missing Mass the whole time I drove cross-country. The long hours in the truck gave me the
chance to listen to books on tape about the Catholic faith. I also listened to novels and short stories. To
be sure, I listened to ballgames and news shows, as well. And, I would pray the Rosary at least once .
daily. I was not particularly pious at that time in my life, but the daily prayer and Sunday Mass provided JR&®,
good structure in a job where every day brought new experiences. B
When I look back on that cross-country truck driving experience, I am struck by how it was not
all that different from this life. We are on a journey. Our life’s journey is full of twists and turns and we . My mother and I in 1988
realize that it is not all that there is. We know that eternal life awaits us. And, to be well-prepared for the life
to come, we need to be fed on the journey. Brothers and sisters, this season of Lent is a time to re-commit to growing in our faith and virtue. I
encourage you to re-commit to attending Sunday Mass, in person if possible, but at least virtually. If you already attend Sunday Mass, and are
free on weekday mornings, why not attend daily Mass? Challenge yourselves to be fed by some good spiritual reading or a good podcast or a
video offering on Formed.org. Take advantage of the Sacrament of Confession frequently. Above all, may we grow in our friendship with Jesus
Christ, who died for us and rose from the dead and who loves us beyond all measure.

We Must Oppose “The Equality Act”

“He was speaking about the temple of his Body.” In
today’s Gospel Jesus expresses a truth that is found in the Bible
from beginning to end: our bodies are meant to be holy temples.
Jesus stood in the temple and proclaimed that his body was a temple
that would be destroyed but then raised in three days. A temple is a
sacred place where God can dwell. St. Paul says that sexual sins
outside of marriage are especially grievous because they prevent
God from having his home in us: “Every other sin a person commits
is outside the body, but the immoral person sins against his own
body. Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy
Spirit within you, which you have from God? You are not your
own; you were bought with a price. So, glorify God in your
body.” (1 Cor 6:18-20)

Every one of us must act quickly to oppose the “Equality
Act” which goes against our Catholic beliefs, and also goes against
common sense and rational thinking. Our Catholic theologians
explain that sexual acts cause more harm than good unless they
express the love of a husband and wife within marriage and are open
to life. Such acts are only fulfilling and satisfying (not addictive) if
they are expressions of love between a man and woman which could
become three (like the Trinity). Our Catholic psychologists and
sociologists can provide statistics which prove that traditional
marriage is the one way to raise children which should be enshrined
in law. We must try to explain these truths to believers and non-
believers alike.

Gender ideologists are trying to force us to go against our
beliefs. We do not believe that it is good therapy for people to
follow their every urge and sentiment. Certainly, we feel
compassion for those who suffer gender dysphoria and who
experience same-sex attraction. I have counseled many of these
individuals, and I can attest that they only make their cross heavier
when they desecrate the temple of their body. Many of them want
to get out of the alternative lifestyle because they realized that they
could not find happiness in sterile sexual acts and cross-dressing and
sex-change operations. Some of them are able to look back at their
childhood experiences and discover deep fears or wounds which
caused them to feel either rejection or hunger for their own gender.
There is good counseling and bad counseling. Parents have a right
to protect their children from teachers who would give the wrong
kind of guidance to their young children.

Please urge your legislators to reject the “Equality Act”,
since it will persecute and discriminate against Christian believers.
Those who formulated this law wish to make our Catholic Church
illegal. The “Equality Act” would promote things that harmful to
individuals and to society. All rational people should open their
eyes and recognize this. Even non-believers. We oppose it because
it is wrong. It is bad psychology, bad anthropology, bad sociology
and bad politics. Our reason for opposing it is not simply because
“the Bible says so” or because “the Church says so”. It is not wrong
“because the Church says”; the “Church says” because it is wrong!
Please visit the website of the US Bishops ( https://www.usccb.org/
take-action ) to learn about the Catholic Church’s view of this
legislation. Also, I encourage you to visit the website of Courage
International ( https://couragerc.org/ ) an apostolate which helps
those who suffer because of same-sex attraction and gender issues.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Hace un par de afos, atribui lo siguiente al boletin mensual del Consejo 4901 de los Caballeros de Colon, para el cual me siento honrado
de servir como capellan. Pensé que también podria compartirlo con ustedes. Desde que tengo uso de ra-
z6n, he querido montar, conducir u operar cosas con ruedas. Cuando tenia 8 o 9 afios, anhelaba una bici-
cleta tipo stingray de cinco velocidades. Cuando me regalaron una, la monté y conduje por todo nuestro
patio y por el campo, donde creci con mi familia en los campos y huertos del condado de Sutter. A medi-
da que crecia a ser un adolescente, le rogué a mi padre que me dejara conducir tractor en los surcos en el
vivero, el cual el fundo y corri6 durante cinco décadas. Queria un descanso del arduo trabajo que era estar
en manos y rodillas en los surcos del vivero quitando el zacate y "desahijando", el cual es el término que
se usa para describir quitar las extremidades inferiores de un arbol joven. Finalmente, cuando obtuve mi
licencia para conducir un carro a la edad de 16 afios, mi padre me permitié subirme en un tractor. Conduje [
de todo, desde una maquina para todo, que levantaba arboles de invernadero hasta un tractor tipo rastrea-
dor "carapila" la que disqueaba en el campo abierto. El verano después de mi tltimo afio de escuela secun-
daria, obtuve mi licencia clase A para poder conducir camiones semi y entregar los arboles durante el in-
vierno a los clientes en California, Oregon, Washington y Colorado. Entregué arboles durante mis afios en ~_ Conduciendo para viveros Sierra
el colegio en la temporada de cosecha de arboles que se extendia de diciembre a abril. Afortunadamente, ~ Gold. En una parada de camiones en
asisti a una universidad donde teniamos un descanso de seis semanas en Navidad, asi que podia conducir Utah en 1983
el camioén. No me cansaba de conducir el camion. Cuando estaba en la escuela de posgrado en Cal Poly,

San Luis Obispo, estudiando para una maestria, MBA, conduje un camion de tomate durante dos veranos. Era buen dinero para un joven de vein-
te tantos afios.

Aun asi, siempre quise conducir a través del pais, asi que cuando tenia 27 afios, conduje durante la mayor parte del afio para JB Hunt
Transportation con sede en Lowell, Arkansas. Aunque empezaria desde una terminal de JB Hunt en Los
Angeles, normalmente mi primera carga me llevaba de vuelta al este. Luego, durante tres semanas estaria
acarreando entre ciudades al este del Rio Misisipi, donde la mayoria de las ciudades estan amontonadas. Al
final de tres semanas, recibia una carga que me llevara de vuelta a Los Angeles, donde tendria un dia libre
| por cada semana que estaba fuera. Me encant6. Me dio la oportunidad de ver el pais, aunque haya sido
desde el punto de vista elevado de un tractor-remolque y la navegacion suave de la autopista. En ocho me-
ses de 1988, conduje unas 90,000 millas a través de 46 estados, con excepcion de las Dakota y obviamente
Alaska y Hawai. Conducia 500 millas en un dia tipico de trabajo y de 2,500 a 3,000 millas a la semana.
Acarreaba cualquier cosa que se pudiera pensar que no necesitara refrlgeracmn juguetes desde Los Angeles
a un centro de distribucion de Walmart en Bentonville, Arkansas, ropa desde el Bronx, Nueva York hasta el
= astillero naval en Jacksonville, Florida, cintas de video desde Los Angeles a Chicago, vasos desechables de

* Sacramento a Spokane, Washlngton y papas desde Clovis, Nuevo México a Springdale, Arkansas. Para ese
Acar T gando tomates para la viaje de papas, tuve que tomar carreteras a través de Texas y Oklahoma, ya que mi camion estaba sobrecar-
compaiiia Morning Star en 1985 5440 por 10,000 libras y queria evitar las basculas de camiones en la autopista. JB Hunt era, y sigue siendo,
me imagino, en su mayor parte, una compaiiia de camiones de "ruta irregular", lo que significa que conduces
de punto A aBa CaD,y asi sucesivamente. Por lo general, el conductor del camion de ruta irregular no estd conduciendo de un lado a otro entre
las mismas dos ciudades. Esto hacia la vida interesante, por decir lo menos, y me dio la oportunidad de visitar a familiares y amigos en todo el

Los domingos, a veces era un reto encontrar una iglesia catélica donde pudiera asistir a Misa
(especialmente en los estados del sur conocidos como el "Cintur6on Biblico"). Mucho antes de internet y el
GPS, hacia mi camion a un lado y buscaba un directorio telefénico en una cabina telefonica (;recuerdan
esos?) y buscaba la iglesia Catdlica mas cercana en las paginas amarillas. Estacionar el camion también era g
un reto. A veces, tenia que despegar y dejar el remolque para poder conducir el camion a la iglesia. En
cualquier caso, no recuerdo haber faltado a Misa en todo el tiempo que conduje a través del pais. Las lar-
gas horas en el camion me dieron la oportunidad de escuchar libros en cinta sobre la fe catélica. También
escuché novelas y cuentos. Sin duda, también escuchaba juegos de balon y programas de noticias. Y reza-
ba el Rosario al menos una vez al dia. No era particularmente piadoso en ese momento de mi vida, pero la
oracion diaria y la Misa dominical proporcionaban una buena estructura en un trabajo donde cada dia traia
nuevas experiencias.

Cuando miro hacia atras en esa experiencia de conducir camiones de campo, me sorprende mirar
como no era tan diferente a esta vida. Estamos en una jornada. La jornada de nuestra vida esta llena de giros y vueltas y nos damos cuenta de que
no es lo tnico que hay. Sabemos que la vida eterna nos espera. Y, para estar bien preparados para la vida venidera, necesitamos ser alimentados
en el viaje. Hermanos y hermanas, este tiempo de Cuaresma es un momento para comprometernos a crecer en nuestra fe y virtud. Los animo a
volver a comprometerse a asistir a la Misa dominical, en persona si es posible, pero al menos virtualmente. Si ya asiste a Misa dominical, y esta
disponible en las mafanas de lunes a viernes, ¢por qué no asistir a Misa diaria? Retese usted mismo a ser alimentados por una buena lectura espiri-
tual o un buen podcast o un video en Formed.org. Aproveche el sacramento de la confesion con frecuencia. Sobre todo, a que crezcamos en nues-
tra relacidon con Jesucristo, que muri6 por nosotros y resucito de entre los muertos y que nos ama mas alla de cualquier cosa.

Debemos Luchar Contra el “Equality Act”

"Estaba hablando del templo de su cuerpo”. En el evangelio de hoy,
Jesus expresa una verdad fundamental: nuestros cuerpos estan destinados a ser
templos santos (Juan 2:13-25). En el temple Jests alzo la voz y dijo que su
cuerpo era un templo que seria destruido y luego resucitado en tres dias. Un
templo es un lugar sagrado dentro del cual Dios quiere dimorar. San Pablo
dice que un acto sexual fuera del matrimonio son pecados especialmente graves
y que impiden que Dios tenga su hogar en nosotros: “Cualquier otro pecado
que alguien cometa queda fuera de su cuerpo, pero el que tiene esas relaciones
sexuales peca contra su propio cuerpo. ;No saben que su cuerpo es templo del
Espiritu Santo que han recibido de Dios y que estd en ustedes? Ya no se perte-
necen a si mismos. Ustedes han sido comprados a un precio muy alto; procu-
ren, pues, que sus cuerpos sirvan a la gloria de Dios.” (1 Cor 6:18-20)

Cada uno de nosotros debe actuar rdpidamente para oponernos a una
nueva ley que quieren imponer que se llama “El Equality Act” (“La Ley de
Igualdad”). Esta ley va en contra de nuestras creencias catolicas, y que tam-
bién va en contra del sentido comun y el pensamiento racional. Nuestros tedlo-
gos catolicos explican que los actos sexuales son dafiosos cuando no expresan
el amor de un esposo y una esposa dentro del matrimonio y cuando también
estén abiertos a la vida. Tales actos causan satisfaccion y una profunda felici-
dad. No causan adiccion a la lujuria. Estos actos son parecidos a la Santisima
Trinidad jporque son dos que pueden eventualmente ser tres!

Nuestros psicologos catodlicos y nuestros socidlogos catdlicos afirman
que el matrimonio tradicional es la inica forma de criar hijos. Solo el matri-
monio entre un hombre y una mujer merece ser protegido y confirmado por las
leyes civiles. Debemos tratar de explicar estas verdades tanto a los creyentes
como a los no creyentes.

Los enemigos de la iglesia estan tratando de obligarnos a ir en contra
de nuestras creencias. Nuestra creencia es que, para el ser humano, no es una
buena “terapia” seguir todos sus impulsos y sentimientos. Tenemos compa-
sion cuando vemos personas que sienten confusion en su sexualidad y personas
que sienten atraccion por personas del mismo sexo. Durante los treinta afios de
mi ministerio sacerdotal, yo he aconsejado a muchas de estas personas y afirmo
que estas personas sufren una cruz pesada. Pero también he visto que la cruz
de estas personas vuelve todavia mas pesada cuando ensucien el templo de su
cuerpo. Muchos de estas personas quieren escapar de la sociedad homosexual
(gay lifestyle) porque descubrieron que alli no alcanzaron la felicidad. Se die-
ron cuenta de que no podian encontrar la felicidad en actos sexuales estériles o
en travestismo o en tratar de cambiar su género por medio de una operacion
quirtrgica

En veces, estas personas pueden ser ayudadas por medio de buena
terapia psicologico. Analizan a sus experiencias infantiles y descubren las
causas de sus temores o llagas profundos que les hicieron sentir un cierto re-
chazo por su propio género o una cierta hambre por su propio género. Hay
buenos consejos y malos consejos. Hay buenos consejeros y malos consejeros.
Los padres de familia deben proteger a sus hijos para que no sean dafiados por
los maestros de escuela que dan una orientacion equivocada a sus hijos peque-
fios.

Espero que todos escriban a sus legisladores para expresar su oposi-
cion a esta “Equality Act”, ya que esta ley va a causar persecucion y discrimi-
nacion en contra de los creyentes cristianos y catolicos. Los autores de esta
ley desean que nuestra Iglesia Catodlica sea considerado ilegal. La “Equality
Act” seria una causa de mucho dafio a muchas personas y a la sociedad. Todas
las personas racionales deberian abrir los ojos y reconocer esto. Los no creyen-
tes también deberian reconocer esto.

(Porque nos oponemos a esta ley? Es porque esta mal. No es una ley
que sea bien fundamenta en la psicologia, en la antropologia, o en la sociolo-
gia. La razon por el cual non oponemos a esta ley no es sencillamente “porque
la biblia lo dice” o “porque la iglesia lo dice”. Esta ley no es mala "porque la
iglesia lo declara; jmas bien la iglesia lo declara porque estd mal!
