FROM THE
PASTOR’S DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

Please keep Fr. Reji in your prayers. He left last
Sunday on a much deserved vacation back to his home
country of India. He will be away for the next five weeks,
returning on May 14th. During that time, we’ll have a
rotation of different priests helping me during the weekend
Mass schedule. Your patience will be greatly appreciated,
especially as you come to confession. The lines will
undoubtedly take longer with only one priest on duty.
Nevertheless, the mission of the Church remains undaunted,
unrelenting, unabashedly bold during this Easter season.
Easter is not over; it’s our launching point. As Catholics, the
pivotal doctrine of the Resurrection of Jesus Christ takes
more than a day to remember. Easter for us lasts until May
19th, when we celebrate Pentecost, that long-awaited,
promised gift of the Holy Spirit that descends upon the
Twelve Disciples “from heaven like the rush of mighty
wind” (Cf. Acts 2:2). This Holy Spirit will transform a
fearful and feckless tiny group of believers into a
courageous army. They will march into the world, not with
swords and shields, but with a transformative message
which still changes hearts and minds to this very day —
Jesus Christ is Risen from the dead!

What this means is that we no longer have to be
afraid. The Christian fears no earthly power or government.
The Christian fears no sin that is repented and forgiven. The
Christian fears no sickness or even death itself. For us, the
mighty Christian, has their “freasure in heaven, where
neither moth nor rust destroy and where thieves do not
break in or steal” (Cf. Matthew 6:19-21). We are no longer
slaves to this passing world. Our joy, our happiness, is not
found here. We firmly believe in all of this for one simple
reason — Jesus Christ is Risen from the dead!

We have all died with Christ in baptism; we shall
now also rise with him anew into glory (Cf. Romans 6:4).
Can you now see why the early Church had a tenacity of
unbreakable steel? It all comes back to Jesus Christ. For all
of you who suffer in any way, think of the Resurrection. If
you feel like you’re about to buckle under the weight of the
cross you are carrying, think of the Resurrection. If you feel
utterly alone, suffocating by the misery of your
circumstances, think of the Resurrection. If you need the
strength to truly live this out, may I recommend to you the
secret that sustained our ancestors in the face of hardship? It
is simply the Holy Eucharist. Yes, that simple piece of bread
that we “see” at every single Mass. As we heard in the
Gospel passage this Sunday, the two disciples saw someone
in the “breaking of the bread.” Hidden behind that boring
appearance, is the living, breathing, Jesus Christ, now risen
from the dead!

DEL PARROCO

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

Por favor, mantengan al Padre Reji en sus oracio-
nes. Se fue el domingo pasado a unas merecidas vaca-
ciones a su pais de origen, la India. Estara fuera durante
las proximas cinco semanas, regresando el 14 de mayo.
Durante ese tiempo, tendremos una rotacion de diferen-
tes sacerdotes que me ayudaran durante el horario de
Misas del fin de semana. Su paciencia serd muy aprecia-
da, especialmente cuando venga a confesion. Sin duda,
las filas tomardan mas tiempo con un solo sacerdote. Sin
embargo, la mision de la Iglesia permanece impavida,
implacable, descaradamente audaz durante este tiempo
de Pascua. La Pascua no ha terminado; Es nuestro punto
de partida. Como catolicos, la doctrina fundamental de
la Resurreccion de Jesucristo toma mas de un dia para
recordarla. La Pascua para nosotros dura hasta el 19 de
mayo, cuando celebramos Pentecostés, ese don tan espe-
rado y prometido del Espiritu Santo que desciende sobre
los Doce Discipulos «del cielo un ruido, como el de
una violenta rdfaga de viento» (cf. Hch 2, 2). Este Es-
piritu Santo transformaré a un pequefio grupo de creyen-
tes temerosos e irresponsables en un ejéreito valiente.
Marcharan al mundo, no con espadas y escudos, sino
con un mensaje transformador que todavia cambia los
corazones y las mentes hasta el dia de hoy: jJesucristo
ha resucitado de entre los muertos!

Lo que esto significa es que ya no tenemos que
tener miedo. El cristiano no teme a ningtin poder o go-
bierno terrenal. El cristiano no teme ningin pecado que
sea arrepentido y perdonado. El cristiano no teme a la
enfermedad, ni siquiera a la muerte misma. Porque no-
sotros, el cristiano poderoso, tiene su "tesoros y reser-
vas en el Cielo, donde no hay polilla ni oxido para ha-
cer estragos, y donde no hay ladrones para romper el
muro y robar" (cf. Mt 6, 19-21). Ya no somos esclavos
de este mundo pasajero. Nuestra alegria, nuestra felici-
dad, no se encuentra aqui. Creemos firmemente en todo
esto por una simple razon: jJesucristo ha resucitado de
entre los muertos!

Por este bautismo en su muerte fuimos sepulta-
dos con Cristo, y asi como Cristo fue resucitado de entre
los muertos por la Gloria del Padre, asi también nosotros
empezamos una vida nueva (cf. Romanos 6:4). ;Puedes
ver ahora por qué la Iglesia primitiva tenia una tenaci-
dad de acero inquebrantable? Todo se remonta a Jesu-
cristo. Por todos los que sufren de alguna manera, pien-
sen en la Resurreccion. Si sientes que estas a punto de
ceder bajo el peso de la cruz que llevas, piensa en la Re-

surreccion. Si te sientes completamente solo, asfixiado
por la miseria de tus circunstancias, piensa en la Resu-
rreccion. Si necesitas la fuerza para vivir esto de verdad,
(puedo recomendarte el secreto que sostuvo a nuestros
antepasados frente a las dificultades? Es simplemente la
Sagrada Eucaristia. Si, ese simple pedazo de pan que
"vemos" en cada misa. Como escuchamos en el pasaje
evangglico de este domingo, los dos discipulos vieron a
alguien en la "fraccion del pan". Escondido detras de esa
apariencia aburrida, esta el Jesucristo vivo, que respira,
jahora resucitado de entre los muertos!
