FROM THE PASTOR’S
DESK

Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners,

With this weekend’s contribution, I have a few
“housekeeping” items to bring to your attention. The first item
regards the inside of the back (south) vestibule wall. As you
know, the south vestibule inside wall is dominated by two large
panels which honor the many benefactors who gave generously
from their financial treasure so that St. Mary’s Church could be
renovated. The renovation project was completed in 2009 and the
construction loan was paid off in 2019. At our last Parish Council
meeting, the PC members and I discussed different ways to
communicate with parishioners about parish liturgical services
and other events. As you know, we communicate with you
through a number of different ways: through the parish bulletin,
the parish website, MyParish app, email, U.S. Postal Service,
social media, telephone, the bulletin board in the church vestibule,
our sign on the corner of Hemlock and Stinson streets, other signs
and posters and in-person, to name several ways. Another
communication tool that the PC has discussed would be to mount
one or two TV screens on the inside of the south wall of the
vestibule. Parishioners would be able to view on the television
screens messages regarding parish events and initiatives which
automatically scroll in a slide-show format. The information
could be easily and regularly updated. The PC members
suggested that to make room for the TV screens the renovation
memorial panels could be moved to the entrance way of the parish
hall. If you have any thoughts about this, please share them with
members of the parish council or with me. Presently, these
individuals serve on the Parish Council: Wyman Adcock (Chair),
Don Krch, Elisabeth Belo, Joseph Kosarek, Jennifer Corbelli,
Francesco Bellocci, Anna McAllister and Jim Gribi. Deacon Rob
Vandergraaf serves as an ex-officio member of the PC and Fr.
Joseph and I attend the PC meetings, of course.

A second item that we discussed at the PC meeting was
how we can provide an inviting and safe environment for
hospitality after Sunday Masses. It would be nice to serve coffee
and donuts after Mass in the courtyard area around the fountain.
But it would also be good to find a way to provide a safer meeting
area for the younger ones among us. We have a good number of
children at our Sunday morning Masses and I notice when I visit
with parents after Mass around the fountain, parents are
constantly making sure that their little ones do not run out into the
nearby streets. Perhaps, there is a way we can provide an area
bound by an attractive temporary (perhaps 4 feet high) fence on
the grass in front of the church where the children can play safely.
Again, if you have any ideas about this, please let us know.

A third item is that I received a letter this week from the
State Regent of the “Daughters of Isabella”. The Daughters of
Isabella is a Catholic Women’s International Organization much
like the Knights of Columbus for men. The Daughters come
together to form friendships and to raise money which is donated
to the local parish and to other charities. The Daughters meet once
a month and the meeting’s agenda is divided into thirds: one-third
spiritual, one-third business and one-third social. If any St.
Mary’s women parishioners are interested in being a part of
starting a Daughter of Isabella circle, please let me know. I will
then contact the State Regent to set up a meeting.

Finally, no doubt, you noticed that the statues and crucifix are
covered with cloth this weekend. The option of “veiling” is found
in the instructions in the Roman Missal for the Fifth Sunday of
Lent. The instruction notes: “In the Dioceses of the United

States, the practice of covering crosses and images throughout
the church from [the fifth] Sunday [of Lent] may be observed.
Crosses remain covered until the end of the Celebration of the
Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, but images remain covered
until the beginning of the Easter Vigil.” As explained in
previous years, the crucifix and images are covered to remind us
that we are in a special time of the liturgical year. When we see
the veils, we cannot help but realize that something is very
different. A second reason for the veiling is that it helps us to
concentrate on the words being proclaimed, prayed and
preached at Mass. For example, when we reflect on the Passion
accounts on Palm Sunday and Good Friday, we can enter into
the scene and really picture it in our minds. A third reason is
that the veiling whets our spiritual appetite for Easter Sunday
and for eternity. We miss seeing the images and so we
anticipate when we will be able to see them again. When the
veils are removed before the Easter Vigil, we are reminded of
our life in this world. Our life in this world is a preparation for
our true homeland, which is heaven. In this life, we cannot
know what heaven is like. It is hidden and mysterious to us. It
is veiled. Through our passing from this life to the next, the veil
will be lifted and we will see the beauty of our earthly lives.
May you have a blessed week!

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria,

En el articulo de este fin de semana, tengo algunas cosas
"administrativas” para llamar su atencion. La primera cosa se
refiere a la pared de atras (sur) del vestibulo. Como ya saben, la
pared interior al sur del vestibulo estda dominada por dos grandes
paneles que honran a los muchos benefactores que dieron gene-
rosamente de su tesoro financiero para que la Iglesia de Santa
Maria pudiera ser renovada. El proyecto de renovacion se com-
pletd en el 2009 y el préstamo de construccion fue liquidado en
el 2019. En nuestra ultima reunion del Consejo Parroquial, los
miembros del CP y yo hablamos de las diferentes formas de co-
municarnos con los feligreses sobre los servicios litargicos pa-
rroquiales y otros eventos. Como ya saben, nos comunicamos
con ustedes a través de diferentes formas: a través del boletin
parroquial, el sitio web de la parroquia, la aplicacion myParish,
correo electronico, por correo por el Servicio Postal de EE. UU.,
las redes sociales, el teléfono, el tablon de anuncios en el vesti-
bulo de la iglesia, nuestro letrero que se encuentra en la esquina
de las calles Hemlock y Stinson, otros letreros y carteles y en
persona, por nombrar algunas formas. Otro medio de comunica-
cion que el CP ha mencionado seria montar una o dos pantallas
de TV en el interior de la pared sur del vestibulo. Los feligreses
podrian ver en las pantallas de television mensajes sobre eventos
e iniciativas parroquiales que se desplazan automaticamente en
un formato de presentacion. La informacion podria actualizarse
facil y regularmente. Los miembros del CP sugirieron que para
hacer espacio para las pantallas de television, los paneles conme-
morativos de la renovacion podrian trasladarse a la entrada del
salon parroquial. Si tiene alguna idea sobre esto, por favor com-
partala con los miembros del consejo parroquial o conmigo. Ac-
tualmente, estas son las personas quienes sirven en el Consejo
Parroquial: Wyman Adcock (Presidente), Don Krch, Elisabeth
Belo, Joseph Kosarek, Jennifer Corbelli, Francesco Bellocci,
Anna McAllister y Jim Gribi. El didcono Rob Vandergraaf se
desempefia como miembro ex-oficio del CP y el Padre Josephy
yo asistimos a las reuniones del PC, por supuesto.

Un segundo tema del cual hablamos en la reunion del
CP fue como podemos brindar un ambiente acogedor y seguro
para la hospitalidad después de las Misas dominicales. Seria
bueno servir café y donas después de Misa en el area del atrio
alrededor de la fuente. Pero también seria bueno encontrar una
manera de proporcionar un area de reuniéon mas segura para los
mas jovenes entre nosotros. Tenemos un buen niimero de nifios
en nuestras Misas de los domingos por la mafiana y noto que
cuando platico con los padres después de la Misa alrededor de la
fuente, los padres estan al pendiente constantemente de que sus
pequefios no salgan corriendo a la calle. Quizas, haya una mane-
ra en que podamos proporcionar un area delimitada por una cer-
ca temporal atractiva (quizas de 4 pies de alto) en el césped fren-
te a la iglesia donde los nifios puedan jugar con seguridad. Nue-
vamente, si tiene alguna idea sobre esto, haganoslo saber.

Un tercer tema es que recibi una carta esta semana del
Regente Estatal de las “Hijas de Isabella”. Las Hijas de Isabella

es una Organizacion Internacional de Mujeres Catdlicas muy
similar a los Caballeros de Colon para los hombres. Las Hijas se
unen para formar amistades y recaudar fondos que se donan a la
parroquia local y a otras organizaciones benéficas. Las Hijas se
retinen una vez al mes y la agenda de la junta se divide en ter-
cios: un tercio espiritual, un tercio empresarial y un tercio social.
Si alguna feligrés de Santa Maria esta interesada en ser parte de
iniciar un circulo de Hija de Isabella, hdgamelo saber. Luego me
pondré en contacto con la regente estatal para programar una
reunion.

Finalmente, sin duda han notado que las estatuas y el
crucifijo estan cubiertos con telas este fin de semana. La opcion
de “cubrir” se encuentra en las instrucciones del Misal Romano
para el Quinto Domingo de Cuaresma. La instruccion sefiala:
“En las Diocesis de los Estados Unidos, se puede observar la
practica de cubrir cruces e imagenes en toda la iglesia a partir del
[quinto] domingo [de Cuaresma]. Las cruces permanecen cubier-
tas hasta el final de la Celebracion de la Pasion del Sefor el
Viernes Santo, pero las imagenes permanecen cubiertas hasta el
comienzo de la Vigilia Pascual”. Como se explico en afios ante-
riores, el crucifijo y las imagenes estan cubiertas para recordar-
nos que estamos en un momento especial del afio litargico.
Cuando vemos las telas, no podemos evitar darnos cuenta de que
algo es muy diferente. Una segunda razon por que cubrir es que
nos ayuda a concentrarnos en las palabras que se proclaman, re-
zan y predican en la Misa. Por ejemplo, cuando reflexionamos
sobre los relatos de la Pasion el Domingo de Ramos y el Viernes
Santo, podemos entrar en escena y realmente imaginarlo en
nuestra mente. Una tercera razén es que el cubrir abre nuestro
apetito espiritual por el Domingo de Pascua y por la eternidad.
Extranamos ver las imagenes y asi anticipamos cuando podre-
mos volver a verlas. Cuando se quitan las telas antes de la Vigi-
lia Pascual, se nos recuerda nuestra vida en este mundo. Nuestra
vida en este mundo es una preparacion para nuestra verdadera
patria, la cual es el cielo. En esta vida, no podemos saber como
es el cielo. Esta oculto y misterioso para nosotros. Esta cubierto.
A través de nuestro paso de esta vida a la siguiente, se levantara
el velo y veremos la belleza de nuestras vidas terrenales.
