Dear St. Mary’s Parishioners:

When I was a seminarian in Rome in the 1990’s, 1
had the chance to visit the beautiful country of Romania.
For a few summers in the early 90’s, a group of us men
discerning priesthood and religious life participated in a
summer program in the small village of Retz, Austria,
about an hour from Vienna and very close to the border of
the Czech Republic. (Like most Romans, we got out of
Rome for a few weeks to escape the hot and humid
weather!) Over several summers, being so close to eastern
Europe, we took trips into the Czech Republic, Slovakia,
Romania, Poland, Hungary and the Ukraine. It was in the
summer of 1993, I believe, when we visited Romania. For
the trip, we had the gift of being guided by a young
Romanian priest, Fr. Florentin Crihdlmeanu from the
Diocese of Cluj-Napoca. Fr. Florentin is a Greek-Catholic
priest who was made bishop of Cluj-Gherla in 2002 and
continues to shepherd that diocese. Having been born to a
Greek-Catholic father and a Roman-Catholic mother and
having grown up in Romania, it was very helpful to have
Fr. Florentin’s guidance when we met Roman Catholics,
Eastern Catholics and Orthodox Christians in Romania.

While I must admit that my knowledge of eastern
and central European history is pretty sketchy, with the
help of a search engine, I do know that the revolution that
began in Poland in 1989, led soon to the fall of communism
not only in Poland, but also in East Germany,
Czechoslovakia, Romania, Bulgaria and Hungary. Romania
was under communist rule from 1947 to 1989. During that
time Orthodox Christianity was established as the state
religion. As a result, many Roman and Eastern Catholic
churches were converted to Orthodox churches. Catholics
had to worship secretly and many Catholic clergy and laity
were persecuted. Most of the Romanian churches that we
visited in the summer of 1993 were Orthodox Christian
churches. Some had previously been Catholic churches.
Since Romania had been under communist rule for 42
years, after communism fell, it was not a simple matter to
return the formerly Catholic churches converted to
Orthodox places of worship, back to the Catholics.
Orthodox Christians had been supporting those churches
financially for over 40 years and were reluctant to return
them.

During our trip to Romania in the summer of 1993,
I recall very clearly being in Cluj-Napoca on a Sunday
morning and attending the Divine Liturgy of the Romanian
(Eastern) Catholic Church outside, in the square, in front of
Transfiguration Cathedral. In 1924, Pope Pius XI had
gifted Transfiguration Cathedral to the Romanian Greek-
Catholic Church to serve as the Cathedral of the Cluj-
Gherla Eparchy. However, with the advent of communism

in Romania in 1947, the cathedral was taken away from the
Romanian Eastern Catholics and given to the Orthodox
Church. In 1993, it still had not been returned to the
Catholics. Thus, Romanian Eastern Catholics protested
peacefully and vividly by holding liturgies in the city
square in front of the church from which they had been
banished. It was rather striking to see priests hearing
confessions in the square and many people participating in
Sunday’s Divine Liturgy. (In 1998, Transfiguration
Cathedral was finally returned to the Eastern Catholics.)

Where am I going with all this? (It took me a long
time to get to where I really want to be!) The other day,
while celebrating Mass in our parking lot, I had a flashback
to the Sunday morning Mass in the square of Cluj-Napoca,
Romania. Like Catholics in Romania, we have been
banished from celebrating the sacraments in our church.
Unlike their experience, ours has been a much briefer
banishment, certainly less painful and less spiritually and
emotionally destructive. Still, we cannot discount the
spiritual costs that the virus and accompanying measures
have had on our worship and on the celebration of the
sacraments. | note this merely to state the objective truth,
not to question the measures that we have been asked to
take. (For the record, I am in favor of social distancing,
washing hands frequently and wearing a mask!)

When this is all over, will everyone come back to
Mass? I sure hope so. Indeed, I hope our Mass attendance
will increase dramatically. God willing (and I’'m pretty
sure He does), we will grow spiritually from this
experience. It is painful to not be able to worship in our
church. On the one hand, we feel a certain homesickness
in our hearts that can only be treated by a return to
celebrating Mass and the sacraments in our parish church.
On the other hand, homesickness is not an entirely bad
condition. For example, we should all feel homesick for
heaven until we get there. Our homesickness for heaven is
a reminder that we are not there yet and that where we are
now is our ultimate destination. Other things like
wildfires, a pandemic, violence in our streets, and, yes,
even a national election, have a way of reminding us that
something much greater awaits us. Let us pray fervently
and continue to worship as a parish community----under
the circumstances, united either in physical or virtual
presence with each other, yet always in spiritual
communion with each other----and with the angels, the
saints and our Blessed Lord, that this too will pass. Let us
give thanks to God that somehow in His providence He
allows the pandemic, even though the pandemic itself is a
result and manifestation of sin. May we continue to pray
that God bring an end to the pandemic soon and that He
encourage us to continue to receive all the graces He longs
to give us through this vale of tears.

Estimados Feligreses de Santa Maria:

Cuando era seminarista en Roma en la década de 1990,
tuve la oportunidad de visitar el hermoso pais de Rumania. Du-
rante algunos veranos a principios de los afios 90, un grupo de
nosotros que discerniamos el sacerdocio y la vida religiosa parti-
cipamos en un programa de verano en el pequefio pueblo de Retz,
Austria, a una hora de Viena y muy cerca de la frontera de la Re-
publica Checa. (jComo la mayoria de los romanos, salimos de
Roma durante unas semanas para escapar del clima calido y hu-
medo!) Durante varios veranos, estando tan cerca de Europa
oriental, hicimos viajes a la Republica Checa, Eslovaquia, Ruma-
nia, Polonia, Hungria y Ucrania. Fue en el verano de 1993, creo,
cuando visitamos Rumania. Para este viaje, tuvimos la dicha de
ser guiados por un joven sacerdote rumano, el Padre Florentin
Crihalmeanu de la Didcesis de Cluj-Napoca. El Padre Florentin
es un sacerdote greco-catolico quien fue nombrado obispo de
Cluj-Gherla en el 2002 y continiia como pastor de esa didcesis.
Habiendo nacido de un padre greco-catélico y su madre catolica
romana y haber crecido en Rumania, fue de mucha ayuda contar
con la guia del Padre Florentin cuando conociamos a catdlicos
romanos, catdlicos orientales y cristianos ortodoxos en Rumania.

Aunque debo admitir que mi conocimiento de la historia
de Europa oriental y Europa central es muy escaso, con la ayuda
de un motor de busqueda, sé que la revolucion que comenz6 en
Polonia en 1989, condujo pronto a la caida del comunismo no
solo en Polonia, sino también en Alemania Oriental, Checoslova-
quia, Rumania, Bulgaria y Hungria. Rumania estuvo bajo el régi-
men comunista del 1947 a 1989. Durante ese tiempo el cristia-
nismo ortodoxo se estableciéo como la religion estatal. Como re-
sultado, muchas iglesias catdlicas romanas y orientales fueron
convertidas en iglesias ortodoxas. Los catolicos tenian que prac-
ticar su fe en secreto y muchos clérigos y laicos catélicos fueron
perseguidos. La mayoria de las iglesias rumanas que visitamos
en el verano de 1993 eran iglesias cristianas ortodoxas. Algunas
habian sido anteriormente iglesias catolicas. Dado que Rumania
habia estado bajo el régimen comunista durante 42 afios, después
de que cayera el comunismo, no fue sencillo regresar las iglesias
antes catolicas convertidas a lugares de culto ortodoxos, de vuelta
a los catolicos. Los cristianos ortodoxos habian estado apoyando
econdomicamente a esas iglesias durante mas de 40 afios y estaban
renuentes a devolverlas.

Durante nuestro viaje a Rumania en el verano de 1993,
recuerdo muy claramente estar en Cluj-Napoca un domingo por
la mafiana y asistir a la Divina Liturgia de la Iglesia Catolica Ru-
mana (Oriental) al aire libre, en la plaza, frente a la Catedral de la
Transfiguracion. En 1924, el Papa Pio XI habia regalado la Cate-
dral de la Transfiguracion a la Iglesia Greco-Catolica Rumana
para servir como la Catedral de la Eparquia Cluj-Gherla. Sin em-
bargo, con la llegada del comunismo en Rumania en el 1947, se
le quito la catedral a los Catolicos Orientales Rumanos y se les
dio a la Iglesia Ortodoxa. En 1993, todavia no se les habia regre-
sado a los catolicos. Asi, los catolicos rumanos del este protesta-

ron pacificamente y vibrantemente celebraron liturgias en la
plaza de la ciudad frente a la iglesia de la cual habian sido
desterrados. Fue muy interesante ver a sacerdotes escuchando
confesiones en la plaza y a varias personas participando en la
Divina Liturgia Dominical. (En 1998, la Catedral de la
Transfiguracion fue finalmente devuelta a los catdlicos
orientales.)

(Adonde voy con todo esto? (jMe tomo6 mucho tiempo
para llegar a donde realmente quiero estar!) Hace unos dias,
mientras celebraba la Misa en nuestro estacionamiento, recordé
a la Misa del domingo por la mafiana en la plaza de Cluj-
Napoca, Rumania. Al igual que los catolicos en Rumania,
hemos sido desterrados de celebrar los sacramentos en nuestra
iglesia. A diferencia de la experiencia de ellos, la nuestra ha
sido un destierro mucho mas breve, ciertamente menos
dolorosa y menos destructiva espiritualmente y
emocionalmente. Aun asi, no podemos descartar el costo
espiritual que el virus y las medidas que le acompafian han
tenido en la forma que rendimos culto y en la celebracion de
los sacramentos. Menciono esto simplemente para indicar la
verdad objetiva, no para cuestionar las medidas que se nos ha
pedido que tomemos. (jQuiero que sepan, estoy a favor del
distanciamiento social, lavarse las manos con frecuencia y usar
un cubrebocal)

Cuando todo esto termine, /Regresaran todos a Misa?
Espero que si. De hecho, espero que nuestra asistencia a la
Misa aumente drasticamente. Si Dios quiere (y estoy bastante
seguro de que lo quiere), creceremos espiritualmente por esta
experiencia. Es doloroso no poder practicar culto en nuestra
iglesia. Por un lado, sentimos cierta nostalgia en nuestros
corazones que s6lo puede ser sanada regresando a la
celebracion de la Misa y los sacramentos en nuestra iglesia
parroquial. Por otro lado, la nostalgia no es una condicién
totalmente mala. Por ejemplo, todos debemos sentir nostalgia
por el cielo hasta que lleguemos alli. Nuestra nostalgia por el
cielo es un recordatorio de que aliin no estamos alli y que donde
estamos ahora es nuestro destino final. Otras cosas como los
incendios forestales, una pandemia, la violencia en nuestras
calles y, si, incluso una eleccion nacional, tienen una forma de
recordarnos que algo mucho mas grande nos espera. Oremos
fervientemente y sigamos en rindiendo culto como comunidad
parroquial----bajo las circunstancias, unidos en presencia fisica
o virtualmente entre nosotros, pero siempre en comunion
espiritual entre si----y con los angeles, los santos y nuestro
Santisimo Sefior, para que esto también pase. Demos gracias a
Dios para que de alguna manera en Su providencia permita la
pandemia, a pesar de que la pandemia en si es un resultado y
una manifestacion del pecado. Que continuemos orando para
que Dios ponga fin pronto a la pandemia y que nos anime a
seguir recibiendo todas las gracias que El anhela darnos a
través de este valle de lagrimas.

SAN PEDRO CLAVER (1581-1654)

9 de septiembre

Nacio en la region de Cataluna, Espafia. Siendo joven
estudi6 en la Universidad de Barcelona, dirigida por los padres
jesuitas. En 1602 fue admitido por los Jesuitas y profeso sus
primeros votos. Luego de su noviciado se formo bajo la direc-
cion de san Alfonso Rodriguez, quien fue para él un verdadero
maestro y modelo de santidad. Luego de estudiar teologia es
enviado a la actual Colombia, donde fue ordenado sacerdote y
quedo6 marcado profundamente al ver como trataban a los es-
clavos africanos traidos de Angola, en una travesia maritima
que duraba hasta ocho semanas.
